At no era has thero Leen any gener-
al acquioscence In the Jowish or Puritan
tden of the Sunday. The vast majority of
the Christian world, both In Roman Cath.
olic and in Protestant countries, have val
ued Sunday as a sacied holiday, in which
labor and worship paused, that pullic wor-
ship ou tho one hand and the relaxation
through domestic and social intercourse
and open air pleasuies on the other might
divide the day between them. Sundny is
aday not less marked in Catholic than in
Protestant countries. It is only different-
Iy marked. It is a day perhaps even more
welcomed and prized in Catholic Europe
than in Protestant America, becauso freer
from gloom and conventional restraints.
Nor {s it necessarily less veligious for being
more counected with public recreation; for
its innocent pleasures aro sometimes
brought under the protection of its piety,
and its pricsts sharo them. DBeforo we
hastily and with spiritual self-complacency
condemn the European and Catholic uses
of Sunday we must recall the religious uses
the Itoman Church makes of the other days
of the week. When Protestent churches
aro kept open all other days as well as on
Sundays, and public prayers are daily cele-
biated in them morning and evening, and
Protestent Christians are found going by
early dawn to divino scrvice all tho days
in the year, as Catholic peasants do, it will
bo time enough for them sell-righteously
to condomn the foreign and Roman freer
uses of Sunday.

Inour own country thoold New-Eng-
fand Sablath has already lost much of its
sour and ascetic character, because the
theological views that justified it have
weakened or relaxed their hold upon the
mind and conscience of tho people. Al-
though its old Puritan name, the Sabbath
{s still maintained—often with politic aim,
but usually only from custom—among the
custodians of the faded remains of the old
New-England theology, its honest histori-
cal name, Sunday, is fast creeping into
general use, and must soon supplant tho
old and misleading Jewish title, ““the Sab.
bath,” Clearly our Sunday fsnot what
it was in my own youth or a half century
ago. IDut if it has lost in severity, formal

have Lecome kings and priests unto them.
selves; and, doubting tho force of the old
argument from example, erect their altars
in their private homes and hearts, and
withdraw from public religious services.
It does not seem worth while to spend- re-
proaclics or waste timo upon a considera.
ble class of people who hiave thus outgrown
tho religious usages of this generation, so
long as we have nothing to complain of in
thelr livesor to regret im their personal
character, The testimony they offer to
the inadequacy of our usual public wor-
ship to satisfy their want, and to the need
of some change in its character, to com.
mand the respect and interest of thoughs-
ful, free, and carnest men and women, is
itself, perhaps, the best servico such per-
sons could render to tho church, The only
example they would set by attendance is
one neither wholesome nor genuine. It
would be an example of formality, pre.
tense, and hypocrisy, and as such {sneither
needed nor desired.

This does not imply a loss of Christian
faith or of reverence for religion, but only
that tho religious life of the world has ac-
quired force and power enough to flow in
other channels beside the old ecclesiastical
one; that other and unbadged teachers of
morals and faith have brought the official
ones into less exclusivo revercnce and less
general following. Wo ought not to com-
plain of the logical result of separating re-
ligion from the State, and leaving the
Church to depend for support on the affec-
tionate allegiance of its members. In the
long run, voluntaryism works in favor of
truo religion, not against it. Is there one
voluntary function in all the world so sus.
tained and so honored as the Christian
Church? If it be only a department of
human intcrests, and one great element or
factor in civilization and human further-
ane?, is it not ono of the most precious, the
most widely recognized, and the most in-
dispensible? Tho world, thank God ! has
many modern and glorious saving and re-
generating influences at work upon it.
Yet none which fully occupy the sphers or
fnlfill thoe duty, or antiquate or supersede
the functions of Christian Churches, or
the religious use of the Sunday or the
Cliurch,
