People whose carelessness—not to call their
acts by what would be a more uppropriate
name,—dishonesty, afilicts the man whoe
has Leen mistakingly kind to them, by
trusting to their houesty and honor, com-
mit a most heinous offense against right
and justico. The misery that such a sys
tem of business entails upon its victims is
the same that would follow similar loss if
confronted by a highwayman, who with
revolver in band demands and secures his
victim's purse. The man who gets the
same amount, and never pays it back, in-
tlicts a like injury on his victim; and when
it is done through indifference to future
results, the crimes do not vary in magni.
tude one fota.

Epiton:—Sitting in this ancient
hotel, in this sober, aristocratic, historic,
and staid old town, from which Davis, Leo
& Co. first heard the death knell of their
boasted Confederacy, I am tempted to bore
you again with reading from me.
