The Minotaur was met and slain, and
guided by Atiadue's thread the redeemod
Athienians presented themselves to the as-
tonishied king and demanded the release of
thoe penalty., This was granted and These-
us and his companions rcturned to Athens
accompanied by his saviour; Ariadne.
Tho legendary curtain falls upon These-
us, upon the throne of United Attica and
Ariadne, deserted, pining on a lonaly
island. So much for tho legend—it would
be of interest to ask how much connection
there may have Leen botween the stories
of Thescus and the Minotaur, Samson and
his lion or St. George and his dragon; but
this is a question most interesting to the
student of comparative mythology, we
wish to uso it as an introduction to our
sulject, and an illustration of it.

Like Athens of old we too are tributary
to a monster who is yearly demanding hLis
victims, not by the dozen but by the
thousaud. Should some Minos demand
such a tribute from wus we would resist it
to the utmost, but we are offering our
young men aud women by thousands as a
sacrifico to our Minotaur and giving up
hopes of life, wealth and friends to supple-
went his repast. The Cretan Minotaur
claimed a victim from but a few families—
ours scarce leaves a house where thero is
not at least ono dead or worse than dead.
Where can we look for Ariadue’s thread
and dagger and the hero who is to use
them for our relief? The first we find in
woman's ever-increasing intluence, the
second in the temperance reform. We
believe that woman's influence in the
Church, State and social life, is to bo to
tho temperance movement what Ariadue’s
silken thread was to the Athenians’ hero.
Woman, rightly or wrongly, has to bear
the charge of having brought evil into the
world, but judged in the light of history
she cannot fairly be charged with having
kept it there. While history presents us a
Briuvilliers and a Mary de Medici; the
world's representative women have been a
Mary Magdalene and a Phabe, a Joan
d'Atc and a maid Sarragossa. The world
has rung with the triumphs of arms—of
warriors who have written their names in
blood, until, were it not for woman's in.
iluence, history from Adam te Bismarck
would be but a record of blood and crime.
She, almost always the victim, Las seldom
been tha aggressor, If she hias sometimes
been found at the head of armies, she has
over fought in the interest of truth and
right.

On foiv subject has the world shown less
reason than fn regard to the place and work
of women, Jealous heathenism has been
out done by Mohammedanisin in its seclu.
sion of woman from all social life. In the
jealous seclusion of thoe seraglio is to be
read, one secret of the dead conservatism
of the eastern world. Woman shut up in
harems, kept in ignorance and idleness, has
mado her children like her. As a 1esult
tho crimes of one generation have become
worge in succeeding ones. The idea of
women as anything more than the slaves
or plagthings of men never gained a foot-
Lold in the castern world, and as a conse-
(uence, Asia has had a Rip Van Winkle
slecp of centurics. Make a mother ignor-
ant, idle, worthless, Ly law, secial and
civiland you make her children like her.
Tuikey, India, China prove the proposi-
tion. Christian lands have not beeu so far
from following in tho steps of more cor-
rupt faiths. 1t has been much easier to
tememlyr that Paul forbade women to
speak in Church, than that he commended
the women who wero his fellow laborers to
the Lest regards of the Church to which
Lo wrote. To-day ne one with any claim
to intelligence will contest the fact that
nations have risen in the scale of social
life and national power in cxact proportion
to the position of their women. England
is a good Iustance in proofs of this, Come
pare the England of to-day with that of
Stepben or Joln. Then petty feuds, the
villeinago or slavery of the lower classes,
the constant bloodshed, with rolbers upon
cvery highroad made both life and proper-
ty iusecure, Then hLer women werc as
much the property of her men as her
horses wore.  No matter what woalth she
wight inherit at matriage both shie and it
Lecame the property of the husband, The
age of chivalry came wearing off slowly
but surely the brutality of the higher
classes, until from the castlo woman was
at last allowed to come out to the world;
from a worse than castern seclusion to
tako a placo which laws have denied and
still deny her, but which ability and fotelli.
gence assigned her as the controlling clo
ment in social life, Few things aro more
unfaiv than the position which English

women, fn making hor tho serf of a too

fact too plain to dispute, Such being the
fact, that as lier position has improved
nations have improved we have no need to
fear her influence in tho future. o know
that England is not to-day what sho was
when the savage idea of female submission
secured a permanent place iun her laws, nor
what she is destined to become in future
years. :

Woman's power for good or ill being so
plain, the social reformer must be short
sighted, who is not willing, not only te
use, but as far as possible to iucreaso that
influence. Qurs is an ago of activity when
ago makes nothing sacred, but the thonght
of the times is Lusy demanding a reason
for the faiths that have controlled the
world in the past; an ago when reverence
s about extinct. The faiths and ideas of
tho past aro Leing called to account and a
teason demanded why they so long control-
cd the world, While tho contest goes on
between the conservatism of the past and
radicalism of the present, whilo iconoclas.
tic seienco is Lusy Lreaking old idols it is
of more than passing Interest to inquire
what sort of ideas tho coming years arc to
hold.

