OUR JUDICIARY,

Court having Lrenght one of its long
sessions to a close last week, it may not
Le out of place to publish some extracts
from a scries of articles which appeared on
this subjeet in The Whig in May last. In
onc of thosoe articles wo said:

“If wo wero disposed to treat the ques-
tion in a partisan spirit, wo might point to
the system established Ly the Republican
Convention of 1864. Under that system,
when tho Circuit Court for Cecil county
adjourned, every case ready for trial Lad
been tried. Partics were mnot harassed
attending court at a cost cqual to the
amount of an adverse verdict, and yet had
but one judge, and one salary to pay out
of the treasury. That one judge received
£2,000 per annum. We pay now £3,500 to
a chief judge and §2,800 each to two asso
ciate judges. In these days justice has
Lecome one of our most expensive luxuries.

The people were told in the canvass pro-
ceding the popular vote on the present
constitution, that the threo judgoe system
possessed a great merit in the fact that wo
would have a resident judge, and the
utmost facilities, consequently would bo
accorded to judicial business in our county.

Under the constitution of 1831, there
were Baltimore, Harford and Cecil coun.
ties in this circuit, with Judge Prico on the
Bench, when more business, and business
of mnore importance, was transacted, than
is Lefore the courts to-day of the entire
Eastern Shore of Maryland, and yet one
judge at a salary of $2,000 presided and
disposed of it all. Every caso ready for
trial was tiied, and in the main, we believe
satisfactorily; and no man was dragged to
Elkton term after term with an army of
witnesses as now, who eat up his sub.
stance; and no verdict in lus favor can
reimburse the losses he sustains by the
chronic delay of our court. It is reduced
to this, either wo must remodel our pres.
cnt clumsy, expensive judicial system, or
the people must continue to have justice
denied them. Under the present system
the judges are cumpelled to adjourn court
with tho business half transacted—al.
though they sit long enough to trausact it
all we should think—and hie away tosome
other circuit where doubtless the peoplo
are called on to suffer tho same delay,
incouvenience and expensc.

The public are justly indignant when
they seo such mockery for the promised
business, contained in the high.
sounding phrases of Articlo 10 of the il
ot Rights of the present constitution, which
was dug up from tho grave by the conven-
tion of 1867, where it had been buried by
an almost unanimous voice of the people,
in 1831. The constitution which followed
was a long step in advance of its predeccs-
sor, that weighed like an incubus upon the
business of tho Stato with its threo judge
system, and which the deople rose in their
might and demolished. nder the consti.
tution which succeded the old feudal char-
ter, Hon. Albert Constable was elected
judge of the circnit, followed by Judge
Price, and under these judges moro busi-
ness was done in half the time than is
transacted uuder tho old three judge sys.
tem, which was again iotlicted upon tho
people of the State in 1867 by the Demo-
cratic party,—now alas no more !—for the
purpose of multiplying offices and salaries
at the expeuse of the tax.payers, in this
Circuit, reaching $7,500 per annum to the
threo judges, instead of §3,000 a8 provided
in the constitution of 1831, and $2,500 in
the constitution of 18G4, an increase of
23,000 a year.”

Salarics of judges cost tho tax-payes of
Maryland to-day about §10,000 more than
they did under the constitution of 1864.

The following items of expense caused
by this slow tedious process of justico in
our courts, may interest the tax-payers,
For washing clothing of prisoners in ono
year $132. Fer clothing for prisoners in
Jjail from April ’32 to April ’73, the county
paid §244.91, and for boarding prisoners
from April '32 to April ’%3, the bill was

2,116, Some of theso prisoners were in
jail, at an expense to the county of 30
cents a day for 186, 164, 144 days, and so
on, down to a few days. And these long,
weary terms of confinement in jail are
under our cheap and model judiclary, as
The Democrat terms it, with four sessions
of Court a year.

THE PENALTY FOR PETTY CRIMIS.

In looking over the court proceedings,
the observant reader is doubtless ofien
forcibly struck with the penalty, so-called,
iutlicted for petty larceny. Somo poor
devil steals a pound or two of meat, a loaf
of Lread, a basket of marketing—as one
Julia Hughs was found guilty of duing at
the last term—and many oftfeuces of this
ciass are disposed of at every term of court
—in fact they make up the bulk of court
business.

The penalty intlicted for such offences is
a term of months or weeks in the county
jail. In tho case of Julia Hughs, who had
an infant, and was reccommended to mercy,
she was given six monthsin the county
jail. This was indeed justice tempered
with mercy. In fact the sentenco is all
mercy. An outcast on the evo of Winter
is taken from a hovel and lodged in a
warm, comfortable jail, light, airy and
clean; fed with wholesome food, as much
as sho requires, for six months in the cold,
inclement season of Winter, when her
child is at its most tender age, is a charity
which few of that class of humanity are
favored with, without the aid of some petty
crime to open the door where plenty and
comfortabound. It would have been more
sensiblo to Lave sent this girl to the Alms
House, but that would not have been law.
But our purposc in referring to this sub-
Jject was to draw tho attention of our read.
ers to tho utter inefliciency of our criminal
Jjurisprudence to meet the requirements of
the age. Thoso petty thefts which clog
and hinder the business of our courts,
should be disposed of in a less expeunsive,
and more expeditious manner. Empannel-
ing a jury of twelve men to judge a poor
devil for picking up a convenient basket of
vogotables, a fat hen or some other appo-
tizing mosel, that accident places tempt.
ingly uear, is too ridiculous to be seriously
entertained in our present practical, ad.
vanced state of society; and is only equaled
by tlho penalty whieh intlicts for a term
of months, comfert aud plenty, in placo
of poor rations and worse shelter. While
the absurdity of this branch of our crimi.
nal—shall we call iteconomy ?—issoappar-
ont, the remedy for tho evil is not clear.
But the philanthropy and experienco of
tho age, together with tho great diversity
of occupations to employ the minds and
hands of men, should suggest a moro sen-
sibla and effective mode of dealing with

this class of criminals.
