THE REPEAL OF THE USURY LAW.

Any law which attempts to regulate the
rate of the loan of money infringes upon
the personal rights of the citizen, Injuri.
ously aflects commerce, and directly solic-
its illegality and fraud.

The Constitution of the United States,
in limiting the powers of the scveral States,
denies to them tho right to enact laws,
“impairing the obligation of contracts.”
But does not a usury law—indirectly, it is
true, but substantially—eflect this? Docs
it not deprive thecitizen, partially at least,
of his right to bargain as ho pleases with
lis own property® It is truc there aro
some laws now in force deemed perfectly
just which scem cqually to conflict with
tho right of making contracts, such, for
example, as tho statute of fiauds, which
requires certain contracts to be expressed
in writing, signed by the party to be
charged therewith, Iut this law operates
upon different principles, and produces
different and far more salutary cflects.
This law concerns so much the terms of
the contract as the evidence that any con
tract was made at all.  Itaflects the courts
more in enabling them to decide upon the
existence of contracts than it protects indi-
viduals from injudicious bargains, In fact,
it never was intended to protect individ.
uals from contracts, howover injudicious,
so long as they were not induced by frand
and had some consideration to support
tlem, but rather to establish a rule of evi-
dence, which the weakness of memory or
the perjery of witnesses could neither gain-
say nor destroy.  Such laws, therefore, are
sanctioned by the broadest interests of
society and the soundest principles of gov-
crnment. Dut it is far otherwiso with a
usury law, Such u law, instead of leaving
the parties free to make their own condi-
tions, concerns itself directly with the
terms of tho contract, and arbitrarily sets
a price upon another man's property, be-
yond which it is criminal to go. Iut why
should a law thus concern itself with the
terms of our contracts?® Inanything else
than money this interference would be
deemed intolerable.

But why is such
a contiact less criminal or any more to be
enforced than one for the use of money at
any rate of interest the parties may stipu-
late? All the essential elements {uhere in
the latter as well as in the former contract,
namely, the want and the assent of the
contracting parties,

But it is said that the public welfare
demands tho continuance of the usury
laws. Then why did Englaund, year after
year, exempt from their operation ceitain
classes of contracts and finally abolish
them entirely? Nothing can be more in-
structive than the history of England's
usury laws and tho effect which their re.
peal produced upon her business relations.
Usury laws were in force there from the
reign of Queen Anne to that of William
the Fourth., The statute of 12th Aune,
chapter 16, which was the chief usury act
in England, provided that all loans of
money at a higher rate of interest than
five per cent should be void. This law
was rigidly enforced. Every effurt was
made to evade its prohibitions; sometimes
by substituting one contract for anotfier;
sometimes by giving a commission or a dis-
count; sometimes by a transfer of stock.
But the courts invariably stripped these
coutracts of their disguises, and whenever
it was found that the real object of the
parties was to give and take more than
tive per cent, whatever the form of the
contract might be, it was held null and
void, If ever a usury law was well tested
it was this eld statute of 12 Aune. But
gradually its severities were relaxed.  The
act of 3 and 4 William 4, ¢. 93, made the
first innovation, which provided, among
other things, that all bills of exchangeand
proniissory notes not having more than
three months to run should be exempt
from the usury laws. Iere was a relaxa-
tion of thoso laws which wearo told are 2o
vital to the welfare of society.

last they were totally repealed? Surely, if
the effect of repeal, either partial or total,
had been prejudicial to British interests no
such acts would have been enacted, For
no statesmen watch more keenly the pub.
lic prosperity, and labor more assiduously
for its promotion, than the British States.
men. Neither can it bo said that thesocial
and commercial wants of our country are
so different from those of England that a
different cffect would be experienced hers
from what was felt in that country. The
laws of supply and demand in every coun.
try are tho same and aro aflected by the
same conditions as other business relation.
But why this shameful inconsistency?
Principles can work only legitimate ro-
sults, Caprico alone {s dangerous. But
with so just a principle to regulate the
price of money caprice could not display
her trickery. It is only when elementsare
displaced that they are properly discord-
ant. But when things work by their nat-
ural bias, whether commerce, or manufac-
tures, or moncy or anything clse, they pre-
serve their proper relations to their sur-
roundings, and so help to keep up the
equilibrium of all.

But aside from thesc considerations a
usury law creates noedless and profitless
inconsistency. Every useless inconsistency
ought to bLe indicated. Such a one we are
about to consider. By a rule of universal
application a contract in respect to its
nature, validity, obligation, and interpre-
tation is to be governed by the law of the
place whero it is to be cxecuted. And
this, it is said, because ‘* it is in conform.
ity to the presumed iutention of the par-
ties.” Thus acontract made in Pennsyl
vania, but to be performed in France, is to
bo governed by the laws of France. If
made in Pennsylvania hut to be performed
in California, it is to be governed by the
laws of California. Accordingly, a note
drawn in Pennsylvania, whero the rate of
interest is fixed at G per made payable in
California where the rate is 10 per cent if
no particular rate be specified, draws inter-
est at the latter rate; and if, upon present-
ment made at the place where payable,
payment is refused, suit can be brought in
the courts of Penusylvania, and a recovery
enforced for the 10 per cent intcrest, de-
spito our G per cent usury law. Is not
here a glaring inconsistenay? Tho State
will enforce foreign law against its own cit.
izens and give validity to their contracts,
becauso such is the * presumed intention
of the parties;” but will net enforce the
samo contracts, made with tho same inten-
tions, by the same parties, and just as
binding in point of moral obligation, by
virtue of her own law. It istrue it can be
said that in the former instance the rcla.
tions of States, commerce, and national
comity demand thie application of the prin.
ciple, and that tho rule pertains not to
interest only, but toevery classof contract.

