THE NEW HMOWARD COUNTY SCHOOL
BOARD RECUGNIZED.

The County Commissioners Pay Over $100
for Sehool Purpuses—The Former Exame-
iner Requested to Vacate the Schoel
Board Room—Other Local Matters.

The county commissioners of Howard
county Tuesday paid the new sclu‘)ol
board $100 for current expenses. The
school board had asked for $1.000‘, pul.
the county treasury’s depleted condition
would not admit of any large payment,
the commmissioners stated, before Octo-
ber, when the first quarterly install-
ment of the county school tax falls due.
The payment Tuesday was made upon
the board that

written rtequset of

the old had refused to turn over
cash and other property in its pos-
session belonging to the school
authorities, and that the present

board was in immediate need of money
to keep open the schools. I'o urge
their written request the new school
board also appeared before ths county
commissiouers in a body. Prior to
payment a written notitication from
Mr. Joun T. Thompson, the secretar)y,
treasurer and examiner of the old
board, was presented to the county com-
missioners, warning them that he ex-
pected to receive all moneys due the
school commissioners of Howard
county. Mr. Thompson also appeared be-
fore the county commissionersand stated
that no money was needed for the pur-
poses alleged by the new board.

" In response to the request of the new
school board for a meeting room the
county commissioers reauested Mr.
Thompson to vacate the room employ-
ed for such purpose by former boards,
but heretofore shut by Mr. Thompson
aygainst the new board. .

“With this assurance of financial sup-
port the school board now feels war-
ranted, it is stated, in incurring liabili-
ties fucident to the conduct and of
the schools the prospect of closing
the same, at one time apparently
fmminent seems obviated. )

I'he school Loard under advice that
school board trustees musttake the oath
of office required of public officers by
the constitution, reappointed trustees
for all the schools, more than thirty
days, the constitutional period within
which such oaths must be taken, hgw-
ing elapsed since the first appoint
.ment of trustees. At the time of such
:appointment the opinion of the attor-
ney-general that the oath was requisite
iin the case of trustees that had not been

ulgated.

Rev, Mr. lde on Capital and Labor.

Rev. E. C. Ide delivered a lecture in
his church here (German Lutheran,)
Sunday night on *“Capital and Labor"
or, rather, the true relation which
should exist between capital and labor
as adduced from the scriptures. He
assigned as the cause of the trouble the
inordinate greed on the part of the
;modern capitalist and the anarchistic
;feeling rapidly spreading among work-
;men. lle said that reason and truth
\were against the unlimited accumulation
«of wealth. He used tweive passages ot
:seripture to kit as a grand jury for the
jindictment of men who are, as it were,
secking to own the earth and those who
are chating under what they erroneously
style an oppressive existence. He
said the latter had no right to do so,
especially those who came from other
countries. He was a foreigner himself
and knew ¢he deprivattons of the c¢ld
country &gd kanew that this was the
freest and mast enlightened country on
earth. He wssia favor of restricting
_immigration to the class which are in-
.dustrious and well meaning;  that
. anarchism should k¢t be tolerated in
1this country. Mr. Ide held the atten-
ition of hisaudience throughgut.

Death by Drowning.

Samuel E. Burgess, of Ellicott City, met
with a sad loss in the death by drowning
of his little two-year-old child, Margaret,
who fell into the mill race, which runs
sicar the house. The child had been
niisced but a few minutes when search
was begun, but without avail until the
body was observed by a pedlar who
happened to be present. ‘I'he child had
been 1n the water but a few minutes,
but all efforts at resuscitation proved
fruitless. The child escaped from the
yard by opening a gate which was
usually kept well secured.
The funeral took place Sunday after-
noon. The especlully interesting char-
acter of the child and the diatressing
circumstances surrounding its death had
the effect of attracting an unusually
large number of friends. The floral trib.

Interesting Lecture.

The presence of Miss Cushman (who
for the past eight years has been a mis-
sionary in China) here on Monday
night in Emory M. E. Church,
awakened quite an interest in the cause
of foreign missions ameng thouse who
heard her speak. There were quite a
number present and Miss Cushman’s
recital of what she had seen and ex-
perienced was often quite thrilling. A
deep-seated superstition and prejudice
against the outside world prevails
throughout the empire which will
require a large amount of Christian
labor to dispel. All denominations are
at work in China to rescue if possible
that country from its barbarisms. As
an instance of the bLarbarity of these
people Miss Cushman stated that it is
the custom to throw their infants into
the fticlds te die from one reason or
other. The statistice of the Roman
Catholic Mission at Peking, where Miss
Cushman is stationed, give out that in
one year they rescued from death six
hundred children thns thrown out.
The audience retired much impressed
with what Miss Cushman had said. An
auxiliary mission band was formed
among the members of the church.

Death of Mrs. June E. Mellor.
Mrs. Jane E. Mellor, aged sixty-two
years, wife of Chief Judge Mark Mellor,
of the Baltimore County Orphans’
Court, died Thursday afternoon at the
hone of herson, Mr. Benjamin Mellor,
in Ellicott City, where she was takea
suddenly ill after a visit with her
husband to their daughter, Mrs. Ruth
Lentz, at Newport News, Va. She had
been quite unwell for several mounths
previous. Mrs. Mellor’s maiden name
was Gartside. ler grandfather, William
Gartside, was of English birth and was
extensively engaged fifty years ago in
cotton manufacturing near Reisters-
town, DBaltimore county. The home of
Judge and Mrs. Mellor has been at Oella,
Baltimore county, across the P’atapsco
river from Ellicott City proper. Mrs.
Mellor’s children are Mrs. E. R, Moxley,
Wm. M., Benjamin and J. T. Mellor,
Mr. Albert J. Mellor, formerly proorie-
tor of the Catonsville Argus,and Mrs.
George Lentz, of Newport News, Va.

