The day was fine and
every thing contributed to a good attend-
ance aud spirited bidding.

The Baltimore contingent that attend-
ed the sale left Camden Station at eigh
o’clock in the morning, and reached
Sykesville about an hour later. Among
the most prominent members of the par-
ty were Messrs. Robert Crain, Wm.
