Cardinal Gibbons Jreaches the Funeral
Sermon.

The funeral of Rev. Itugh F. Griflin
who died at St. Charles College on
Thursday of last week took place Mon-
day morning from St. Mary’s Church,
Doughoregan Manor. A solemn high
mass of requiem was celebrated by Rev.
William Jordan, of St. Bridget’s, with
Rev. George Devine, of St. John's. as
deacon, and Rev. Paul Griftith, of St.
Augustine's, Washington, subdeacon,
Cardinal Gibbons was present, and was

At the end of the mass Cardinal Gib-
bous delivered a panegyric on the dead
vriest and gave the last absolution.

lhp Cardinal took for his text, “They
that instruct others with justice shall
sh'u‘\e like stars for all eternity.”

I'he Cardinal after reviewing some of
the principal events and alluding to
several reminiscences connected with
the life of Father Griflin, said:

“It is a source of consolation to us to
observe in what esteem the clergy of
Baltimore are held. They are honored
and revered by Protestants and Catho-
lics alike. \What is the basis of this
high estimation? Let us not, dear fath-
ers, lay the flattering unction to our
souls that is due chiefly to our personal
merits. If we are Leld in such honor we
are indebted to the noble traditions of
the seminary and to the exalted virtues
of viit fathers in the ministry.

“God grant that we may never lower
the high standard which they have set
up for us. God grant that we may never
dim the gold which shone on their gar-
ments. God grant that we may never
cast & snadow on the sonctuary which
they have illumined by their presence.

“And on one, I am sure, will feel the
death of Fatner Griflin more acutely
than your beloved members of this con-
gregation, and particularly the honored
family of Doughoregan Manor, with
whom he has associated for forty years.

“No man was better known or more
loved in Howard county than Father
Griflin. lis name was a household
word in the community. As he travers-
ed through various parts of the county
he shied benediction along his path and
wasa welcome guest in every house,
without regard to religious faith. Like
Fenelon, the great Archbishop of Cam-
bria, he had the happy faculty of adapt-
ing himself to all classes of persons and
of drawing from his well-stored mind
subjects of conversation congeaial to
people of every condition of iife. Yith
the statesman and politician, with the
farmer and mechanic, with the lawyer
and the doctor and with the field laborer
he could converse with all the ease and
ability which marked his intimate ac-
;[}mintuucc with these avocations of

ife.

May thy soul, venerable father, rest in
peace, and may we all, both priests and
people, learn to protit by the beautiful
