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It would seem from the results of the
muuicipal clections held this week in
different parts of the country that the
Republicans were being rehabilitated
with their old strength. The resultscan
be attributed more to the old" state of
things than any inherent strength of the
“grand old party.” Ol afliliations stfll
live and it is natural that many localities
which went Democratic on national is-
cues, in & municipal election would pre-
fer to vote tor their old political associ-
ates, or according to their old time pre-
judices.

This was the case with the Kansas
towns which pretty much went Repub-
can. The principal exception to the
weneral result is Chicago, which went
14,000 Democratic. It is a matter of im-
possibility for the Republicans to gain
on national issuesas they simply have
nothing to go on. Their policy under-
went crucial investigation and diseussion
and they lost everywkere, and now that
the country believes that the Cleveland
administration has sincerely entered
upon the work of reform it is not likely
that there is a revulsion of feeling when
causes for revolt do not exist. Work in
Washington hasinot fairly begun but
cnough is indicated to justify the belief
that the work of overhauling will be com-
plete and as far as improving the eflici-
ency of the governmental service the
change mighty.

It is the purpose of the Baltimore

an account of the growth and resources
of the South and its commercial advan-
tazes.

As a reference sheet
to those looking Southward it will be
invaluable.

A strong feeling in favor of annexa-
tion to the United States is said to be
rife in Canada. Should the idea be con-
summated what a mighty country we
would be! A continent as it were en-
joying the genial atmosphere of a Re-
publican form of government. How
could eur sister Republics south of us
1¢sist the temptation to drop into Uncle
Sam’s arms. We would then own a
part ef the north pole, with prospects of
a claim on the isthwus.

Senator Gorman has stated that the
present extraordinary session of the
Senate would end on April 10. Senator
Gorman is also given as authority for
the statement tnat President Cleveland
will call an extra session, to begin about
September 15th.

Governor Brown has so far recovered
from his illness as to be able to attend to
some business and go out driving.

Impose the Income Tax.

Adam Smith stated the correct doc-
trine in regard to taxation when he de-
clared that *“the subjects of every state
ought to contribute towards the support
of government as nearly as possible in
proporiion to their respective abilities,
that is in proportion to the revenue
which they respectively enjoy under the
protection of the state.”

For the past thirty years this plainand
just principle has been ignored by our
national legislature, and by an ingeni-
ous system of indirect taxation the
poorer classes have been madeto bear
far more than their just proportion of
the cost of government, while the rich
have been comparatively exempt.

‘T'o tax the poor man is to burden his
business, to impair his power of pro-
duction, limit his usefulness as a citizen
and often to restrict his enjoyment of
the necessarics of life. To tax the in-
comes of the rich, after they reach a
ressonable limit, is to exact tribute only
from luxury, to take a percentage from
needless accamulations and probably to
limit vicious extravagance.

The former is weakened by the exac-
tior; the iatter is strengthened. The im-
position i3 an injury to the one; it isa
benefit to the other. It is but simple
justice to both.

This it to be a Democratic Adminie-
tration. Its mission is to rectify 1in-
equalities and restore justice by an
eiuitable readjustment of the burdens of
rovernment. It was to effect this long-
necded reform that an overwhelming
majority was given at the polls and the
Democratic party placed in control of
the legislative as well as the executive
department of the Government.

I'he object cannot be reached more
directly and speedily than by the impos-
ition of a graded income tax. Remove
the burden from the neeessaries and put
it on the superfluities.

This is true Democracy, and it is sim-
ple justice.—N. Y. World.

Murderers Probably Arrested.

UrpER MARLBORO, Md., April 1.—The
finding of Mr. Bowie’s watch today is
the latest thing of interest in this sensa-
tional murder case. The watch was
found in the Western Branch by Deputy
Clark, who found the part of the case
with the initials of Mr. Bowie upon it,
while anether part was found by Deputy
Sherif Dove and a detective. This
proves that the murder was not commit-
ted for the purpose of robbery.

The interest in the case continues al-
most unabated, and a general review of
the entire case is interesting at this time.

