ECKERI DOESN'T WAIT.

A Bridge Was Necded and ke Built It
Rimself,

Mr. Chiristian Eckert, the popular pro-
prietor of the Howard House, has, at his
own expense, built a bridge over the
stream flowing through what is known
as Missionary Bottom, and falling into
the ‘Tiber near the junction of the Fred-
erick and Clarksville pikes. ‘I'ne stream
in question crosses Missionary Lune in
the “bottom’ mentioned, and it is here
that Mr. Eckert has put the bridge. It
rests upon stone abutments, and spans
about 18 feet.  ‘The heaviest wagons—a
six-horse team and its load—can cross
the structure, and ceal dealers and others
having to send teams into the “bottom”
will tind the bridge a great convenience.
‘I'he location of Mr. Eckert’s ice-pond in
the vicinity of the bridge made the same
desirable'to him individually, and instead
of importuning the city council to take
the smaiter up, he quietly built the bridge
himself at a cost of forty-five dollars.
A little more of the same individual
spirit of enterprise in Ellicott City would
improve sireets and crossings elsewhere.

Interesting Lecture.

The lecture in Emory M. E. Church by
Rev. Henry R. Coleman, of the Methodistg)
Church South, on the “Holy Land,” on
Monday nizht last, was largely attended.
The lecture proved hizhly interesting
and engaged the closest atiention of
every one present. ‘The speaker said
that” at every turn in Palestine there
were evidences of the truth cf the
Scriptures. The Holy Land he regarded
as the tifth Gospel. Nearly all of the six
hundred and forty places mentioned by
the Gld and New ‘Testuments are un-
questionably identified, and a number of
the customs practiced two thousand
years ago remain unchanged. ‘The mur-
ringe festivities, the manner of tilling the
soil, clearing the grain of ¢hail, mode of
transportation and travel and other
ways of doing things remain as strik-
ing testimony in favor ot the correct-
ness of Scriptural statements.  His lee-
ture was fully two hours’ length.and while
interesting was highly instructive.

Valuable War Relic.

One of the most interesting relics of
the late war is a Confederate map giving
in complete topographical detail the
features of the country in the vicinity of
Richmond. By ofticers high in rank on
both sides it is regarded as of great his-
torical value on account of its accuracy,
besides showing great skill in its execu-
tion. At the time of the evacuation of
Richmond a great many of the Confed-
erate archives were either lost or de-
stroyed, but this map was somehow res-
cued from oblivion until late years,
when its historical value became so ap-
parent that the owner was inducedto
have it published in fac simile form, and
it is now recognized as one of the stand-
ard sources of reference as far as relates
to that period of the war involving the
defense of Richmond. Mr. Charles \V.
Dorsey, an ex-Confederate of the Mary-
land Line, is in the county canvassing
with ti:is map, and those wishing to pos-
sess a valuable memento of the stirring
times about Richmond during the war
could not do better than to purchase a
copy.
