Surgeon-Gen. Wyman, of the marine
hospital service, referiing to the outlook
for cholera in the United States during
the present summer, says: *“We have
an an even chance of escaping the

cholera  altogether this year. Should
it arrive it will certainly not Dbe-
come epidemic. Its non-appearance

thus far proves that no germs have lived
over the winter in this country, as it
was feared mirht happen.

Last Words on the Gallows—Pinckney
Alone Kllled Col. Bowle but Barber
Had Conspired to Do So—Every
Detaill of the Execution Weld
Currled QOut.

Daniecl Barber and William Pinckney,
colured, were hanged at Upper Marlbo-
ro,’ Prince George’s county, on Friday
of last week for the murder of Mr.
Francis M. Bowie. Both men died with-
out a struggle. The drop fell at 10.25
o'clock and Dr. Lewis A. Griflith pro-
nounced them dead at 10.33. ‘They were
cut down at 160.53 o’clock.

‘Chursday night both men remained
awake until about 2 o’clock; they then
laid down andboth shortly fell asleep.
About 5 o'clock Barber awoke and
began to say bis prayers. Pinckuney
awoke a few minutes later and asked if
Barber had gotten up. He then said a
prayer and asked for a cigar to smoke
after he had had his breakfast. Warden
James asked both men how they felt.
Barber said he was perfectlly well.
Pinckney complained of his stomach,but
otherwise he was well.

Between 6 and 7 o’clock Rev. Joseph
A. Cunnane and Rev. ‘I'. B. Hughes and
IRRev. M.A. Noel visited the two con-
demned men and gave them spiritual
advice. When Pinckney said he was
suffering from his stomuch, Dr. Griflith
preseribed for him and Warden Jones
poured out some of the medicine, but
Pinckney refused to* take it and said he
did not want anything for his nerves as
he was not scared and would go like &
man. He got Mr. Suit to write a fare-
well letter for him to his uncle, Cator
Crawford.

PREPARATIONS,

At 7.45 o’clock Sheriff Mi“dleton, with
Deputies Dove, N. C. Darnall, A, B
sSuit and Edward Burke, of Washington

city, went in the jail and began to make

ready for the execution. The ropes were
placed on the scaffold by Mr. Charles
Randall, who built the scaffold. e ad-
justed the rope to the trigzger which lets
the trap fall. ‘The rope wuas carried into
the jail to be pulled by the shenifl to let
the drop fall.

Barber having finished his prayers, he
called to the warden and asked that his
breakfast be brought to him, as he was
hungry. [e also asked for a mint julep.
A few minutes later breakfast for t he
two men was brought in.  Barber asked
for fish, which was given him, and he
ate with a relish. Pinckney did not care
for his meal and sat the tray down on
the tloor of his cell,and taking a broom
he began to sweep his room up.

Guss Brown, colored, was admitted to
he cell of Barber, as he had requested to
be shaved before being executed. As
Brown began to shave Barber asked that
his mustache be allowed to remain on
him. After shaving Barber Pinckney
asked that he be shaved also.

Shortly after 9 o’clock W. J. Spicer
was admitted to the jail. Mr. Spicer
had a sledge hammer and cold chisel to
cut the men loose from the irons. When
they had been released both men thanked
Mr. Spicer for cutting the chains and
bade him good-bye.

PINCKNEY TALKS TO BENJAMIN BOWIE.

Mr. Benj. Bowie, a brother of the
murdered man and the man whom
Pinckney said he would killif he got a
chance, came in the jail.  Pinckney
caught a glimpsc of him and asked him
to let him speak with him. Mr. Bowie
went to the cell and Pinckney said : 1
am sorry | killed Mr. Bowie, and I have
nothing against you and I hope yon
have nothing against me’ Mr. Bowie
said: “Pinckney, tell me about the
murder.” Pinckney replied: *I killed
Mr. Bowie.” Mr. Bowieasked whether
any one else was present.  Pinekney re-
plied *No,” and refused to talk further.

Sherill Middleton told the people in
the corridors of the jail to vacate, as it
was time for the men to dress. Each of
the men was given a new suit of ciothes,
which they put on.  After the prisoners
were dressed the ministers arrived at the
jaii aud put on their vestments. They
went to the upper floor and administer-
ed the last sacrament to the two doomed
men, Sheriff Middleton and the guards
then entered the cells and tied the
prisoners’ arms.and wrists,

PROCESSION TO THE GALLOWS,

At 10.15 o’clock the men were led out
of their cellsand descended the steps.
sherift Middleton walked tirst, followed
by Rev..J. A. Cunnane, Deputy  Burke,
then came Pinckney, after nim  was
Deputy Sherill Dove, then came Rev.
Thomas B. Hughes, followed by Daniel
Barber. Next came Deputy Darnall and
the Rev. M. A. Noel brought up the
rear. As the procession began to de-
scend the steps from the second floor of
the jail the clergy read the Litany and
both prisoners responded with a tirm
voice. Asthey ascended to the scaffold
Barber wavered slightly. On reaching
the top Pinckney wus placed on the trap
next to the jail and Barber was placed
on the outside. Deputies Suit and
Burke made the feet fast and Mr. H. H.
Smith,a deputy warden of Washington
city jail, fixed the rope on Barber's
neck.  While doing so the prisoner said
“you have it too tight.” Depaty Burke,
of Washington jail, placed the rope
around Pinckney’s neck.

LAST WORDS,

They then placed the black caps on
the men, but afterward took them ofl, as
they said they wanted to say something.
When the caps were remoyed Barber, in
a clear and distinct voice, said: *“My
friends 1 am glad to sce you all. T am
sentenced to be hung. I did not do the
crime. I did not kill Mr. Bowie. [ was
not there, and there was no whiite man
present. I have made my peace with
God.”

