'fhe Democratic county convention
which met in this city on ‘l'uesday nom-
fnated the following ticket:

Promptly at 12 o’clock the convention

was called to order by Mr. Robert A.
Dobbin in the absence of Col. Thos. L.
tlunt, chairman of the State Central

Committee.

Ex-Senator W. B. Deter was chosen
temporary chairman’ and Mr. Le Page
Cronmiller was made temporary secre-
tary, both of whom were elected perma-
nent oflicers of the convention.

Mr. PPeter in taking the chair made a
speech saying in part:

“Fellow Democrats of Howard—It is
at this time cspecially gratifying to me
to he ealied to preside over the deliber-
ations of my party. We are assembled to
gether as the living, working represen-
tatives in Howard county of the great
Democratic  party. A party whose
principles have existed for over one
hundred years. Although the fourders
have long since passed to the other side
Yeyond the river, and are now silent in
their long sleep, the principles of the
party are the same and will last as long
as the world exists, for they are the
foundation alone upon which our re-
publican form of government can safely
rest. And liere today let me impress up-
on you the necessity of putting forth a
ticket which in iws entirety will com-
mend_itself to the suffrages of the peo-
ple whose representatives we are.  This
done and we will have discharged our
duty faithfully, honestly andtruly. The
convention is now ready to proceed to
Bbusiness.”

Messrs. Louis I>. Haslup and Ium-
phrey . Welfe being the only persons
named for the House of Delegates the
Chairman was instructed to cast the bal-
lot of the convention and they were de-
clared unanimously nominated.

IPor Register of Wills, Mr. Isaac
8caggs, the present incumbent of the of-
fice,passed in without opposition and his
noniination was made unaninmous by ac-
clamation.

Thrge candidates for Sherifl were put
in the ficld, namely, Messrs. Aubrey
Hopkins, G. E. Fiower and Charles D.
Pickett. The last withdrawing the
contest was reduced to the other two.
Flower polling 22 votes against Hop-
kins' 8, was hy vote of the convention
unanimousiy declared clected. The nom-
jnation of Mr. Flower was made by Mr.
Thomas C. Maxweil in one of the hap-
piest speeches of nomination made in
conventionin a long time.

Mr. Patrick L. Smith being the only
one named for county commissioner was
unanimously declared nominated by ac-
clamation.

Mr. Leale A. Wartield was the only
one offered for the oilice of county sur-
veyor and waus unanimously declared
elected.

The following were chosen as dele-
gates to the Jadicial Convention, being
the only candidates named :

AT THE WORLD'S FAIR.
A Howard Countian Sees the Great Exposi-
tion nnd Describes Her Impressions,

A well-known young lady of the
Fourth district has been to Chicago and
has also scen the Fair. We extract the
following interesting notes from a letter
sent Tng Tives:

The Fair is a grand success. Chicago
has a right to be proud of it. There has
been a great deal of talk about the high
prices and it is that which keeps so
many away from the Fair. The prices
are reasonable enough within the
grounds, and one can see the exhibition
for less than they think. Of course one
could spend a fortune there if he chooses;
but if any want to go for the henefit they
derive from it and not from mere
curiosity they can easily do so for a small
sum. 'I'he rates are nothing to what
they are represented to be.

Every visitor should purchase a
guide book and carefully study the map.
‘I'his s an absolute necessity to one who
woulldl not travel aimlessly over the
grounds, and who hss a purpose beyond
that of a mere curiosity hunter. It would
be futile to attempt to point out or
describe everything within the Worlid’s
Fair grounds. DBut the guide will
describe all one would want to know
concerning the buildings, rates and the
grounds.

As it is impossible for one to see
all of the Fair it is necessary to select
that which is most to be aditired. In
the Midway Plaisance, which is outside
the Fair grounds the charges are extra.
As the more advanced nations
are represented in the main Exposition
buildings it has remained for exhibitors
in the Plaisance to show in miniature
the life in many parts of the world about
which liitle is practically known in
America and the most civitized parts of
Europe. The street in Cairo here
is worth seeing. It was here that my
cousin and I experienced our first camel
ride. It is very amusing to watch their
movements. 'They make four different
motions before they are either up or
down. We laughed a great deal when
we mounted. ‘I'here were both Egyptian
ponies and camels, but we chose the
camels. A ride through the street of
Cairo on a camel for two was fifty
cents. The street is lined with dance
halls, mosqnes and shops with wares
from Arabia and the Soudan. And many
famous ecuriosities are shown from the
museum in Cairo and Alexandria in a
special museum.

After we left the street in Cairo, we
took an ascent on the great Ferris
Wheel. The immensity of this wheel
can scarcely be realized. It is 250 feet
in ;diameter, swung on an axle, which
rests on bars 135 feet high. It is com-
posed of thirty-six cars, similar to those
used in elevators. Each car touches the
ground to receive and discharge passen-
gers. The endre weight of the revol-
ving mass is 2,300 tons, the largest
moving weight ever erected. You have
a fine view of the Fair, the lake and the
city from the Wheel, at a heiglt of 263
feet. The price is fifty cents for two
revolutions.

The Intramural railway, which runs
all around the outside of the grounds
affords a rapid means, of travel, a de-
lightful ride and good view of tke
groupds. I enjoyed the ride, and it was
during that rid‘e that I saw the Esqui-
maux village and the Esquimaux with
their dogs. I have been in most of the
foreign buildings and a great numbes of
the State buildings. 1spent a good part
of my time seeing the foreign exhibits.
Manufactures and Liberal Arts, which
is the largest building in the world,
covers forty acres of ground. I spent
a day in that building. All the nations
have 2 fine exhibit, but I think Italy and
Germany, in the Libera]l Arts, have a
magnificent display. 1 enjoyed the Art
Gallery ever so much. 1took notes of
the finest paintings; but thcy are all
grand. In conclusion 1 will say that no
one ought to miss the Fair. E. E.C.

HARD TIMES IN THE WEST.

A Thousand Unemployed Workmen from
the SHver State in Chileago.

One thousand unemployed men reach-
ed Chicago Sunday on freight trains over
the various Western railroads running
into the city. They scattered as soon as
they reached the suburbs for fear they
might be arrested by city policemen.
One gave the name of G. K. Kenson and
said: “\We came from Colorado. Iam a
machinist. The mines shut down there
and factorles began to close. Governor
Waite made his memorable speech ahout |
the coming revolution, in which he was !
roing to ride in blood to his horse's
bridle. Then capiial became timid,
banks busted, factories closed and labor
became as frightened as capital, and
noew every workingman who can get out
of that State is going. The men in this
crowd are not tramps; they are me-
chanics and workers in mines, and Colo-
rado wiil see the day that it would like
10 have them back in its limits.”

The number of men now out of work
in Chicago is larger, probably, than ever
hefore. 'The work with building trades |
in the World’s Fair, 2s well as in the
city auxiliary to the World's Iair has
come to end.  The building in the city
that continues is trivial compared with
the rush incident to the fair. Laborers
are heing thrown out of work daily.
Factoiies are reducing their working
force. The General Electric Company
furnishes one instance in the discharge
last Saturday of fifteen traveling sales-
men. It will also at once reduce the
oftice and shop forces. Many other
lazge cmployers of labor in the city are
adopting the same course. No provis-
ion hus yet been made by Chicago
authorities for caring for the unemploy-
cd toilers from other cities.  If they con-
tinue to ponr into the city, as Western
dispatches indicate, in armies of from
3.000 1o 6,000, it may become a matter
that will demand either their transpor-
tation or other aclion on the part of the
commissary department.
