It looked as if Elicott City wus made
the especial theatre for this reckless dlis-
tribution of the deadly clement and
most everybody for a short time felt de-
cidedly insecure. Each  crash  was
generally preceded by and ominous click.
I'he tluid entered the residence of Mr. J.
. Morrow by the clectrie light wire,
putiing  out all  the lishts, at the
same time bursting a lamp in the kitchen
where n colored gitl was at work.

The residence of Mr. Gus Daleour on
the hill apposite Ellicott City, in Bal-
more county, was struck but beyond
some damage to the roof the building
was-nos hurt.

I'he chimnev to the house of Mr. John
Rest, near Oclla, was struck and about
half of it torn down. A bed in one of
the roouis was.set on fire.  While the
fnmates of the house were severcly
shocked they eseaped unhurt. i

A number of trees were struck in the
vicinity; one near the residence of Mr.
Reuben 1. Johnson, on Merrick avenue.

As the storm passed east its clu‘c.lricul
intensity seemed to increase. Fifteen
strokes were observed to come down in
less than ten minutes almost at the same
spot. ‘I'he large hay barrick or barn of
Dr. Thom was set on fire and quickly
consume:l.

The storm of Saturday was followed
Sunday by another of almost equal
severily in the middle and lower sce.
tions of Howard county. In the neigh-
borhood of P’feiffer’s Corner the light.
ning struck in almost a dozen places.
A large cherry tree near there was liter-
ally torn to pieces. A large chestnul
tree in the orchard of Mr. Thomas Chris-
tian was struck by tive bolts, and a tor-
toise which had taken shelter under the
tree was stripped of its shell and killed.
An oak tree about one hundred yards
from the dwelling of Mr. Robert Dewey
was also torn into shreds by a bolt of
electricity.

The Strange Work of Lightning,

Mr. Sebastian Brown, well-known in
Howard county, relates the following
singular storv: In his youth he lived in
the upper part of lHoward county.
While still very young his father had oc-
casion to send him on amission to Mont-
gomery county, over the line a short
distance, to the fanm now occupied by
his cousin, Mr. William Brown. As he
approached the house he saw two horses
lying in a field, feet to fect. Making an
examinsation he found they were dead—
two colts, aged respectively two and
three vears. Relating the circumstance
to the friend he was going to sce they
went back and found the animals had
been killed by tightning.

Passing the same place thirty-five
years afterwards Mr. Brown, strange to
say, saw precisely the same scene—two
horses dead in the same field, near the
identical spot and lying in the same
manner—feet to feet—having heen killed
by lightning. This strange duplication
of a circumstance Mr. Brown says filled
his mind with the most perplexing im-
pressions, and is only to be explained on
the theory that natmie governed by
certain unalterable lInws is apt to repeat
uerself,

The damage suit of Richard W. Cain,
of Montgomery county, against the Balti-
more  apd Ohio  Railroad Company,
which began on Tueslday of last weck
terminated on  Saturday. Verdict in
fuvor of the plaintiff for tke sum of
£759.

At a meeting of the members of the
bar Saturday afterncon, hzfore adjourn-
ment of the Court, esolutions in respect
to the memory of Henry E. Wootton
were adopted, and by order _of Judge
Jones, who presided, were entered upon
the minutes of the court. A large
nmumber of the friends of Mr. Wootton
were present.  James Mackubin, State
Senator John (. Rogers, Statd’s Attorney
Jozeph D. Mciiuire, John J. Donaldson
snd Judge Jones made approprinte
remarks upon the resolutions.

THE SCHOOL BOARD IN TROURBLE.

The Grand Jury Desire an Investivation
of the Afthairs of the Board
tesisted,

For two years there has been an in-
sufliciency of funds in the hands of the
treasurer of the county school hoard to
keep the pubiic schools open the usual
number of months. It was claimed by
the board that extraordinary expenses
have attended their administration
which so drew upon their resources that
the shortening of the school terms was
an unavoidable necessity, and they ap
plied to the county commissioners for
an increase of the annual appropriation.
This was declined by the commissioners
on the ground that the amount leyied
was the same as in previous years, and
unless it could be shown that the ex-
penses were entirely unavoidable the
funds asked for would not he sppropriat-
ed. 'This the school board failed to do
to the satisfaction of the commissioners.
The situation engendered a good deal of
criticism and out of it may be said has
grown a popular demand for an inves-
tigation of the affairs of the hoard.

The present grand jury set about this
work under the instructions of the court,
and on Friday of last week made a de-
mand for the vouchers and accounts of
the schiool board which was refuced on
the ground, as stated by Mr. J. E. Hill,
the examiner, that he desired time to pat
the books in shape having been sick and
unable to attend to some of the details
of his oflice. :

On ‘Tuesiday the jury appeared hefore
the court in a body “and presented the
the following report.

