It wagstated ina letter from
Washington, county, published in The
Baltimore Sun some time ago, that those
farmers who fed their wheat to hogs last
year realized from 80 cents to $1 a bushel
for it.

I*. D. Armour, Jr., of Chicago, accord-
ing to a statement recently published in
taat city, has just completed an actual
test of feeding wheat to hogs on his
farm. On September 15 he  weighed
eighteen pigs—1 975 pounds.  September
29 the same pigs weighed 2,500, gaining
323, and receiving nothing for food except
1.650 pounds of erushed wheat. Taking
the present market for hogs at 5 cents it
would make the value received for the
wheat $26.25, or a little over 95 cents
per bushel against a cost of about 53
cents for the wheat. 'T'here has been
some discussion as tothe valueof wheat as
food for hogs. logs, like other animals
thrive best on a diet which js somewhat
varied trom time to time. But the ex-
perience of Mr. Armour and the Western
Marylaed  farmer scems to show tha
they do as well on an exclusive diet
of wheat, properly fed, as upon an ex-
clusive diet of anything else.  Dairvmen
who have fed chopped wheat mixed with
chopped hay to milch cows declure that
it is an excellent feed.
