THE LOCAL NEWS FIELD.

OUR FIRE ENGINE,

It Does Good Work in Several Severe
Tests—The Mayor aund City Conncil Grati-
tled.

Ellicott City, has at last arrived at
some degree of efliciency in the “fire
department,” by the new Howe Combi-
nation Fire Engine recently purchased
by the City Council In the test on
Tuesday evening a stream from a seven-
eighths inch nozzle was forced fully
30 teet higher than the tall five story
town hall building, which is 60 to 65
feet high. In the same test two streams
were thrown on the roof of the same
hall, and three streams on the roof of a
four story buildicg. ‘The engine was
then run over to Granite Hill, where
a sixteen foot frame structure, filled

with paper and boxes, the whole being
saturated with coal oil was fired. After
it was well ablaze, a run was made with
the engine down over the rocks, to the
flaming structure. A chemical streain
from the engine soon brought the roar-
ing mass under control. The stream
was taken off and the fire allowed again
to abtain headway. A feed pipe was
dropped into the Patapsco and in a few
moments the fire was extinguished. So
well were the Mayor and City Council
pleased with the engine that they ac-
cepted, paying the sum of 31,050 for it.

At noon on Wednesday the engine was
taken out for what seemed an impossible
operation. ‘T'hree hundred and tifty feet
of hose were stretched from the bridge
over the Tiber at the Howard [ouse,
up the precipitous embankment to the
new Presbyterian church. By means
of & block and fall the hose was hoisted
to the extreme top of the scaffold sur-
rounding the tower. In a few moments
after the engine started a full stream of
water was playing from the nozzle at the
top of the tower. In this test, (and the
engine worked at disadvantage, owing
to the operating force being unskilled),
the engine drafted water vertically some
27 feet through the. suction hose, and
forced it vertically over 200 feet through
350 feet of hose to the top of the seaffold.
‘T'he stream was thrown a great distance
horizontally from the top of the scaffold.
The engine is substantinlly and artistical-
Iy built and easily moved. The Mayor
and City Council as wellas the Fire com-
pany and citizens of LEllicott City, are
pleased greatly with the purchase, and
all feel sure that after Tuesday's and
Wednesday’s iests it will fiil the bill in
the matter of staying fire if it is as well
handled as it was in the tests.

Milk Shippers Planning PProtection.

Dairymen along the line of the main
stem of the B. & O. RR. R., west of Elli-
City have decided to take some definite
action towards devising plans by which
their milk trade may be more satisfactor-
ily conducted. To this end a ciicular
has been issued calling a meeting of the
milk shippers at Sykesville today {Satur-
day) at 10 A. M. Propositions in refer-
ence to the handling of milk have already
been made the shippers by the Milk Ex-
change, which was recently organized in
Baltimore, and the secretary of the ex-
change, Mr. George Gambrill, will, it is
stated, be present at the meeting to ex-
plain fully its proposed dealings with the
shippers. ‘I'he commission to be charged
by the exchange for selling the milk will,
it is said, be one-half a cent per gallon.
The shippers claim that the business
could be made much more extensive, as
well as profitable, if the uncertainty in
finding a market for the milk be remov-
ed, and the collections accruing from its
sale be more definitely assured.

MORE ELECTRIC RAJLWAY TALIK,

The Edmondson Avenune Line to be Ex-
temnd to Catonsville,

It is now said that
capital 1o push the enterprise is assured,
and that work will soun be commenced
on the line.

John Hubner, of taltimore county, is
one of these. He says that Catonsville
and its yicisity is so much in need of
closer and more freguent communica
tion with Baltimore that rapid transit
there has become anecessity.  T'he build-
ing of the line as far as Catonsyille wiil
scon begin . Whether the road will he
extended to Ellicott City remains to he
seen  Thepromoters of the line are most
interested in the development of Catons-
ville and it is believed by many that
there is no real intention of running the
line to this place The enterprise has
been so long discussed and so many
moves made that the matter has ceased
to be of interest to the residents of this
community.
