A Young Man's Experience With a Couple
of Would be-Robbers,

The facts in connection with a daring
attempt by highwaymen to hold up and
rob a young man of Ellicott City one
night during the early part of this week
were not nade public uniil Thursday.
It had been deemed advisable to keep
the matter quiet, in order that the
authorities might prosecute with better
effect the search for the bandits. There
have not yet been, however, any develop-
ments tending to furnish & clew to the
guilty parties. Mr. Hamilton C. Wiles,
upon whom the attack was made, says
that on the night referred to he had been
visiting at the home of a friend at
Thistle, on the Baltimore county side of
the Patapsco, near llchester. About
half past eleven o'clock he started for
the railroad station at the latter place
for the purpose of taking the midnight
train to his home here. Just aftercross-
ing the river bridge into Howard coun-
ty he was ordered by two men, who
were standing by the roadside, to halt
and hold vp his hands. Mr. Wiles saw
at the same time the gleam of a pistol in
the starlight in the hand of one of the
desperadoes.  While parleying with the
men he took advantage of a cleft in the
embankment nearby, which a.forded him
an opportunity of drawing his revolver.
The footpads then made a rush at him,
but they were met with a charge from
his pistol. This e repeated three times
in quick succession, and cither his pluck
or 4 buliet from his weapon caused the
would-be robbers to retreat down the
river road in the direction of Orange
Girove. Mr. Wiles says he is sure one of
his shots took effect, as he could not only
see that one of the men was limping,
and being supported by his companion,
but he heard him complain ot being
wounded.

Earlier the same evening two Howard
county gentiemen were attacked by two
strangers of the tramp type in that vicin-
ity, and escaped only by running into
the woods. ‘They are supposed to have
been the same parties that made the
attack on Mr. Wiles.

Incendlary Near Jessup’s,

A dwelling on the farm of Ilarry
Nailor, in the Sixth district of Howard
county, which has recently been used as
a school house, was destroyed by fire
Tuesday night. ‘The fire was first dis-
covered by a domestic in the family of
Mr. Nailor. It is supposed to have Leen
of incendiary origin. On the night of
April 21st lvst school house No. 6 was
burned to the grouud, and the building
destroyed "Tuesday night was being used
as a place for instructing the young in-
stead. On pril 1Sth, three days before
the school house was burned, the Juniox
Order of United American Mechanics
placed a tlag on top of the building. The
teacher was Miss Mariam PPoe, daughter
of Dr. Poe, physician to the House of
Correction, and a niece of Attorney
General John [I'. Poe. It was situated
about two miles from Jessup’s.

Both the white and colored children in
that section are now withont the means
of receiving instruction, the colored
school having bLeen closed about two
weeks ago.

From Smmmer Heut to Frost,

The unusually warnn weather that pre
vailed last week throaghout the Missouri
and Upper Mississippi, &c., valleys, the
Lower Lake Region, Middle Atlantic
States and New England, has been fol-
lowed by a wave of extremely low tem-
perature throughout those same districts,
the extremes, both of high and low tem-
perature, exceeding in many cases, the
record of any previous years for the first
half ot May.

The warm wave began on Wednes-
day, the Sth, in the Missouri Valley,
with maximum temperatures ranging
from 90 degrees 1o 100 degrees, and
movei gradually eastward, reaching the
Middle Atlantic States and New England
on Friday. 'The cool wave set in in the
Northwest on Friday night, frost being
reported Saturday morning as far south
as IKansas and Missouri, and ex-
tended tothe Atlantic Coast, producing
light frosts as far south as Chat-
tanooga and Lynchburg. Killing frosts
occurred Sunday morning in Nebraska,
lowa and Michigan, and Monday morn-
ing Michigan, Ohio and West Virginia.

Warnings of these frosts were sent
out by the Weather Bureau on the day
preceding their occurrence to all the
districts affected.

Snows occurred along the lakes in
Michigan and \isconsin. A storm,
which developed suddenly on Sunday
became central in the Ohio Valley Mon-
day and caused a still further fall in tem-
perature as it moved eastward producing
freezing weather in the Lower Lake
Region and in northern portions of New
York and New England.

In many sections of the north and
northwest the effect upon the fruit has
been disastrous. It is hoped that Mary-
land Las escaped any serious disaster.

The governor realized that the end
was approaching, and assuring her she
was only going to sleep, hurriedly
brought the children to the bedside. In
three minutes the end came as quietly as
if she only slept.

The funeral took place from Christ’s
Epizcopal church Monday at 11 o’clock.
The Governor’s stafl acted as pallbearers.
The six generais, 1I. Kyd Douulas,
Skipwith Wilmer, Clinton P. Pailne,
Alexander Brown, Willinm l.ee and
Lloyd L. Jackson, as honorary; and the
eight colonels, John C. Legg, Sherlock
Swan, James .

Delegates were sent to the state con-
vention unpledged, but with the recom-
mendation that they support some man
for governor who will use his influcnce
towards the enactment of an assessment
law, and the same recommendation was
made to the nominated senator and
members of the louse of Delegates.
The resolutions passed aflirmed the
National Democratic platform of 1542,
and gloried in the success of the Demoe-
racy upon those principles. They called
attention to the achievements under the
period of Democratic success,
that the Treasury had been replenished;
that a more just system had been used in
regard to silver; that tariff taxation. had
been made more just and equal: that a
federal election law had been tepealed,
and that a force bill had been put forever
beyond possibility. 1n regard to state
afTairs the resolutions pointed with pride
to the splendid record the party had
made in its administration. and that the
ounly unfilled pledge of the party was the

passage of a reassessment measure,
The resolutions were unanimously
adopted.
