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THE REPUBLICANS WHOLLY COMMIT-
TED,

Although it was known two weeks age
that the advocates of the single gold
standard were defeated, it was not sup-
posed that they were prepared to make
such an absolute acknowledgment of
defeat to the country as to abandon all
attempts to get gold standard legislation
through the House, which is entirely
dominated by Czar Reed, who is one of
the boldest of the gold advocates. Such
is the fact, however. Mr. RReed has de-
cided that no tinancial iegislation shall
be put through the Ifouse at this session,
and that all of his power shall be used to
keep appropristions down and to bring
about an early adjournment. That any
bill supported by Mr. Recd could have
been jamme:l through the House is cer-
tain, and only last week Mr. McKinley
fntimated in his New York speech that a
financial bill would be passed by the
1House. From the beginning of the ses-
slon that has been generally uaderstood
to be the Republican programme. NOW
it has been abandoned. \Why ? Because
there are many Congressional districts
in which the Repubilcans nre afraid to
make a campaign in favor of the gold
standard, and they do not dare to com-
mit the party any further in that direc-
tion than the defeat of the Teller resolu-
tlon by Czar Reed’s slaves did. How-
ever, that is clear enough for those who
do not wish to be deceived. As Repres-
entative Dockery, of Mo., remarked:
“This clears awsy all the fog in the at-
mosphere and makes the issue for 1808
and 1900 a purely financial one. Repub-
lcans will be unabie henceforth to sep-
arate themselves from the cause of the
singlegold standard. They are absolutely
committed to it, and from it next fall
there can be no escape.”

“The Prostrate State” hastaken the place
of the gloricus soubriquet ef this great
commonwealth. It was in the pasi—it
may be in spirit—*The Old Line State,”
but it has had devised to it the appellation
of South Caroling, in the duys of Patter-
son and Moses when its halls of leg.

not yet the negro ns legislators in Mary-
land, but ke is coming, if the present re-
gime of Republican government contin-
nes. All signs peint that way. In 1896,
the representatives of over half the Re-
publican vote of the State had to be con-
tented with a few menial places, and con-
fined thelr coteries 1o one end of the lob.
by of the tHouse of Delegates. In 1898,
they are represented in clerical positions,
keepeisof rooms and they fairly swarm
everyvwhete assweepsaud janitors-hardly
a white face is seen in this large beay of
State emplovees. ‘Then they uather
in the rotunda, mect in the aisles
of the annex, and sit and dlscuss
public affairs in the ante-recom of the Sen-
ate chamber. The day i3 at hand, if the
combination of negroes, oflice-secking
whites, Republicans, corporation privil-
ege-grabbers and disappointed Demoscrats
continues in this State, when the negro
will be in evidence in the Legislature,
take position &t the heads of depart-
ments, and be another element of coarse
and evil politics, and of lowering tue
standard of intelligence and morals in
the government of the State. 'I'he Re-
publican allies of the the disgruntled Demn-
ocrats are preparing by slow stages for
their partuers in prostrating the State of
Maryland to its worst governing forees
for full political fellowship with the col-
ored voter whose vote makes Kepublican-
fem in this Staie a possibility.

There is one good thing that ean be
said of 8penker Schaefer. He is making
an excellent Speaker, and in the course
of his capable and conscientious work
has made fine selections in his committee
timber. His treatment of the Democrats
has been eminently fair, glving them
every time four members in committees
of nine.and selecting the very strongest
Democratsin intellect and experience for
the places where the minority would
need them most to protect itself. ‘The
Democrats of the Legislature madeno
mistake in helping to clect him.

The Sheppard Asylum bill excites
great attention, and a brilliant array of
talent for and against has gathered in
Annapolis.

hawks, and ip other ways exhibited their
displeasure, thejsald discontented persons
put them to the sword, pike, pistol, blun-
derbuss and other triendly and convite-
ing weapons, sometimes called  the
“Sword of Gideon,” when they could no
longer obtain by games,or purchase, thelr
lands with zhells or other fiatl money,
and, whercas, after their discomfiture,
the alleged heathenish original owneis of
the land had been tortured killed or expel-
