and therapeutics, and who has sent out
10,000 doctors of whom the world makes

Tired of Extraordinary Folk.

Firet of all, if you feel that you are or-
dinary, thank God that you are not ex-
traordinary. 1 am tired and sick and
hored almost to death with extraordinary
people. They take all their time to tell us
how very extraondinary they really are.
You know as well as 1 do, my brother and
sister, thut the most of the usciul work of
the world is done by unpretentious people
who toil right on—by people who do not
get much approval and no one seeins to
say, ‘“That is well done.”’ Phenomena are
of but littlo use.  Things that are excep-
tional cannot be depended on. Better trast
the emallest planet that swings in its orbit
than ten comets shooting this way and
that, imperiling the longevity of worlds
attending to their own business. or
steady illumination better is o lamp than
o rocket.

Then, if you feel that you are ordinary,
remember that your position invites the
lessattack. Conspicuous people—how they
have to take it! How they are misrepro-
sented and abused and shot at! The high-
er the horns of a rocbuck the casier to
gtrike him down.,  What a delicious thing
it must be to be a candidate for governor
of u stateor president of the United States!
It must be so soothing to the nerves. It
must pour into the soul of a candidate
such a sense of serenity when ho reads the
blessed newspapers.

I came into the possession of the abusive
cartoons in the timo of Napoleon 1, print-
ed while he was yet alive.  The retreat of
the afmy from Mescow, that army buried
in the snows of Russia, one of the most
awful tragedies of the centuries, represent-
ed under the figure of a monster ealled
Genceral Frost shaving the French emyperor
with a razor of icicle.  As Satyr and Beel-
zebub he is represented, poge alter page,
page after page.  England cursing bhim,
Spain cursing him, Germany cursing him,
Russia cursingg him, Furope cursing him,
North and South America cursing hin.
The most remarkable man of his doy, and
the most abused. Al those men in history
who now have a halo aroumd their name
on carth wore a crown of thorns. 'l'nke
the few extraordinary railroad men of our
time and see what abuse comes upon them,
while thousands of stackholders escape.
New York Central railroad had 9,265
stockholders. If anything in that raiiroad
affronted the people, all the abuse camo
down on one man, and the 9,261 escaped.
All the world took after Thomas Seott,
president of the Pennsylvanin railroad,
abused him until he got under the ground.
Over 17,000 stockholders in that company.
All the blame on one man!  I'he Central
Pacific railroad—two or thres men pet all
the blame if anything goes wrong., There
are 10,000 in that company.

. I mention these things to prove it is ex-
traordinary people who get abused, while
the ordinary escape.  The weather of life
is not so severe on the plain as it is on the
high peaks.  The world never forgives a
man who knows or gains or doces more
than it can know or gain or do. Parents
sometimes give confectionery to their chil-
dren as an inducement to take bitter meg-
fcine and the world’s sugar plum precedes
the world’s aqua fortis. 'I'e mob eried in
regard to Christ, “Crucify bim, crucify
bimi!"" and they had to say it twice to ho
understeod, for they were so hoarse, and
they got their hearseness by erying a littlo
while before at the top of their voice,
“Hosanna !’ ‘The river Rhone is foul when
it enters Lake Leman, but crystalline
when it comes out on the other side.  But
there are men who have entered the bright
lake of worlidly prosperity crystalline and
come out terribly roiled. If, therefore, you
feel that you are ordinary, thank God for
the defenses and tho tranquillity of your
position.

From Humble Homes.

Then reinember i you have only what
s catled an ordinary homo that the great
deliverers of the world have all come from
stuch n home.  And there may be seated,
reading ot yonr evening stand, o child who
shall be potent for the ages.  Just unroll
the scrold of men mighty in church and
state, and ycu will find they nearly all
came from log eabin or poor homes. Genius
almost always runs out in the third or
fourth generation. You cannot find in all
history an instance where the fourth gen-
eration of extraordinnry people nmounts to
anything. In this country wo had two
great men, father and son, both presidonts
of thu United States, but from present
prospecets there never will be in that gene-
nlogical line anather president for o thou-
snmd years. Columbus from o weaver's
hut, Domosthenes from n cutler's celler,
Bloomfleld and Missionary Carey from a
shoemnker's honch, Arkwright from n bar-
bor's shop and he whoso nnmine s high over
ull inenrth and alrand sky from a nuinngor,

