The Stone Crusher.

One of the most practical men in the
county is former County Commissioner
L.I. G. Owings, of the Fourth district.
Discussing the road quesilon a few days
ago with a TIMES representative, he gave
it as his opinion that a stone crugher did
not pay except where rock was abund-
ant and convenlent. To putacrusherin
localities where stone had to be hauled
any distance would be a decided disad-
vantage to the county. The hauling of
stone to and from the crusher would en-
tail a much larger expense than the plan
of hauling the stone along the road
where wanted and there broken by hand
at twenty cents per perch, the price usu-
ally paid. The crusher now on the Guil-
ford-Savage road will be a great ad-
vantage in the way of quickly and econ-
imically getting down a macadamized
roadway. So also in the neighborhoods
of Oakland Mills, Simpsonville and High-
Jand where there is abundance of rock
and where the roads get wretchedly bad
when the frost is coming out of them.

At the almuni meeting previously to
the banquet, Bishop T. U. A. Burke, of
Albany, will deliver an oration on “The

The aim of the Fresh Air Soclety Is to
get churches, or religious socleties con-
nected with them, interested in securing
homes foy the childien, and thus pro-
viding free entertainment to the liitle
guests. Often last year the interest of
whole communities was aroused in the
work, and some towns and villages en-
tertained two, three and four car-loads
of children. How much real joy was
put in these little lives, no one can even
estimate. It is the purpose of the So-
ciety to continue their cfforts along these
lines, and it s hoped that {n many more
towns eftorts may this year be made to
provide enterteinment for children in
carload lots. The Society pay every ex-
pense of placing the children in the
hands of those willing to provide enter-
tainment but does not pay board.

A special train of six or more cars will
be sent along some of the principai rail
roads leading out of DBaltimore during
the season and applicaticn for children
ehould be sent in by June 30.
