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OUR NEW POSSESSIONS.

On Monday Spain yielded to the de-
mands of the American peace Commis-
sioners and peace is now assured. By
the terms of the treaty which is to follow
the entire Philippine group will be in
our possession, and & new and untried
experience for this country will open.
A large amount of pessimistic talk bas
been going on as to the great danger
these United States will be subjected to
in the attempt to govern and establish
order In these possessions. Forelgn en-
langlements are to ensue and we will be
in constant danger of a war with some
European power. Itis averred that the
inhabitants of these islandsarea mongrel
Dbreed, wild and intractable, incapalle of
appreciating the blessings of a free gov-
ernment. To a great extent this is true.
They have no more idea of the princi-
ples upon which this goverment 18
founded and conducted than a wild
goose has of algebra, as matters stand
now. But we have gone 100 far to
recede, and if the Senate of these United
States permits, the experiment upon the
Philippine people will be tried. And
ft will settle the question whether or
not this government is tlexivle enough
to exercise a benign aud salutary intlu-
ence on these people to the extent of
teaching them the principles which
actuated our forefathers and which led
to giving the world this grand beacon
which is to act as a light to lighten
struggling peoples to havens of freedom
and correct methods in the establish-
ment of human nights.

Grant that the Republican party had
alterior designs rather than the rescue
of downtrodden and suffering Cuba
in letting loosc the dogs war, this
country is now called upon to face the
jnevitable. One thing is sure, it will
Tequire years of a wise colonial policy to
make anything satisfactory out of either

tour \West India or oriental possessions.
PBut will we fail? A considerable portion
of the Philippine people desire to set up
an independent government of their own
and will to some extent disdain our
profiers of stable government and equal
rights, but it is believed in a very short
time enough of the inhabitants can be got
together who will be loyal enough to
this government to give it substantial
support even to the extent of taking the
field and by the force of arms sustaining
our efforts in their behalf. There are
abundant signs of this already notwith-
standing the pretentious assumptions of
Aguinaldo. This leader, intluential and
powerful as he is, is astute encugh to
cee that abandoned bysthe United States
the domain be covets weuld soon be-
come a prey tothe nations of Europe
and it is believed that at the proper time
he will gracefully surrender his sceptre
and accept our protectorate as the next
best thing to do.

So far in the history of this country
we have triumphantly met every emerg-
ency and we believe in the test of suc-
cessfully conducting a colony we will be
able to show to the world an example
equal to that of maintaining a great re-
public under the most trying conditions.

The crack of the tirst gun at Concord
jnaugurated an era that was intended
not only for this country but the world
at large; awakening nations from the
slumber and misconceptions of the past
to true methods of accomplishing “‘life,
liberty and the pursuit of happiness.”

The name of America, God given

. America, is revered in cvery corner of
the habitable globe among men who
have heard the story of a country with-
out potentates or princes and whose
glory consists in its ability to give every
downtrodden and oppressed man a home
and plenty if he is willing to accept them
in the spirit they are offered.

PUNISH THE GUILTY.
In St. Louis and elsewhere meetings

‘have been held by colored citizens and

their white sympathizers in regardto the
recent race contlicts in North and Bouth
Carolina. Fugitives from those Btates
have also arrived in Washington, and
are making appeals to the authorities for
protection. In connection with this itis
stated that Prestdent McKinley will make
recommendations to Congress for legis-
lation authorizing him to intervene for
the maintenance of law and order in
certain emergencies.

Everything that can be properly done
to suppress mob violence and to protect
citizens in the enjoyment of their per-
sonal and politicsl rights will meet with
heariy pub.ic approval. It is most de-
plorable to witness, more than thirty
years after the end of the civil war, the
whites and blacks of the South confront-
ing cach other with arms in their hands.
We have seen powder aad ball used as
substiiutes for the ballot in carrying elec-
tions. ‘The lawfully constiiuted author-
ities have been driven from their posi-
tione, snd the leaders of infuriated mobs
have entered upon their tunctions as if
the Constitution of the United Siates
and Siate and municipal laws were baga-
telles not worth considering.

In meting out punishment 1o the guilty,
if they can be reached, and in providing
if possible for the prevention of violent
contlicts of 1ace, eare should be taken
against partisan discriminations. It is
a singular fact that in the justly indig-
nant discussion of the outrages upon ne-
groes and in the condemnation of their
perpetrators little mention is madeofthe
QGovernor of Illinois, who stands at the
head and front of the offenders. No meet-
ings have been held to protest against
his acts, and no deputations have gone
to Wachington to appeal to the President
for protection of the negroes in Iilinois.
1s this wholly because he is the Republi-
can Governor of a Republican State, and
because the other outrages upon negroes
have been committed in Democratic
Southern States ?

