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Horse Trade Ditliculty.

Sepator A. . Gorman was made the
defendant in a case tried in Ellicott City
Tuesday before Justice Melvin. The ac-
tion was in the nature of a sult of re-
plerin {nstituted by J. Hammond Grimes,
of the Third district of Howard county,
for the recovery of a4-year-old thorough-
bred colt ralsed by Benator Gorman. It
appeared from the testimony that in Oc-
tober last James L. Hobbs, munager of
Senator Gorman’s Fairview farm, made
a contract for the exchange of‘ the colt
and a bonus of $20 with Mr. Grimes for
a certain black mare, the mare belng de-
livered. Mr. tlobbs failed to deliver the
colt or to pay the bonus, according tothe
contract, and in the course of a week
gent the mare back, but she was not re-
ceived by Mr. Grimes, who insisted upon
the carrying out of the terms of the or-
iginal agreement. 1t was shown that
Mr. Hobbs had on a number of occaslon's
dealt with stock on Senator Gorman’s
farm, which dealings were never res-
cinded by the Senator. Mr.‘J. Malicolm
Dorsey, counsel for Mr. Grimes, con-
tended that these acts established in
law an implied agency 1in Mr. Hobbs to
act for Senator Gorman, and that conse-
quently the Senator was bound thereby,
and clted decisions in support of hiscon-
tention. Mr. Do:sey further contended
that the authority of Mr. [lob’bs to bind
Senator Gorman by his (Hllobb’s) acts in
the matter of the contract being thus
established, and that the facts of this
particular case showed a compliance
with the terms of the contract on the
part of Mr. Grimes, and a failure tocom-
ply therewith on the part of Senator
Gorman or his agent; therefore Mr.
Grimes was entitled t0 the possession of
the colt for which he had made the ex-
change. The decision of the justice was
in favor of Mr. Grimes, the plaintiff, for
the colt and one cent damages and costs.

Mr. Hobbs claimed that the mare was
a kicker of the most violent kind, while
the plaintiffon the other hand endeavored
to prove that the animal was avery mild
mannered beast.

Another step was attempted this week
toward an extension of the Ellicott City
free mail delivery, which was inaugurated
the first of the present year.

Plummer, special agent of the Postoflice
Department, was here Monday andmade
an inspection of the work under the
operation of the new system.

Powhatan,
however, will have a free delivery of s
own, to be extended on lines simlilar to
that of Ellicott City.

A jubilee service was held at the Ca-
tonsville Methodist Episcopal Church
Sunday evening, following upon the

consummation of the late successful
efforts to redeem its ground rent when
nearly $1,700 wus subscribed in a single
week. The church and property is now
free from debt, and there {8 a balance
of several hundred dollars, which will
be used in making necessary repalrs.
At the jubilee service a paper was read
on the “Growth of the Church.” Rev.
J. P. Wright, the pastor, dellvered a
brief sermon on the “Real Power of
Methodism.” A speclal musical program
was rendered. The church building was
erected in 1886. Ground was broken on
July 27, the corner-stone laid September

D. D. The membership of the church
has {ncreased from 87, in 1887, to 150, in
1898, and the Sunday school from 75 to
187. Rev. D. G. Miller has only been
pastor of the church since last March,
and the success of liquidating the church
debt was assured through his judiclous
supervision and persisted efforts.

A large barn, with its contents, and
three outbuildings on the country place
of Mr. Patrick Rodgers, on the Dogwood
road, fcur miles northwest of Catons-
ville, were completely destroyed by fire
Thursday afternoon, entailing a loss of
about $15,000, which {8 only partly cov-
ered by insurance.

Mr. Becker intends tearing down theold
buildings on the property and will erect
a large store on the site.

NEARBY STATE NEWS.

Since the begioning of the open sea-
son for partridge shooting in Baltimore
county very few of the birds have been
killed, and sportsmen have abandoned
hunting for them. The gunners say that
scarcely a bird of that species can be
flushed in a day’s hunt. Rabbits also, are
not 80 easy to find as in former seasons,
and {t is proposed to prohibit the killing
of both kinds of game by astringentlaw,
which the next Legislature wili be asked
to enact.

The late Dr. C. Morris Cheston, former
treasurer of Anne Arundel county, itis
sald, shortly before his death requested
the family to send no bills for profession-
al services to poor people in Lis neigh-
borhood, who were unable to pay. 7This
had been Dr. Cheston’s rule in his life-
time, and many poor families in Anne
Arundel county testify to the fact that
“their doctor was as attentive to the poor-
est as to the richest.” His death, there-
fore, 1s deeply regretted.

Game has never been so plentiful as
this year in Garrett and Allegany coun-
ties. King Delawder, Oakland, a few
days ago shipped over 1,000 rabbits, sev-
eral hundred pheasants and some fine
saddles of venison. Five hundred rab-
bits in one bunch went out by express
from Everett. A party of prominent
Western Union telegraph officials from
Philadelphia, in a hunt a few miles north
of Cumberland, killed thirty-tive rabbits
and twenty-one pheasants.

The venerable Samuel PP. Thomas, who
died at his home, “Cherry Grove,” Mont-

omery county, Monday evening, was a
son of Willlam Thomas, who was the pio-
neer settler of Sandy Spring. Mr. Thomas
was In his eighty-third vear, and was the
oldest active member of the Society of
Friends at S8andy Spring. He leavesa
widow. Mr. Thomas had engaged in
farming during his active life, and was
very successful financially. He neveroc-
cupied a public position.

Tuesday morning, about 6.30, the
New Orleans express, No. 41, on the
Washington branch of the Baltimore and
Ohio Ralilroad, collided with the milk
wagon of Mr. Hazel Cashell, a dalryman
in Montgomery county, completely
demolishing the wagon and its contents,
with the exception of the driver, a
colored man, who was hurled a consider-
able distance, where he remained in an
unconsclous condition for some minutes.
The horses were not hurt..

John Oldfield, a well-known and high-
ly respected resident of Sandy Spring,
met with a serieus and what may proveto
be a fatal accident Thursday morninyg.
While attempting to repair his pump he
fell, sustaining a fractured hip and a
painful injury to the left arm. Mr. Old-
field 18 in his seventy-eighth year, and
his attending physicians fear he may not
recover, owing to his advanced age. Mr.
Oldfield is a natlve of Pennsylvania and
bas a large family.
