WILL MAIN STREET BEAR IT?

It Is stated with a good deal of posi-
tiveness that the clectric line will enter
Howard county and go up Main street,
Ellicott City, to some distance beyond.
Certain it Is that the line (two tracks)
will cross the river, as work on the abut-
ments Is now going on. As the time ap-
proaches for the laying of the tracks on
this side of the river most of our people
bhave become seriously concerned as to
what the outcome will be, and the ques-
tion Is frequently asked, will our Main
street permit two tracks without serlous-
ly interfering with the business of the
town?

The general width of the street, from
curb to curb, is 29 feet 4 inches. Two
tracks will take up 20 feet of this, leaving
about 4} feet on cither side. While this
occupancy by the tracks will not prevent
the passage of wagons it will prevent
vehicles of any kind standing any where
in the street. This may be obviated to
some extent by obliging the tracks to be
laid as clozely as possible to one side of
the street, thus leaving nine feet on tre
other side. Any arrangement that would
prevent the occasional stopping of car-
riages and other vebicles on Main street
would be an innovation huitful to those
doing business on the street. Many of
our citizens are of the opinion that the
Mayor and City Council should prepare
to take action at once and endeavor to
confine the railway company toone track
until it reaches a point on the turnpike
where the way is wider. They argue it
would be better for the town and better
for the company, as delays would not be
g0 lable to occur. Thete s no question
about it that two railway tracks on our
only thoroughfare (the only outlet for
the principal portion of Howard county
toward Baltimore) with, ¢ay, one ormore
Joads of hay, a herd of cattle, the usual
number of vehicles frequently seen here
on Saturdays, and cars running, a wrig-
gling mass would be presented and entail
confusion of the worat sort.

It is somctimes argued that it could be
no worse than Pratt street, Baltimore,
but there are other strecets there which
afford relief at times of extreme conges-
tion which would not be the case in El-
licott City.

A Suit and a Verbal Set-to.

A suit Involving the ownership of &
quantity of rye straw was inyestigated in
a magistrate’s court here Saturday. At
the public sale of the personal property,
some time ago, of Mr. Charles E. Eagan,
on the Mount Hebron farm, near Ellicott
City, the rye straw was purchased, it 1s
alleged, by August Stirn. When Mr.
Stirn went to haul away the straw his

" right to remove a portion which was

gtored under a lot of hay was disputed by
Mr. James H. Atkinson, who claimed that
he was the purchaser of that lol, which
was thought at the time of the sale to be
all hay. Thestraw in that particular rick
was replevied by Mr. Stirn, and the mag-
is:rate’s hearing was to decide as to the
ownership. Decision was reserved.
Mount Hebron farm is now owned by
Mr. James H. Atkinson, who recently
purchased it from Mr. Eagan. Mr. Mar-
tin F. Burke appeared for the plaintiff,
and the defendant was represented by Mr.
Ferdinand C. Dugan, of Baltimore.

During the progress of the trial the
two counsel almost became involved in a
personal encounter, the cause of the mis-
understanding being the grammatical ap-
plication of a word by a witness for the
plaintiff. The witness, in answer to a
question as to the quantity of hay in the
rick, sald it “mought’ have been, &c.

Brother Fabrician, formerly a professor
at Rock Hill Collexe, but recently of St.
Thomas College, Scranton, Pa., has been
returned to Rock Hill to ocupy the chair
of English lterature, etc. Brother
Fabrician left the college in 1893 and
was appointed vice-president of Calvert
Hall College, Cathedral and Mulberry
streets, Baltimore, of which DBrother
Denis is the president. He remained
there five years, filling that position and
occupying one of the leading chalrs.
From there he was sent to St. Thomas
College. He was admired as one of the
most eflicient teachers in Englich lit-
erature and elocution in the Maryland
province.

Brother George, of Rock Hill College,
has been transferred to St. Thomas Col-
lege, Scranton, Pa_, to fill the place made
vacant by the transfer of Brother Fabri-
clan.

The Electric Rallway,

The number of fares taken up by the
electric line to and from Ellicott City has
averaged nearly 500 per day since the
holidays, reaching over 1,100 on Sunday
last.