Our century has written & record the
strangest of any since history first took
up his pen, what is thatof the next to be?
But we deal with the present and future;
not with tho past, although from the past
wo may gain ideas for the future. Any
ono conversant with the literature of tho
times, cannot fail to note tho wild unrest,
the fermentation of. parties, social and po-
litical, the growing discontent, tho steady
grasping after somothing bLeyond them
that thinkers of all ages, classes and sexes
exhibited. Utility is the test of merit,
nothing that is not beneficial can secure
any steady appreciation, nothing that can
bo turned to account is allowed toge to
waste, no one that can toil {s long allowed
to remain idle; in tho process of improve-
ment all have a mission, all can help. One
great triumph is scarccly won until prepa.
ration is made to attack some other sys.
temof wrong. Wehave grown up with the
anti.slavery contest going on around us,
but before that is finally scttled other ques-
tions equally radical are coming up for set-
tlement. Woman's position and the tem-
perance reform are now the active ques.
tions before tho thinking world.

The public now care little who first ate
the forbidden fruit; what Paul said of the
Greek women (made ignorant and debased
by law) whether Clrist turned water into
elampagns to be real pain to the guests at
Cana next morning, whether the * strong
drink "’ that Moses directed lsrael to buy
and drink that their hearts might be mer-
ry, was benzine or stryelinino whisky,
warranted to kill any one who was not
iron clad and fire proof, or whether the
little wine that Timothy was dirccted to
take * for hiis stomach's sake '’ was of the
choicest Italian vintage—made out of ci-
der, logwood, vitriol and burned sugar.—
A more important problem is to find some
way to check the spread of drunkenness.—
We are losing faith in the old fashioned
idea and cast iron creeds of the past and
substituting materialism instead—tho god
of the ninetecnth century is utilitarianism,

Ono of the inevitable results of our ac-
tive life is the demand for artificial stimu.
lants. We do not mean to say intemper-
ance is becoming worse than formerly, al
cohiol bas had a reignof a thousaud years,
and during the whole of that time bhas
alike paved his path with skulls. Tt is no
doubt true that there is less loncsty in
the aleoholic trafiic than ever before, but
this only makes tho poisons suld all the
more dangerous. Drunkenness is bad
cnough still, but drinking is less common
than it once was. A few years ago public
opinion expected nothing but that all
should drink; now it to some cxtent repro-
bates drinking habits. Some appreciable
progress has been made, but it is only with
sadness that we note tho countless young
men whose days and nights are spent in
drinking; in spending their patiimony or
carnings in a fiery liquid to steal away the
little brains that they may posscss; wher-
ever wo may turn diinking dens abound
and all have their customers. The hus.
band und father is there spending in drink
the priceof his childrensbread, and trying
to crush the hopes and peace of the wife
who onco loved him, and who now watches
through tho weary night for tho step that
onco gave gladness, but now can only bring
sorrow and dread of brutality insoparable
from tho wifa of the drunkard.

Nothing seems to athinking mind strang-
er than somo of the facts of every day life:
how in this restless, nervous life of ours,
men may be found to drown every hape in
drink, but bow they can take from their
children, for whom before a God of justice
thoy are bound to care, the price of bLread
is stranger still, At times some fact occurs
that seems to intimate that Darwin is not
a fool, but facing rome of the factsof daily
lifo we must write Lim down as a traitor,
not alone to humanity but a vile libeller of
the animal world, No gorilla ever yet
stole tho cocoa nut from its young and
sold it for the means to make itself crazy
enough to beat its mother, no chimpanzee
ever yot drank up reputation, honor, liope
and faith in order to fill a dishonored grave.
Darwinism must be false, we should be
ashamod to believe it and ever fice a mon-
key again. The stories of Genesis have
their confirmation in the history of the
race ever since. JMdam yielded to his ap-
potite in Eden, aud Noah went on a spree
assoon as he got out of the Ark;while
the only good man in Sodom has the cur-
tain fall upon him drunk and guilty of
crimes that would disgrace at present the
worst dens of Paris or New York; the
race is proving its faith in such fathers by
acting like them.