But there is another view which deserves
especial prominence.  The repeal of usury
laws would incvitably cheapen loans. Not
at Girst, indeed, for avarice, like the umn.
tamed horse, plunges most fircely when at
first set free. No great reformation or
change in any cxtensive system at flrst
produces thoso broad and permanent re-
sults which later experience only can
evolve. But though avatice might ruu to
wanton lengths of riot in the first mo-
ments of its freedom, it would soon o re-
strained to moderation by natural causes.
Ultiinately its chances for extortion would
be largely diminished, and active competi.
tion would effect the change. Tho legiti-
mate effect of usury laws is to tie up
money in the hands of the more honorable
capitalists, or at least to restrict the loan.
ing of it to their less conscientious breth.
ren. But reverse these restrictions and
tenders  will rapidly multiply, and in pro-
portion as they multiply rates will be re-
duced by the laws of competition, which
are as invariable in their.eflects as the
laws of gravitation,

TIHE MARYELS OF MECHANICS.

During the last siege of Paris, the inhab-
itants from time to time effected communi.
cation with their friends beyond the German
investing lines by micans of carrier pig-
cons. In fact, a regular pigeon post was
organized, having ong of its receiving sta.
tions in London, Here the written mes.
sages for Paris wero received, and, by
photography, reduced to microscopic size,
each letter being reduced so small as to be
invisible to the eye except as a speck.—
Some two thousand of these specks were
then printed on bits of tissue paper about
an inch and a half square, which was rolled

and carefully attached to one of the tall
feathers of the pigeon. On tho arrival of
tho bird in Paris, the postal oflicials placed
the paper under the microscope, which
enlarged the several specks into readable
communications, which were duly copied
in writing and delivered to the persons to
whom they were addressed, The total
postage received for tho tranemission of
one of those tiny bits of paper frequently
amounted to two thousand dollars.

Small as this photo writing seems, it has
been surpassed by mechanism, Ina recent
number of the Lenas, Dr. J. J. Woodward,
U. 8. A., gives an enlaiged photograph of
micruscopic writing done by machinery ou
glass, by meaus of a diamond, executed by
Mr. William Webb, of Loundon. The
writing cousists of the Lord's Prayer,
which is written upon glass, within a space
eqnal to one two hundred and ninety fourth
part of an inch in length by one four hun.

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THE CAUSE OF LONDON FOUS.

“What is the cause of these denso
fogs?"’ asks The Duilder, which says:—
¢ Those who have studied the question
reply: A fog is formed by tho mingling
together of masses of air of different tem-
peratures, and may properly bo termed an
earth cloud, because it is formed at the
surface of the earth, and seldom rises
many feet above it. A London fog docs
not in general extend much beyond the
heiglht of tho houses. During its preval-
ence onc may, by ascending St. Paul's
Cathedral, obtain a clear atmospliere, while
underneath the dark vapor is rolling like a
sea, through which tho spircs and stecples
rise like the masts of stranded wrecks.
London fog is not equal in density in all
places; a long, depressed line marks the
course of the Thames, and the deepest
darkness langs over the most crowded
neighborhoods. Before the act of Parlia.
ment was passed requiring the Loudon
factories to consume their smoko, the fog
was particularly dense in the localities of
the great breweries. The height of the
fog is greatly determined by the nature of
the subsoil. If it is clayey it stands high,
and low if it beof sand or gravel. De-
france states, in his Treatise on Vapor,
that fog is occasioned by a descending cur-
rent of air, which beats down the smoke
and rolls it over the surface of the earth,
At this time a current of air may be
observed to descend through the chimuneys
which bave no fire, producing a strong odor
of soot; thus proving the existepce of
descending currents in the atmosphere.
Therefore, if the smoke of tens of thous-
ands of chimneys be discharged into the
air, and there mingled with watery vapor,
and then again forced to descend, a dense
fog must necessarily ensue. It is gencrally
considered that those fogs which have a
peculiar taste, and cause the eyes to smart,
owe their disagreeablo properties to gases
and vapors produced by the combustion of
fuel, and from this sourco tho atmosphere
is charged with carbon, sulpbureous, ni-
trous, and pyroligneous acids. A moder-
ate wind will usually break up a fog, but
an increase of temperature without wind
tends to increase its density. It has often
been observed that during the middle of
the night, until early in the morning, Lon.
don is free from fog, which, however, sets
in assoon as the fires are lighted; some-
times it clears away for a short time at
noon, and increases in density as evening
approaches and the gas is lighted. London
fog has also a peculiar tidal motion, which
tends down the river toward the marshes,
and an cxtraordinary amount of electrlcit,
frequently accompanies thick driving fogs.
Fogs and epidemics often accompany each
other. They Lave, it may be, a common
origin, or perhaps the one is the cause of
the other. Dr. Prout, in his Bridgwater
treatise, specially refers to a certain poison-
ous gas, seleniuretted bLydrogen, which
exists in the atmosphere during a fog, the
smallest atom er bubblle of which, when
inhaled by the nostrils, excites pain, This
is followed by catarrh and pains in the
chest. During the recent fog, as is well
known, both human beings and animals
perished, probably through the inhalation
of this poison.”
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Tree Habitations in the South Sea Islands.