The funeral will take place from the
house of Mr. Benjamin Mellor, tomor-
row (Sunday) at 2.30 P. M. Relatives
and friends are invited to attend.

Recovery of a Hound Pup.

Some time since two valuable hound
pups mysteriously disappeared from the
place of Mr. John J. Vernay, in the vi-
cinity of St. John’s Cemetery, where
Deputy Sheriffl Bretherton presides
with vigilant care. Mr. Vernay was
considerably chagrined over the loss
of the animale believing that they had
been stolen. Monday evening last the
Deputy observed passing along the road
a two-seated sulky in which were two
men along with whom was a young dog.
The Deputy suspicioning that the dog
was one of those lost by Mr. Vernay
challenged the men as to the ownership
of the animal. One of the men imme-
diately repliéd that it was his. The
Deputy was equally prompt in ealling
the man a liar, at the same time grab-
bing the dog and averring that it had
been stolen and was the property of
Mr. Vernay. The men, doubtless feel-
tng that it was unheal:hy in that local-
ity, immediately whipped up and got
away Mr. Vernay subsequently recog-
nized the dog as his own.

LETTER FROM SYKESVILLE.
SykEsvILLE, Sept31.—The vein quartz
guarry on tke land of Dr. J. W. Hebb in
the Third district of Howard county
continues to attract attention. The
rock is the finest quality, containing
in addition to other components, valua-

ble percentages of gold and silica. Bome
of the largest manufacturing companies
in the country have investigated the
ground and have made propositions
tosecure the out-put. Capitalists from
different localities have also directed
their attention to the matter and it iis
likely that visits will be made from sev-
eral quarters very shortly, to inspect the
quarries with a view to the formation of
stock companies for the development of
the deposits. Whilst capital and immi-
gration are always welcome, still under
the principle of local development, it
would be more natural and more ben-
eticial to secure the profits of home en-
terprises to home people, hence the
gratitication at the reported prospect of
the formation of an organization in
Howard county which will take the in-
iative in this promising industry

The attention of the authorities has
been called to the fact that some of the
voters in the Third district of Howard
county, have heretofore attended
the polls armed with shot guns, ostensi-
bly for hunting purposes. But as it is
deemed contrary to the spirit of our
constitution to appear at the ballot-box
with either concealed or displayed weap-
ons, it is hoped that all will unite in the
purpose to avoid even the semblance of
“guns at the polls.”

The closiug of saloous
on election day is due to the same spirit
which would prevent the concealed or
displayed presence of deadly weapons
at the polis. This view of the case
would seem to be especially emphasized
by the late decision of Chief Justice Al-
vey, thatthe carryiny of conceaied weap-
onscould be interpeted as a declaration
of war on the whole community.

The Significance of Vermont.

In the Vermont election last week
the Republican loss, as conipared with
the vote of that party at the September
election in the Presidential year of
1888, was 9,678, or a trilleuore than 20
per cent. The Democratic loss was
341, or about 13 per cent. For conven-
fence in reckoning we will call it 2 per
cent., which is more favorable to the
Republicans than the truth-is.

Do Democrats, or Republicans eithers
apprelend the full significance of this
showing?

The people of Vermont are as con-
servative and steady in their political
action as those of any State in the Unlon.
They are mostly farmers. ‘I'he same-
causes that swerye them will be apt to
swerve the;Republicans of all the agricul-
tural states.

But Vermont has its fair proportion of
industries especially favored by the tarfir,
and Senator Morrill has tauken care that
they are not neglected in the distribu-
tion of largess. ‘The campaign was
conducted by the Republicans alost
entirely on the tariff issue and as a
national election. These conditions
lend weight to the statements following:

Reckening the changes in relative
strengih of the great parties since 1888
by the ratios of the result in Vermont—

InNew York the Democrats would
have a plurality of over 100,000,

In Massachusetts Harrison'’s plurality
of 32,037 would be wiped out and the
{)'?‘l;;oerals would have a plurality of over
+300.

1u linois the Republican pluraiity of
22,195 would be changed to a Democratic
plurality of 43,935,

In Iowa the Republican plurality of
31,711 would disappear and Cleveland
would get a plurality of 6,000.

In Ohio the Democratic plurality would
be 55,683,

In Michigan the Democrats would win
by over 20,000.

In Wisconsin Cleveiand would have a
plurality of 10,85 over Harrison.

In California the Democratic plurality
would be over 15,500.

‘The States which would be left to the
Republicans of those which voted in 188g
would be Maine, Vermont, Ithode Island,
Kansas, Minnesota, Nebraska, Colorado,
Nevada and Oregon  Of these Kansas,
Minnesota and Nebraska have in Siate
and Con_ressional elections since 1838
shown arevulsion aguinst the Republican
party worse than that of Vermont lxst
week, while Colorado and Nevada are
probably lost to the Repu'licars on the
silver puestion.

Such is the import of the slump in
Vermont.

The returns from Maine this morning
indicate an almeo-t identical falline off in
the Repudblican votes in that State.
These two elections have put the Repub
lican party in a hole from which it will
be diflicult to extricate it, even hy a
ladder of gold—New York World.