The solemnity of Palm Sunday in
Prince George's county was herribly
marred by the atrocious murder of Fran-
cis M. Bowie, who lived about 3 miles
from this place. The road from Marl-
boro to Mr. Bowie's country seat borders
a high ridge overluoking the Western
Branch. Many handsome farm houses
are to be seen on either side of the road,
especially those of Internal Revenue
Collector F. Snowden Hill and the late
Francis M. Bowie. These two houses
are about one and a-half miles apart.
After passing Mr. Hill's place, which is
on the right going out, is the house and
farm known as the Charley Bowie place,
and was owned by Francis M. Bowie.
It is to the left of the road about 260
yards, and a mile further on is the home
place of the late Francis M. Bowie, some
300 or 400 yards from the same road on
the same side. Until about a month ago
the house on the Charley Bowie place
bad been occupied by a tenantnamed
Ridgely, but is now unoccupied.

Francis M. Bowie was probably the
most unpopular man in Prince George’s
county. He is described even by his
friends (and they were few enough) as a
man of quarrelsome disposition, and one
who lent a great deal of money, but had
not the slightest mercy on those who
owed him a penny. e was for this
county a very rich man, and his wealth
has been estimated at from $50,000 1o
£300,000, invested in lands, mortgages,
notes and Washington real estate. )

On the afternoon of the murder Mr.
Bowie was in Marlboro and conversed
with a number of men here in his usual
manner. He had on his person a consid-
erable sum of money. He left the town
about 3 o’clochk in the afternoon. When
he arrived home he changed part of his
clothing and started on horseback for
the Charley Bowie place, to look after
his sheep, which were running at large
in the field. Before he left home he
took all the money on his person and
gave it to his wife.

At 5.45 o'clock Charles J. Hill passed
near the barn on the Charley Bowie
place and saw Mr. Bowie driving his
sheep into the stable lot. About 7.30
o'clock Mr. Bowie's riderless horse ar-
rived at the stable gate. Mrs. Bowie
was, of course, alarmed, and sent out

some of the employees about the place
to search for her husband, but, although
they looked until midnight, no traces of
him could be found in the darkness.

As soon as day dawned Mrs. Bowie
sent word to justice of the peace Harris,
of Marlboro, a friend of her husband,
that Mr. Bowie was missing, and she be-
lieved he had had an attack of the heart
and fallen from his horse and been hurt.
Justice Harris at once organized a
searching party. The private road
which leads from the Charley Bowie
place to the dead man’s home runs
across the open fields. About half way
there is a wire fence dividing the two
farms, and a gate through which runs
the road. About ten steps from the
gate, at the right of the road, is a walnut
tree and an old stump. Neither is very
large, and there is no shrubbery near
them. The searching party came upon
the first clue under the tree. The horse’s
tracks showed that after passing through
the gate on his way home Mr. Bowie,
instead of following the road, took a
little nearer cut by turning sharply to
the right and passing the walnut tree to
his left. A few steps farther the horse’s
tracks showed that the animal had
pranced about to get away from some
one who had hold of the bridle, and,
succeeding, had started off on a run.
At this point blood stains were found,
and finger marks, showing that some
one had attempted to scrape up the
bloody sand.

This bloody sand was found in a gully
about 50 feet distant, where it had been
thrown. Following the blood stains
across the road about 20 or 30 steps, a
large pool of blood was found, where
the body had been laid down on the
brink of a ravine probably 2 0 feet deep,
At the bottom of the ravine a locust
limb about 6 feet long, which evidently
had fallen from the tree and been picked
up, because there were no signs of it
having been cut with a knife, was found
covered with blood and with several
strands of red beard, such as Mr. Bowie
wore, clinging to it.

Continuing the search along the wire
fence on the other side of the gate, about
250 yards away, Mr. Bowie’s hat was
found in the fence corner, and with it,
strange to say, 8 well chain. The chain
was recognized as the one which hun<
in the well at the Charley Bowie place,
and at once measures were taken to
search the well for the body.

A hook was first let down which
caught in something and when drawn
up was discovered to have on it a plece
of cloth, which was recognized to helong
to Mr. Bowie's coat. Then one of the
party went down, and in six feet of
water discovered the body, tied a rope
about it and had it drawn up.

A ghastly sight met the gaze of those
at the brink of the well when the body
reached the top. A long, jagged wound
on the chin had torn the flesh off from
chin to throat, and beard and chin were
hanging down on the chest, exposing
the jawbone and teeth. Another wound
over the 1ight eye was not so ghastly
but proved more fatal. It was asmall,
crescent-shaped wound, which, though it
did not lacerate the skin much, crushed
the frontal bone and drove it upon the
brafin.