Barber having finished Pinckney
cleared his throat and said:  “Friends’]
stand here with the rope around my
neck. I want to meet my God. [ am
guilty of the murder of Mr. Bowie. 1
killed him. No one was there. I was
led into it by this man Dan Barber, who
stands alongside of me. 1 hope to meet
my God.” At this point Pinckney stop-
ped, but a voice on the scaffold says:
“Say no white man was present,”
Pinckney said something in an under-
tone, and the voice said, *say it out
loud.” Pinkney then repeated: “There
was no white man present.

THE DROF FALLS,

The caps were again placed on the
men and Sherift Middleton walked down
tlie scaffold steps and entered the jail by
a side door. The chaplain having tinish-
ed, Deputy Sherift Geo. Dove descended
a step or two and dropped a handker-
chief, which was the signal to pull the
bolt. Sheriff Middleton drew the cord
which passed from the bolt into the jail,
and both men shot down the opening.
The fall was six feet. As the rope
tightened the bodies recoiled slightly
and then hung out perfectly straight.
Not a muscle moved, the arms and feet
remained perfectly straight, Dr. Grif-
fith, assisted by Drs. Rich Hill, Geo. .
Stewart, B. L. Bird and W, II. Gibhons,
examined the bodiies and pronounced
that the men were dead in eight minutes.
They were allowed to remain hanging
untyl 10 53, when the bodies were lower-
ed and taken into the fnil to a vacant cell
where the doctors made a further exami-
nation and found that both men's necks
were dislocated. After the examination
the bhodies were placed in two plain pine
coffine. Each lld had a wooden cross
tacked on it. When the black caps were

removed Barber's mouth was slightly

Pinckney’s face wore a natural expres-
sion and he looked like he was asleep.
Undertaker Hough fastened the lids of
the cofting and they were taken out of
the jail to the yard gate, where they
were placed in two wagons.  ‘The bodies
were driven to Mount Carmel Catholic
Cemetery, where they were buried.

The town was tilled with people and
hundreds songht admission to the jail,
but Sherifl Middleton was determined to
comply with the law and he would allow
only twenty persons within the yazd.
Citizens generally commended Sheriff
Middleton for the care taken to prevent
any disorder. [le had the jail surround-
ed by a guard of forty persons and there
was no disorder. The sentence of the
court was executed with decorum and
without mishap.

Just after the drop had fallen, a small
house collapsed near the jail-yard on
which a large erowd had climbed to see
the execution. No one was hurt. ‘The
crowd soon left town and Marlboro® as-
sumed  her quiet appearance. ‘The
people are glad that the hanging is over
and the attendant €xcitement at an end.

NEWS FROM FOREIGN PARTS.

A pisparen from Beyroot gives addi-
tional detailsof the Victoria-Camperdown
disaster. The vessels were steaming nine
knots an .hour, says the disnatch, when
the order for the gridion movement was
given. ‘T'he distance between the vessels
evidently had been misjudged, as the
turning room was insuflicient. The
Camperdown and Victoria were locked
together eight minutes.” continues the
dispatch. *‘I'wo minutes after they were
unlocked, the forepart and waist of the
Victoria were submerged. ‘The order
to abandon the ship was given only a
minute beforeshe turned over.  Chaplain
Morris lost his life while trying to save
thesick. ‘ThecoastnearT'ripoliis strewn
with debris for five miles.”

Hawarr.—Charles Nordhoff, the New
York correspondent,whom the provision-
al government of Hawaii attempted to
discipline for printing alleged untruthful
statements and whom Commissioner
Blunt took under his protection has ar-
rived from Honolulu. Relative to the
political situation in Hawaii he said:
“Already the provisional government’s
adherentsare beginning to fallaway from
them and the end is near. There is only
one thing that ¢an save the islands, and
that is the return of Lilioukalani to the
throne. In future I guess she will be-
have herself. ‘I'he mulcontentsare mem-
bers of the old missionary party; that is,
ihey are decendants of the migsionaries.
For a time some of the planters joined
them, but have gone back to the Queen.
They need cheap labor, and would be apt
to loose it if the United States took pos-
session.”’

Tue yMosLEMs.—It is stated thatevery-
thing is working well in India for the
early migration of a colony of Moham-
medans from that country to this, on
Innds secured in Georgia, Alabama and
Florida. An effort will be made to propa-
gate the Moslem faith.

Shawl Of Persian Cats’ Hair.

The Duchess of Northumberlands is
the possessor of a shawl which was
presented by King Charles X of
France, and which cost half a million
of franes. It is manufactured from the
fur of a species of DPersiin cat. The
hair of this cat’s fur is =0 extremely
fine and clastic that a single hair is scar-
cely perceptible to the naked eye. The
spinning and weaving of this material
and the production of a single shawl
like the one referied to requires a few
thousands of cat skins and the labor of
several years. The Duchess of North-
umberland’s  shawl  measures  eight
yards sguare, but it so fine and elastic
that it can, if necessary, be compressed
into a lurge cotlee cup.

An Anti-trust Scheme.

The Legislature of Illinois seems dis-
posed to adopt a very heroic method for
the destruction of trusts. A bill has
passed the State Senate providing that
no contract with a trust shall be binding,
and that persons making purchases from
such unlawful combinations are not
liable for the purchase price. Should
siuch a law survive a test of its constitu-
tionality it would put an end to trusts in
one State at least. Transactions with
them would Le based on the same basis
as transactions at the gaming-table, and
unless the “take out” proved enormous
no trust could long survive the ordeal
—N. Y. World.