To your Honors, 1. Thomas Jones and
James Revell, Jadges of the Circuit
Court for Howard County.

In pursuance of the instruciions of
your Honors, and in confornity to their
duty to the public, the Grand Jury on
Thursday, September  6th, appointed a
commitice of three. members of the
grand jury toinvestigate the accounts
of the Board of County School Com-
missioners of Howsard county.

Upon making application to John
Emory Hill, the sceretary, treasurer and
and examiner of the board, the commit-
tee was informed by said secretary, &c.,
that he could not comply with their re-
quest at that time, but woulkl see them
the following morning, Accordingly the
following day they sought the secretary,
e, of said school board, but could
not ‘ind him in his oflice. The commit-
tee of the grand jury, however, did find
Dr. John W. Hebb, one of the board of
county  school commissioners, of
Howard county, who informed the said
committee that the examiner, &, had
gone to Battimore and would see them
upon the coming of the train, which
arrives from Baltimore city approxim
ately at 2 o’clock . M. Upon the ar-
rival of said train the aid secretary, &c.,
who was anccompanicd by his attorney,
informed the committee of the grand
jury that by the advice of counsel he de-
clined toallow said committee access to
suld accounts.

Therenpon the foreman of the grand
jury dirceted Mr. John . Owings,
Clerk of the Circuit Court, at the order
of the grand jury, to issue a summons
for John Emory Hill, Robert A. Dobbin,
John ‘I'. Hardey and Dr. Johin W, [lehb,
to appear before the grand jury im-
medintely.

On Saturday, September 8th, John
John Emory Il the secretary, &c., of
the board appeared before the grand
jury and being asked “to produce im-
mediatcly ull the books of accounts, and
those referting to the same, of thehoard,
and to  produce also all the evidences
in his possession of all receipts and  ex-
penditures of the Howard county school
fund,an lallevidences of outstanding in-
debtedness of the hoard and of any out-
standing debts of eatd hoard, answer-
ed that he “respectfully  declined by
the advice of counsel.”

The same question being propoundeéd
to Robert A, Dobbin upon his appear-
ance beforo the grand jury on Monday,

which is

September tenth, that he (Dobbin) was
“Presiitent of the Board of County
School  Commissioners of  Howard
County, which board consisted of three
members and an e¢xaminer, who is a
bonded oflicer of the State, and in his
care and custody are all these papers
which you demand. 1 have not the
slightest desire 1o keep them from the
graud jury, or any other party entitied
to have them, and would turn them over
if 1 had possession of them. ‘The ex-
aminer is a bonded oflicer aund desires to
act in the premises under the order of the
court. ‘The board will ohbey any
mandamus of the court.”

-~Mr. Joln 'I'. Hardey upon appearing
before the grand jury, on said tenth day
of September, replied to the question
above referred to, that *it was his
wish that the books ¢f the scheol board
shoul'n’l be at the disposal of the grand
jury.

Dr. John W. llebb upon appearing
before the grand jury, on said tenth day
of September replicd to the question
nhove stated, that *“he had not the books
in his possession and consequently
could not deliver them ”

As the secretary, &c, of the board
refuses to comply with the request to
produce to the grand jury the books,
papers, &e., referred to, and as the board
of county school commissioners do not
produce said books“and papers which
constitute the records of said board, the
grand jury mukes this report to your
tlonors of said occurrence as herein
stated, in order that your lHonors may
take such action in the premises as the
circumstances require.

And the grand jury further report to
your llonors that the obstacles placed in
the way of the arand jury by the action
of the sccietary, &c., of said board, has
caused great delay to the completion of
the duties by said grand jury.

Accompanying the above was ths-fol-
lowing petition :

The grand jury request the court to
direct the issurance of a subpoena duces
tecum, addressed to dohn Emory Hill,
secretary, treasurer and examiner of the
Board of County School Commissioners
of Howard County, requiring him to
produce immediately before the grand
Jury all books of accounts of tire Board
of County S8School Commissionrrs® of
fHloward County, and zll the evidences
in his possession of all receipts and ex-
penditures of the DBomid of County
School Commissioners of Howard Coun-
ty, and the evidences of all outstanding
indebtedness of the Bonrd of County
School Commissioners of Howard Coun-
ty, with the vouchers for the payment of
the same, and evidences showing by
what means the same were paid, cover-
ing the period from July 26, 1892, in-
clusive, up to and including September
7, 1894, the grand jury requiring the
said papers, books and vouchers in the
course of an inguiry as to offenses of
which they have information and are
engaged in investigating.