Let us all bo contont with such things ns
wae have.  God 14 Just ns good in what he

The popular sentiment in this country
is that a man stands for what, personaily,
he is and for the money that lie has in-
herited or got together. 18 muay be that
we ought not to deride persons who wish
to ho somewhat more representative than
that, #nd who feel tho need of having
something under them that is less liable
to stlden removal than their own strong
loxes, aud something bhack of them a little
stitfer and more durable than their own
backbones,  ‘The desire to represent some-
thing is lnwful and wholesome, but, dear,
dear, it is such a far ery back to Runny-
mede! The descent from Adein is more
democratic and only a little more remaote.
Why not stick to that>—Harper’s Weekly.

Midwinter Hints For Flower Growers,

Lxamine the outdoorrose beds oceasion-
ally to see that the wind has not removed
the coviering.

1'he plants stored for the winter in the
cellar have pew been in some time. er-
haps they need a little water or other at-
tention. :

Where plants are kept about tho win
dows, cold drafts from the sides of the
sash should be carcfully guarded against
during severe weather.

Frequent cleansing of the leaves of foli-
apgo plants, by using tepid water and a
sponge, lends to their attractiveness and
is essential to the health of the plants.

Just ot this time, when work with the
flowers is very Heht, is o good timetocon-
sider what will be best to plant in the gar-
den in the spring.  When the proger time
comes, evervthing must boe in readiness,
so that no valuable tinie will be lost.

Cinders form a goad material for cover-
ing the floors and paths of the conserva-
tory.

To clean old flowerpots on which green
moss and a sort of white mold have grown
scrub themn vigorously with sand and wa-
ter.  This will make the pots look bright
und new.  Use porous vessels only to pot
plants in,  They wiil do better in such
than in tin cans.—Woman’s Itome Com-
panion.

Municipal Ownership.

Municipal ewnership of street railways
docs not make any poticeable hieadway in
the United States, but in Furope it is go-
ing ahead with great energy. Private ot
corpurate ownership of that sort of prop:
erty bids fair coon to be a thing of the past
in England at least.  Jn Blackpool, Hud
dersticld, Hull, Leeds, Plymouth, Shettield
and Glasgow all the street car lines are
operated by the city authorities. In 3¢
other cities, including Birmingham, Liv-
crpool, Manchester, Edinburgh and Lon-
don, the municipalitics own or operate a
part of the lines within their limits. In
Cardiff and Southampton the change te
municipal ownership will probably be
completed before the end of the present
year. In various ether cities the sireet
railway tracks belong to the municipality
and are Ieascd for o much per mile, with
o pereentage on pross eatnings. Tho only
city on this continent which has mndo o
like experiment is Toronto, where the city
owns the roads and leases them to the
operating companies at hizhly advanta-
geous rates.—New York Tribune.

A Chinese Story,

Bratherly love is regarded by the Chi-
neso as only less important than filial
duty. :

There is o story of a mamiarin, named
Boo, Lefore whom some brothers brought
a sttitabotit the division of a tract of Jand.
After much litigation, continued at in-
tervals for ten years, the mandarin at last
called the brothers before him and ul-
dressed them thus: .

It is ditlicult to get o brother; itis casy
cnough to get land. Suppoese you gain
your ficlds and lose yeur brother, iow will
you feel then?”’

Upon this the mandorin wept, and not
one of the byatanders could keep back his
tears.  Instantly the brothers, pereeiving
their error, Lowed low to the magistrate,
asked his forgiveness, and, after ten years
of separation, took up their abode together
in the family homestead.—Exchange.

Cost of Great Fizes.

In 1666 the great fire in London hurned
over 436 acres, destroying at least §i45,-
000,660 worth of property.

The farther south you travel in
Chinn tho smaller, weaker and less ad-
mirable do you find the people, so that in
the far south, where the French were the
first to begin the partitioning of China,
they are no bigger than the Japaneso and
nothing like ns able.

Our Cantonese have not proved bad vis-
ftors, yct they are not to bo compared for
physieal merit, for shrewdness, commer- '
cinl ability, refinement or morality with
their neighlors to the north, who in stat-
uro rise higher and higher, ng if nature
had planted them in terraces. I'ho Chinese,
ns o whaole, present hetter materinl for the
magical manipulation of progress than
tho Japaneso scemed to offer 40 years ago.
They aro o flner people than any other
Actutices, unlesa the peoplo of Indin haveto
bo excepted.—Harper’s Weokly,

NO CHANCE FOR BOYS NOW.