Yet we have seen this Governor per-
mitting the State milltia of Ilinois to
shoot down mnegroes coming from an-
other State to earn a living by the peace-
ful lubor of their hands under the sol-
emn guarantees of the Federal Consti-
tution? \hen Governor Tanner’s acts
have been held up to public condemna-
tion he has cooily undertaken to justify
them, and he stands now before the
country an ofticial violator of the Con-
stitution and an ofticial instigator of
mob outrage and slaughter.

Nothing =0 atrocious as this can be
charged against the Democratic Govern-
o1s of the Southern States, who have en-
deavored to maintain the authority of the
laws in behalf of the negroes. There is
little doubt, however, that had the Repub-
lican-Populist Governor of North Caro-
lina made prompt and resolute exerclse
of his power, with the ample warning
given him. much mischief might have
been averted.

Exampleis contaglous. Thefirst negro
outrage of the season, and the worst, wus
committed not by a mob inflamed by par-
ty excitement in the South, but by the
Governor of a Northern State. Mobs
reason badly when passion permits
them to reason at all, and what more
natural than that mobs in North and
South Carolina should have taken great
encouragement when they saw poor ne-
groes from the South shot down in a
Northern Btate by its militla, under the
orders of its Governor, for no other of-
fense than seeking to earn their bread!
But for the atrocious example of Gov-
ernor Tanner, of Illinois, and the im-
punity that has attended it, there is rea-
son to believe that the mob outrages
instigated by rece hatred and the demon
of party would not have assumed such
proportions in the Carolinas. These
sporadic acts, lamentable as they are,
differ greatly in degree from the act of
a weak and unscrupulons demagogue
holding the oftice of Executive of one of
the foremost States of the Union.

By all means, the arm of public au-
thority should be extended for the pro-
tection of the humblest citizen from mob
violence in the remotest parts of this
land. But the resentment which con-
fines its condemnation to negro outrages
in the South and overlooks similar mani-
festations of race hatred in the North is
apt to be too much tinged by party spirit
and sectional prejudice to accomrlish
any good resulte. Begin with the Gov-
ernor of Illinois'— Phila. Record.

STAR GAZERS REWARDED.
My DEAr Mi. EpiToR :

I read in your last issue how that
“those meteors so coufidently promised
failed 10 materialize,” and the suggestion
was made that “the astronomers explain
as we all have to do when we fail as
prophets.”

Though no prophet nor son of a
proplet (would that 1 were) I think it
owing the fair name of ecience to say
that *1hose meteors” did ‘materialize.”
You know what “stargazing” 18, but
it had an especial meaning on the even-
ing of Nov, 14th when about 25 of the
senior clase, headed by our professor in
astronomy, encamped just outside of
town in some good farmer’s cornfield.
The night was cold and several of our
number were delegated to build a fire,
with the injunction to “take only the
top rail of the fence and never swipe
more than two bundles of fodder at a
time.”

But you ask, “did you see stars?” Yes,
we did, and mecteors, ton, forbetween the
hours of 11 P. M. and 3 A. M. no less
than 164 were counted, some of which
were indeed sublime. One I recall, put
in i1s appearance thirty degrees above
the eastern horizon, swept around to the
right and disappeared in the south,
leaving a train of light the whole dis-
tance of its path. A second, the most
beautiful of all, was tirst observed about
twenty degrees above where the former
one appeared. It traced a course per-
pendicularly downwards and was lost to
view in the clouds on the low horizon.
The path of this meteor which wasabout
seven inches in diameter, apparently,
{iluminated its journey with all the colors
of the rainbow in awful profusion. The
boys called it & **peach” and encored ir,
but without success, for it didn’t return.

Ere having read this far, Mr. Editor,
I suspect you muttered, “‘more material
for the waste basket.”

AN OBSERVE UPON “OBSERVER.”
Written for Tue TiMES.