Work on the Edmondson Avenue line
is going on with vigor. This route will
be two miles shorter than by way of Ca-
tonsville and the time required to reach
Howard street from this place will not
be over 40 minutes, as there will proba-
bly be no change of cars. It is hoped
that the fare will not be over ten cents.
The route {8 believed to be the most at-
tractive of any of the suburban distrigts
through which cars are running from
Baltimore.

A survey has been completed from El-
licott City to St. Charles’ College, a dis-
tance of six miles, and the company has
now under consideration the question of
continuirg the line to the college. Itis
stated that one obstacle in the way of
getting through the projected line so far
{s failure to make an acceptable arrange-
ment with the turnplke company for oc-
cupancy of a portion of its roadbed. It
s thought, however, this arrangement
will be finally reached. The country to
be traversed 1s well populated and one of
the finest portions of Howard county,
offering splendid building sites.

It is stated that the St. Charles’ Col-
lege authorities haveoffered thecompany
(Consolidated) $10,000 to build the pro-
posed line. Thecollege hasa population
of about 250—students and all. Mr. Jas.
H. Galther, our enterprising expressman
here, now runs a ’bus twice each day be-
tween the college and Ellicott City.

Should the line reach St. Charles’ Col-
lege other extensions will be projected in
the direction of Montgomery county,
probably the Sandy Spring neighborhood,
this place being only about cight miles
from the college. It 18 thought ere long
Sandy Spring will be connected with
Washington, and it can readily be seen
that there is a prospect, although some-
what remote, of an electric line between
Baltimore and Washington, via St.
Charles’ College.

On Wednesday afternoon a committee
of the Frederick Turnpike Company,
composed of President Charles V. Slagle,
G. W. Macgill and Willilam B. Wilson,
held a conference at Mr. Slagle’s office
on South street, Baltimore, with Mana-
ger Willlam A. fiouse, of the Consolida-
ted Company, to arrange terms for the
cotemplated extension.  No definitecon-
clusions were reached and another con-
ference will be held.

SURNED TO DEATH,

Mrs. Aunie B. M. Phillips, living with
her step-daughter, Miss Ruth Phillips, In
Howard county, about a mile and a half
from Laure), was burned to death Bun-
day evening last between five and six
o'clock. The house also took fire and
was burned to the ground, focluding
nearly all the contents. It is supposed
the disaster was occasioned by the ex-
plosion of a coal ofl lamp.

John Hopkine, a young colored man
employed by Mrs. Phillips, attempted to
extingulsh the flames which had com-
muunicated to her clothing, by wrapping
her in acomforter. Willlam Nichols, who
lives nearby, carried Mrs. Phillips down
staire and to the home of his mother.
She wasdead when taken from her house.
Miss Ruth was severely burned about
the arms while al!ding her step-mother
and was overcome by hysteria. She was
taken to Mrs. Nichols’ restdence for the
night.

Henry America and other colored men
reached the house soon afier the alarm
was given and saved much of the furni-
ture on the lower story. Mr. Le Page
Cronmiller and other gentlemen residing
in the neighborhood, also went to the
house and rendered assistance in saving
property. The fire destroyed the build-
ing, which was worth about $3,000, and
was owned by Mre. Dame, of Smyrna,
Del., wife of Rev. George W. Dame.

Mirs. Pbillips’ body was b'ackened by

coal-oil smoke and her hands and arms
badly burned, although her hair was not
singed. She died from suffocation or per-
haps from fright. For some years her
heart hat been weak. She was about
tifty-one yeurs old, and her maiden name
was Stapler, of the well-known Phila-
delphia family of that name. She was
employed in the Treasury Department at
Washington, and had resided in that vi-
cinity for four yeare, first at North Lau-
rel, and since May at the house whereshe
met her death. She leavesabrother, Mr.
Howard H. B. Stapler, a New York law-
yer,and a slster-in-law, Mrs. J.8. Phillips,
of Washington, D. C.
The remsins of Mris. Phillips, were
taken to Washington Tuesday afternoon
for Interment, accompanied by her
brother, and sister-in-law, Mre. James
S. Phillips and Miss Ruth Phillips. A
short service was held at the home of
Mrs. Willlam Nichols by the Rev. G. Wil-
bur Shipley. After servicesin Washing-
ton the remains were placed in a vault,
and it is the Intention to Inter them in
Arlington, National Cemetery, where
Mrs. Phillips’ busband, Col. William A.
Phillips, is burfed.