In our social life the position of the
husband decidos that of the wife, we speak
now of facts, not of laws, gladly as we
would seo the kphere of women widened,
we must deal with facts as they exist.—
Qur drunkards are men, it {s true that wo
mect with exceptions but they merely
i prove therule, There is a class of theor-
| ists who Lelicve that the ouly placo fur a
woman is that of a wife or mether.

THE FASHIONS.

SUMMER STYLES.

The colors exhibited in tho costuries of

the season are oxceedingly dainty and
fresh. A toning down of all brightuess is
more than ever discernible. The different
shades of one color are undiminished in
variety; in violet, a beautiful intermingling
of shades ranging from tho deep Tyrean
royal purple to the palest rosy mauve that
frames the pausy. Notwithstanding the
backwardness of the season, the few deli-
cious days we have enjoyed have Lrought
forth the May tlowers in not ouly fresh cos-
tumes but new bonmets. Some of the
Summer bonuets aro so oxquisitcly fabri-
cated that it is difficult to Lelieve them the
work of mortal fingers. The style of bon.
nets as the style of tiimmings differ greatly
this season. Thero Is no stereotyped mode
as lLeretofore. Dress Lonnets have a pro-
fusion of tlowers, masses of exotics of as
great variety as you would present to your
friends in culling a bouquet from your gar-
den.
But hats have a simple bunch of cut
flowers with long stems tied together with
awisp of oats, straw, or a bramble of wild
vose fastomed atthe side. Others have the
crown covered with beautiful masses of
vielets, or of pansies, or of heliotrope
without intermixture. The Victoria, an
exceedingly quaint yet coquettish shape,
made its debut a month ago, copied from
tho fashion plates of the beginning of Vic.
toria's reign, offering an immense contrast
to the French Ralagas and sailor hat
which have a rakish, Lalf-gipsy air exceed-
ingly demoralizing to a comely American
face. The Victoriahasat least the appear-
ance of modesty, Is really Quaker.like in
its simplicity and grace, and absolutely
affords some prutection to the face and
head. . The brim projects rather like the
hood of a phaeton and is faced with silk—
blaek, if chosen, and piped with another
color; thoe sides come nearly to the ears and
are tied down Gipsy-fashion; there isabun.
dance of room inside the front for the high
coiffure, and the crown is sufticiently high
for tho comb. The trimming is of large,
flat bows of ribbon, a feathered aigrette
and a petite flower or two aro sct against
the crown. The most coquettish face loses
its ' piquancy in a bonnet devoid of shade,
unless peeping from Lensath the laco dra-
pery or fringed canopy of a parasol; broad-
brimmed bats are only intended for Wat-
tcau shepherdeses In pastoral resorts. Nat-
urally straw is the most suitable material
for the Victoria. A pretty traveling or
morning bonnet was made of gray ehip
trimmed with black velvet, straw trim.
mings of the same color, and white field
dasies. Another showy chip was literally
a mass of violets delicionsly perfumed,
Llack velvet ribbons and Llack lace scarf,
Theso styles can be worn with any cos-
tume, so with black lace bonnets; but if
one needs a bonuet mado of turquoiso silk
—this isa soft twllled silk—to match a
costume In color, it is necessary always to
Lave beside, a bonnet of straw or Llask
lace. Crepe is largely intermized with
straw in bonnets, and another novelty is
the making over black frames, hats of
white guipure and eeru Yak inserting; and
over white lace frames, black and eern
guipure In alternate rows, Lrigitened by
some charming bunch of wild tlowers, such
as scarlot poppies, eglantine, the pale pink
of hiare bLells or scarlet orange, of nastur-
tium mingled with the green of geranium,
or blood.red Llossorus of pomegranats.

To the delicious profuston of flowers
there is added also a revived passion for
lace. Lace strings to black laco bounets,
fastened Lolow the chin with a flower must
be managed skillfully to be becoming;
especially must the pale-cheeked ones avoid
violets aud green, the property of the
blonde, who also appropriates the bLlue for-
get-me-nots and delicate corn tlower for
string adormment; but the sallow face can
borrow a flush from mossy pink Luds, and
brilliant brunettes can employ a golden.
eyed pansy, or little spray of mignonette,
oven a seatlet bud, provided the color be
not too vivid. While faces past their first
youth neced the softeniag of lace, youth
need not disdain its beautifying intluence.
But thers are ornaments for all tastes and
all ages beside the flowers, i leaves of
light silvered bronze, oxidized silver orna.
ments of medieval styles, arrows of silver,
jot and pearl; buckles and pios of jet, fila. .
greo gilt and bronze. If every lady will be
sufficiently strong-minded to resist the
temptations of Lonnets not suited to Ler
peculiar style and satisfy Lerssif as to her
fndividuality in complexion and hair, she
will arrive at the secret of French perfec.