Among the papers presented to the Brit-
{sh Parliament relating to the Bouth Sea
islanders, is a report by Captain C. H.
Simpson, of Her Britannic Majesty's ship
DBlanche, giving an account of his visit in
1872 to the Solomen and other groups of
islands In tho Pacific ocean. While at
Isabel Island, Captain Simpson, with a
party of officers, went a short distance
inland to visit one of the curious tree vil-
lages, peculiar he believes, to this island.
He found the villago built on the summit
of a rocky mountain, rising almost perpen-
dicularly to a height of eight hundred feet.
The party ascended Ly a native path, and
found the extreme summit a mass of enor-
mous rocks standing up like a castle among
which grew gigantic trees, in the branches
of which the lLouses of the natives are
built. The stemsof these trees rise per-
fectly straight and smooth, without a
branch to a height of from fifty to one
hundred and fifty feet. In theone Captain
Simpson ascended, the houso was just
elghty feet from the ground; one close to
it was about one hundred and twenty feet.
The only means of approach to these
lhouses is by a ladder made of a creeper,
suspended from a post within the house,
and which, of course, can be hauled up at
will.

The houses are most ingeniously built,
and aro very firm and strong. Each house
will contain from ten to twelve natives,
and an ample store of stones is kept, which
they throw both with slings and with the
hand, with great forco and precision. At
the foot of each of these trees is anether
hut, in which the family usually reside,
tho tree houso being only resorted to at
night and in time of danger. In fact,
however, they are never safe from surprise,
notwithstanding all their precautions, as
tho great object in life among the people is
to get oach other's heads. Captain Bimp.
son found a row of twenty.five fresh
human heads fastened up across the frout
of a chief’s house. Raids arc made to get
heads of men, women and children aro all
taken, and the wonder is that the island
has not become depopulated,

Tho people of this and other islands aro
not, however, noted for their courage.
Such a thing as a stand.up tight betwoon
tribes is unknown, but they prowl about
for prey, attacking whenever they havo a
victim in thele power, without risk to
themselves. In somo of the islands the
men have long hair, which they wear in
fashions like those adopted Dy the other
sex In civilized lands, tho favorite modes
belng the chignon or loose down the back;
tho women, whose bair is shorter than the

Although we do not be-
lieve that the teacher labors under such an
extreme degree of responsibility as is com.
monly attributed to him, although we be.
lieve that his responsibility is entirely reg-
ulated by the circumstances under which he
operates, although wo know he isnot pald a
salary that would seem to demand that he
should spend his days in toil aud hisnights
in study; yet we do Lelicve that hisrespon-
sibility [s great, that in secking and ac.
cepting the position of teacher he obligates
himself to uso his best efforts to secure the
mental and moral advancement of his
pupils, regardless of his compensation,
and that in laboring earnestly to promote
the welfare of those in lis charge le is
truest to his duty and to his own best in.
terests, present and future. This leing
the case, wo should like to Lo “teacking*’
if that is the great desideratum; but we
must confess to being at considerable loss
to know what this mysterious application
of the word may mean. ** Hearing recita-
tions"’ implies the use of text-books, and
whatever may be said to the contrary, text-
books must be used. They are a necessity.
An elaborated course of instruction must
be had, and if a teacher cannot have his
own, he must use somebody clse’'s. Wo
have taught ten or twelve different brauch-
ex, but never attempted to elaborate a
course of instruction different from that
fn uso in more than onc or two branches.
Scarcely one in a hundred does more than
this, acarcely one in ten does as much, It
weuld not be wise to attempt it. Text-
books are generally prepared by justructors
eminent in their profession and containa
courso of instruction better suited to tho
needs of the average teacher than any he
can prepare for himself, Of course we do
not practice or couneel a blind or strict ad-
herence to the prescribed course. It must
be adapted curtailed and supplemented to
suit the caso in hand. Pupils must be led
by judicious (}uestioning to think for them.
selves, to gather facts from any available
source, to draw deductions from facts pre-
sented, and to apply what they have learn.
ed in theory to practice. The course of
instruction, the governmental regulation of
the school, the relation of teacher and
pupil, the relation of pupils to each other,
must all be regulated in such a manner as
will teach self-reliance and self.coutrol,