There is little doubt but that the
wound under the chin was made by the
bloody locust limb found in the ravine,
and almost as little doubt that the wound
over the eye was made by some round,
hard weapon such as a stone or slung-
shot. A stone was found nearby which
was stained, but many doubt that the
stain is of blood. It has not yet been
examined byan expert. Thetwo wounds
mentioned were the only ones on the
body except a few trifling scratches such

as were probably caused by falling into
the well.

The number of theories which have
been advanced regarding the murder are
endless. Bome are reasonable, while
others are without any plausibility.

The first man suspected was DBen
Lawson and the Vermiilion boys, who

Vermillions was lyneched for arson.
The men were fishing in the branch that
afternoon, not very far from tke scene
of the murder. But they were not, so
far as can De learned, inimical to Mr.
Bowie, and the public has aboug given
up the suspicion.

The first arrest made in the case prov-
ed to be a fiasco. John \Yesley Johnson
was seen at Bowie station with red
stains on his trousers. \When the oflicer
started after him he ran, amd when
caught he was amazed and frightened
almost to death by being charged with
the Bowie murder. ‘The stains were
afterwards discovered to be red paint,
and the man’s reason for running-was
because a warrant was out for his arrest,
charged with stealing a hog.

The next arrests were those of Daniel
Barber and William Pinckney, colored.

The evidence against the two prisoners
~—Piuckney and Barber—has been grad-
ually growing stronger. Sherifl Middle-
ton left town early Friday morning, and
itis understood he drove to the house of
Daniel Barber, on the farm of Mr. F.
Snowden 11ill, and searched the house.

It is said that he was rewarded by
finding & piece of carpet and two guano
bags. The carpet is of similar pattern
to a piece found near the scene of the
murder. One of the bagsshowed sever-
al dark spots, which is believed to be
blood.

The scene of the murder was again
carefully gone over Friday. ‘The oflicers
took the shoes of Pinckney and those
worn by Barber and compared them with
the impression in the giound made near
the scene of the murder. It was found
that the shoes'worn by Pinckney cor-
responded exactly with the track in the
soft earth. The trzck showed that the
sole of one of the shoes had been patch-
ed; this corresponded with one of Pinck-
ney’s shoes, the number of nails exactly
corresponding. Alongside this track
was one which in length and breadth
was an exact fit to the shoes taken from
the feet of Daniel Barber.

The two negroes, Pinckney and Bar-
ber, spent a greater part of Sunday—the
day of the murder—at the home of the
former.

When they left Pinckney’s house in
the evening it is presumed they went up
the branch until nearly opposite the
scene of the murder, crossed, end wait-
ed for Mr. Bowie at the walnut tree
near the red gate, they knowing his habit
of looking after his sheep in the even-
ing. There they met him, walking and
leading his horse, and one or the other
or both attacked him with rock and
stick, killed him and carried his body
from under the tree, laid it on the edge
of the ravine, some 39 or 40 feet distant
and parted, Barber going to his work on
Mr. Snowden Hill’s farm not far off and
Pinckney to his home, but with the un-
derstanding that they would come back
and clean up the traces of their crime.

It is supposed that after Barber finish
ed his evening’s work at Mr. LLill's he
met Pinckney about 9 o’clock and to-
gether they wrapped the head of the
murdered man in the sacks and piece of
carpet, and after hiding the hat and
well chain under the fence about 230
yards away, and making a clumsy effort
to scrape up the blcod with their fingers
and scattered that, they bore the body
along the edge of Yhe ruvine all the way
to the well, a half mile distant, and
tlhew it in. Such isthe story which,
with some difference of opinion con-
cerning the details, is generally accept-
ed by the people here as the true one.

Though ithe murderers did their best
to efface all traces of their crime, the old
adage that a murderer always leaves
something undone, holds good in this
case. The first clue to the whereabouts
of Mr. Bowie’s body was the finding of
the hat and well chain together and the
connection of ideas took the searching
party direct to the well. Just why these
two articles were not thrown into the
well is still a mystery unless they were
forgotten at first and afterward disposed
of in the nearest convenient place.

Suspicion was directed at first to any
of six men, and they were all under sur-
veillance for several days. 'Then came
the arrest of Barberand Pinckney.

When arrested the only evidence
against the men, so far as can b2 learn-
ed, was their animosity against Mr.
Bowie, the fact that they had been in the
vicinity that afternoon, and that the
track found near the scene of the mur-
der resembled the footprints of Pinck-
ney. The officers declare that the foot-
print is identical, that it is proved by
the nails in the toeand a patch on one
side of the sole, but this resemblance
cannot be verified by outsiders.