‘I'he court then ordered the issuance of
the writ, to be returnable immediately.
Mr. 11ill, however, being out of town,
tl:ie summons could noi be served. The
school board consists of Hon. Robert A.
Dobbin, president; Hon. John P'. Iardey
and Dr. Johu \W. llebbh, with Mr. J. E.
Hill, as sceretary, treasurer and exam-
iner. They were appointed by the
Governor under the act of 1802, Aec-
cording to the grand jury’s application
for the court’s aid in obtaining access to
the books of the school commissioners’
oftice, thz three commissioners, as well
as the examiner, wére hefore the jury to
answer the summonses. It was claimed
by thie commissioners that the examiner
was the proper custodian of the papers,
and this view has been sustained by the
court.  Mr. Hill, the examiner, says that
his action in refusing to allow the grand
jury access to books, etc., of his oflice is
in compliance with the advice of his
counsel.

Mr. Robert A. Dobbin, president of
the board, stated to a TiIMES representa-
tive'Thkursday that astatement of the con-
dition of the school fund would he
positively forthecoming next week.

DUNDEE SCHOOL.

Complete in Al its Appointments—The
Ivner Life of a Truly Home School.

“Dundee” School, Mr. and Mrs. J. C.
Weems, on the Frederick Turnpike, a
short distance west of Ellicott City, will
open September 27. The principals
have been educators for a number of
years. They are parents and desire to
regard every child entered as a pupil as
their own, at least for the time being.
To appreciate the advantages offered, the
real meaning of a home school as un-
derstood by them, must be comprehend-
ed. First, of comrse, the home must be
formed and then each child can be fully
drawn within its influence. It has been
the aim of the principals to fully carry
out this idea and great care has been
given to the place and surroundings.

“Dundee” is one of the old residences
of our county and it is homelike in ex-
terior and interior. Even the old name
has been preserved, Mr. and Mrs.
Weems disliking the usual addition of
Academy or Institute and for alove, too,
of the “old country,” for both princi-
‘pals are Scotch on the paternal side.
The whole building is furnished com-
fortably. There are no luxurious apart-
ments, but the effort has heen made to
abolish all resemblance to the stereotyped
school and to givethesame appearanceas
a simpie home should have. The bed
rooms and a plensant sitting room given
to the papils are comfortable in their
furnishings and those who occupy them
are required to keep them neat and cosy.
Careful attention is given to personal
habits of neatness and an earnest effort
Is made by Mrs. Weems to inculeate
such habits fn all as she would see in her
own daughters.

The water supply is abundant, and hot
and cold baths can bhe taken daily.
Regular exercise is required and physi-
cal culture given to all when it is proper
and healthtul. As many parents com-
plain and only justly that their daughters
are mere bread and butter misses when
they leave school, as far as it is possible
a quiet country home away from the
pleasures of the great world, ease of
manner_in social life will be taught by
precept and example.

The days are spent in work and
exercise but two hours in the evening
the pupils pass with Mr. and Mrs.
Weems. All the meals are laid with
care and given with excellent service
and with all the pretty table appoint-
ments the house mother possesses. DBut
et breakfast or luncheon, although each
wirl is expected to be prompt in attend-
ance at these two fiist meals of the day
when her repast is over she can make her
excuse and retire to her duties, but
dinner is the formal meal of the day.
Work over, vexations and anxieties of
the school room must be laid aside
and the hour be passed in’ good
fellowship. At five thirty IP. M. then
the members ot this large family are ex-
pected to sascemble in the parlor and
library, due attention having been paid
to toilet and all are understood, too, to
be prepated to make individual effort to
make the evening pass pleasantly to all.
At eight o'clock the study hour is held
under the supervision of a teacher. At
nine prayers, after which the pupils
retire to their rooms or their own parlor
where Mrs. Weems is frequently with
them. At ten she herself enters every
bed-room to see that all the lights are
extinguished and says a loving good
night.

Such teachers only are employed as
can appreciate the plans and hopes of
the principals. None but women who
are refined and Christian “ladies” in the
liest sense of that much abused word are
taken as assistants iz this household.

That ali the work of this school is
accomplished  without written rules is
the proud boast of Mr. and Mis. Weems,
bhut it i3 maintained only by ceaseless
supervision and by living in touch with
the young people who gather around the
family hearthstone.

This school is limited to sixteen pupils
(boarders), and prepates for eollege. It
is a positive condition maintained by
Mr. Weems that the foundations shall
be sccurely laid in all English branches,
as the great essentials of a thorough
English education.

From the city, so near, are drawn com-
petent teachers in art, music and foreign
languages. Absolute system is main-
tained in the arrangement of classes
and the division of time. The equip-
ment is thorough and a good liLcary of
books of reference is at hand. Mr. and
Mirs. Weems are only anxious for the full
confidence and hearty co operation of
parents, and are deeply appreciative
when it is frankly and freely given,