Americun Sea Captains Nowadays Reluo-
tant to Take Themn on Voyages.

Hardly a day passes that Shipping Com-
missloner Tolinnn does not have two or
threo applications from boys who want to
ship &8s eailors. ‘Flio most of these boys arv
between tho agesof 15 and 18 and have
neser bheen out of tho sight of land or seen
o vessel larger than a gmall coaster,  All
of theso applications are treated kindly by
Alr. ‘Yolmman, who, after questioning them
us to thelr homes and parents, their inten-
tions and reasons for wanting to go to
sea, genoerally ends the interviow by nssur-
ing the would be sailors that hoe has no
opportunity for them to ship nt present,
but will bear them in mind and give them
the first chance that comes alongz. e ad-
viges them to call again in a few days, hut
it is not often that tho shipping commis-
sloner over hears from them again.  Tho
boys are anxious to sce someth.ag of the
world and in nearly every case have good
homes and opportunities for entering some
kind of business which will prove more
Iuerative and far moro pleasant than o
sailor's lifo.

The applications from the Leys are so
numerous that Mr. ‘T'ohiman does not pay
much attention to them now,  Ho seldom
has a chance fer boys to ship on large ves-
sels, us no sea captains wish to take them.
There is sometimes a ehancee for boys togo
to sea in the larger vessels which are bound
on long voyages for South America or the
West Indies, but as nearly all the vessels
salling cut of Portland are in the coasting
trade the shipiasters have no use for boys
and will not take them if they can help it.

And yet, though tho shipmasters will
not take boys and give them an upporiu-
ity of learning seammanship, they all coin-
plain Because thero are not to bo found
more American sailors. Sald one ship-
master the other dav: 1 haveo not had an
Amecrican sailor --a iy vessel for so long
that Icannot reniember the last one. They
are nll Norwegians, Danes, Germmans, Nova
Scotinns or 12, E. L.’s, Irishinen or other
forcigners. 1t seems as if there were no
American gailors afloat now.”’

When Shipping Commissioner Tolman
ashad thiz very shipmaster if he had raom
on board his vessel for o bright young
Anrerican Loy who wanted to learn sea-
manship, the master replicd: *Why, my
deer sir, what uso is a boy to me? 1
couldn’t afford to pay himn $5 a month. 1
have no use for a Loy on wy ship. A man
who cats ¢f the bread of iny owners must
be atile to pay up for it, and his salt be-
sides,”

Until some chance is given boys tolearn
scamanship on American vessels there is
little chance of there being a great increase
in the nmunkLer of American scamen. This
is recognized to be ascrious guestion by
the navy department, and for the purpose
of encoursgingg American boys to learn
seatnanship the apprentico service was in-
augurated.  This is giving tho navy an
able corps of petty and warrant oflicers,
but the enlisted men in the navy are still
mostly foreigners. The reluctance of ship-
masters to tako boys into their vessels and
teach them tho rudiments of seamanship
probably explains  the scarcity of the
American sailoron board tho Yankee men-
o’-warand in the merchant marine.—ort-
land (Me.) Press. ¢

Prince Dhuleep Singh's Marrlage.

1lo
agreed and on his way to England mar-
ried, in Cairo, n Miss Muller, whose fathor
was a German missionary, and her mothet
s woman of the Coptic race. ‘Their first
son was Victor, to whom Queen Victoria
stood godmother.

Dhuleep, the father, proved to be excess-
fvely i1l regulated and didn't pay his
debts or keep to his bargain.  Finally he
revolted, left England, abjured thoe Chris-
tian religion.abandoned his wife and made
all the mischief he could until, his nllow-
ance being stopped and his eredit exhanst-
ed, ho had to apologize to the queen to got
his allowance back. MHe died about six
yoars ago. ‘The son, who also has an al-
lowance from the British government, is
said to be popular in English society,
though what his truoe inwardness is does
not appear. lord Coveniey'’s cldest son
married Miss Bonyngo of San Francisco.
Lady Coventry’s nephew, tho Earlof Cra-
ven, also married an American lady.—
Harper's Weekly.