After reading “‘Observer’s” communi-
catlon in last week’s TiMES a fellow feels
templed to call some graty names. But
this is generally poor policy. Sometimes
a man’s writing Is not a true guage of
his character. And “Observer’” may be
earnest and sincere even though his (or
her, as the case mayv be,) ideas are mud-
dled ard false. 1f hie wall and cry were
directed entirely agaiust the reverends
of whateverdenomination, whose pulpits
aresimply political rostrums, and against
other reverends whose zeal for notorfety
pushes them into detective work and
lobbying, I should find no fault. Such
men areself-created ministers of religlon.
They may be doing good in a way, but
they are not teachers of theexample and
the doctrines of Christ. They are really
social reformers or political reformers
and ought in consistency so name them-
selves. But 1 believe that altogether
this class of men is comparatively small,
and the sweeping conclusion which *‘ob-
server” flippantly records that because
these few gelf-styled reverends thus con-
duct themselves, all present religion is
vatn and impotent, appears fllogical and
absurd.

“QObserver” states in his flaring “revol-
ution” paragraph, 1st, “that thechurches
ONE AND ALL have lost all spiritual
power,” and 2nd, “that theirleaders seek
to make the masses believe that the po-
liceman and the jail are THE agencles for
the mairtenance of righteousness, etc.”
So far as regards the Cathollc church at
least, both assertions are false, and can be
explained only in the charitable surmise
that “Observer” mistakes his shadow for
the world and holds to be true of the
world in general what he imegines he
finds to be true within lines of his shadow
wherever that fall. May I ask “‘Obser-
ver” what leaders of the Catholic church
he refers to, what are their words and
where delivered? On the contrary priests
in the Catholic church everywhere are
persistently inculcating the teaching of
our Lord that the intention is a sine qua
non necessity of true morality and that
all the combined jalls and policemen in
the universe cannot coerce the intention
of an individual against his will.

‘I'nat the Catholic church has lost all
spiritual power must 1 dare say even to
the readers of Tue TiMEs, who know the
increasing success of this church, appear
arecklessbit of pen-scratching. Through-
out ite 1900 years existence, the Catholic
church was never more prosperous spir-
itually, 'numerically, than it is today.
And as “Obsecver’s” phrase graclously
implies the church sometime in the past
had real spiritual power, there seems no
obvious reason to count ftlost now. The
Cathollc church is aimost entirely aspir-
ftual power. Radlically it has no other
power. It is a kingdom founded by
Christ yet not of this world. It has no
army, no navy, no jalls, no policemen.
Yet'it extends into.every corner of the
earthand embraces in its communion men
of every shade of prominence, intellec-
tual. social, scientific and financial. In
the United States this church is mere
than growing apace with the population
and nothing can stay its progress. The
New Yoik Independent, non-Catholic,
estimates a numerical increase of 2.000,-
000 people over 10 years of age within the
last six years. Roman Catholics number
250,000,000. The Orthodox Greeks, teach-
ing the same spiritual doctrines, with but
few exceptions, number 100,000,000 more.
Christianity bears sway over one-third of
the whole population of the globe. How
in the face of such fact can anyone say
the church has lost spiritual power?
Whence springs such result ?

Practical membership in a church de-
mands and entails sacrifice of self. Men
are opposed naturally to self-denial, and
for that ieason almost solely in some dif-
fering shape or other prefer to gratify
their material pleasure by staying away
from church. If, therefore, little that is
good comes from churchmen, what is to
be expected of blatant non-churchmen?
What can come of ignorance, of sloth, of
miserliness, of bigotry? 1 say blatant
non-churchmen, because this country is
positively and overwhelmingly Christian,
and I believe the majority of its citizens,
including those who donot attend church
regularly, are respecters of churches, and
firm champions in argument at least, of
the good effected by the churches in our
civilization. If the United States Is a
Christian country it follows as the night
the day that the spiritual power of the
churchies is not dead. Glaringly false
therefore is the reckless phrase penned
by “Observer.”

Just a slight Instance of the spiritual
power of the church in this little com-
munity. Last Sunday morning was
fierce and bitter, yet a large number of
men, woman and children—people res-
pected through this county—facing the
bleak nor’ wester’ and the driven snow,
rode miles to attend at a half-hour’s
church service. For fun, will you say?
You cannot. But because they wanted
to show in a costly way, something bet-
ter than cheap windy worde, that they
know and profess they are servants of
God, and for God’s eake sacrifice of bodi-
ly comfort was a joy. What nobler
principle of citizenship exists! Nobler
incomparably than can be the motive of
reformers of other reformers who talk
glibly and write furiously, but choose
rather wrapped snugly in bed on Sunday
mornings, to worship their dying bodles
than the living God!