When the matterstood thus very many
of the citizens here did not believe that
the prisoners were guilty, the opinion
being strengthened by the general rep-
utation of tke two men—DBarber as a
cowardly thief, presumably afraid of
committing so daring a murder, especi-
ally on a man who nearly always went
armed, and Pinckney as a lazy, good-
natured thievish glutton, whose last
thought would be a desperate deed.

In this connection it may be stated
that Mr. Bowie had carried a revoiver
for many years, but upon changing his
clothes that day, after his return from
town and preparatory (o taking his fatal
ride, he had laid the pistol, with his
money, away, saying to his wife that he
would not need it.

The piece of evidence which changed
public opinion and proved the most con-
clusive, so far, was the confession of
Pinckney’s wife and the finding of the
gold watch which belonged to the mur-
dered man. For this piece of clever de-
tective work credit is due to Constable
Sweeney, of this place, assisted by Spe-
cial Deputy Clark. It seems that some
years ago Pinckney was employed hy
Constable Sweeney, and that bhoth he
and his wife have always liked and put
confidence in Sweeney. Sweeney knew
this and determined to find out every-
thing that Pinckney’s wife knew of the
matter, if she knew anything, and he
thought she did. After several unsuc-
cessful attempts, he finally succeeded in
getting the information.

It was on Good Friday,and Pinckney’s
wife is a strong Catholic, in belicf, at
at least. Sweeney and Clark were
talking to her that evening urging
her to make a clean breast of it.

“Don’t you know,” said Sweeney,
“that this is Good Friday.and that if yeu
tell me a lie your soul will be lost for-
ever, and vou can stand and tell me yon
know nothing about this affair?”

Then the woman began to cry and said
she knew her soul was in danger if she
lied, but what would become of herself
and the children if her husband were
taken from her.

“Where is that watch?”’ asked Sween-
ey, and then the story came. Her hus-
band had come home before dark that
nizht and she sticks to that. Then she
said that Barber had come over Monday
evening to see Pinckney snd told him
about the murder and the finding of
Bowie’s body. Finally they stepped out-
side and she heard Barber ask Pinckney
for the watch and the loan of %2. Barber
wanted the watch, he said, so that be-
cause he was going “up the country”
and he could grind off the monogram on
the case on a grindstone and sell the
watch. [le wanted £2 for his fare on the
train. Pinckney refused him both re-
quests. The next morning Pinckney,
so his wife continued, broke up the
watch. and, taking out the crystal,
which he said he was going to give to a
friend who nceded one, gavethe remain-
der of it to his wife.

8he disposed of it at once by throwing
it into adeep poolof the Western Branch,
in a swift place, where it was soon cov-
ered withsand. Until dark Friday,Swee-
ney and Clark fished in the pool for that
watch, hut without any results.

“I believe you have lied to us,” said
Sweeney to the woman, “and on Good
Friday, too.”

“I cross my heart to God,Mr. Sneeney,
that I am telling you the truth,” ‘T'hat
seitled it, and the officers came back
bright and early Saturday morning.
It was not long before the case with the
monogram “F. M. B.” was found;

up as a witness. T'wo shirts, one or both
bloody, were found by Sweeney and
Clark in Pinckney’s house. It {s also
stated that Pinckney has made a
statement that he had unothing to do
with the murder, but that Barber came
to him that night and pursuaded him to
help dispose of the body, telling him
that he alone had killed Bowie, and
that he had knocked him from his horse
with the stone and struck him with the
stick after he fell.

11is story is not believed, as the opin-
ion is that both negroes had a hand in
the murder and that Bowie was walk-
ing, not riding, when he was struck.

Postmasters and the People.

In every city and town in the country
the people are directly and strongly in-
terested in having an honest, capable
and etlicient postmaster to handle their
mails, and the whole country is interest-
ed in having such a postmauster in every
town. For every postoflice there are
many applicants. Some of them are
competent and some eof them are not.
But the person or persons in Washing-
ton who must make choice among them
carnot possibly know, in the majority of
cases, which are fit and which unfit.
And if they seek advice it must come in
most cases from men with political in-
terests to serve, which are wholly apart
from the interests of the postal service.
Would it not be wiser to change our sys-
tem of choosing postmasters? Should
we not get better men and a more efli-
cient service if we left the choice of
these purely local public servants to the
people immediately concerned ?  Is not
the suggestion to make postmasters elec-
tive (for which Gov. Flower pleaded in
Congress three years ago) a thoroughly
wise one? What sound objections are
there to it >—New York World.
