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THOS. G. HAYES ELECTED,

It was a regular stand-up fight that
election for Mayor of Baltimore on Tues-
day'last, between the powers that were,
under Mayor BMalster, and the powers
that ought to be, so the people thought.

After the subscribers, hap-
py with their receipts in hand, have de-
parted, and the money is counted that
has largely Increased the piie already on
the desk, the editor siniles eomplacently
and foramusement reads a Mss., and say-
ing, “excellent, fuil of pith and poiret,
none of your saplessstull that the
prints,” puts it by for future use 'mul
drops a line to the writer thereof saying,
“declined, with thauks for the stamps
enclosed.”

The “devil” approaches and whispers
unholy thoughts into his ears and says
aloud “more copy,” and the “rejected”
article is given to him with orders to
have it placed in a consgplcuous place.
Then this multimillionaire saunters to a
neighboring restaurant and dallies with
a small bottle of “extra dry” and a “"hot
bird” and contemptuously views a poor
reporter as he drinks & glass of froth and
ravenously devours the ‘“‘free lunch.”
Then a fragrant cigar is lighted and po-
litical bosscs approach the bloated bond-
holder and, hats in hand, beg for space
and editorizls.  Then the writer of
checks, as a business, and editorials for
relaxation, returns to his desk. Soon a
palrof trotters are brought to the door,
and the magnate whirls away with a
smile and 4 nod tothe *devil” that hands
him a daintily perfumed square envel-
ivpe.

After dinner the great man goes to
the opera, theatre, or a prize tight, and,
geated in the best box, for which he
doesn’t pay a cent, pleases or terrorizes
the managers and performers as he
smiles or frowns.

CHILDREN, SOCLETIES, HOMKES.
Eprronr TiMEs:

Tur Times of April 29th contained an
appeal from William C. Palmer of The
Henry Watson Children’s Aid Soclety of
Baltimore for farmers and others to take
into thelr homes the youug wards of the
Society. It i3 to be hoped that they
will; but at the same time it would be a
good thing if the farmers would re-
mounstrate  with the Soclety against
burdening itself in the future with chil-
dren who have homes, parents,or guard-
ians. ‘I'he Bociety should s:and only as
affording a refuge for the absolutely
homeless and this thing of reciuiting it
by wrenching children from heart-broken
maothers and fatiers should be stopped.
It has been stopped in England and it
canbestopped here.  Cruelty tochildren,
failure to provide for tham and bad ex-
ample are in England corrected, not by
the breaking up of homes, but by the
legul punisbment of the parents. ‘T'hé
children are the ones that are laft in the
home and the parents are the ones that
are hied off to institutions of the penal
character. The result is that, with the
knowledge of punishment awaiting them,
a greater per cent of the parents pro-
perly discharge their duties than is the
case where by some mal-treatment it is
known that they can be wholly relieved
from the care of the children.

An illustration of the maaner in which
children are too often gotten into the
Societies was recently furnished in Bal-
timore. George W. Parker, agent of the
Society for the Protection of Children,
made two distinct efforts to have the
four daughters of John and Mary Griflin,
427 N. Exeter St., taken from them. The
pleas were that the mother sometimes
drank to excess and that the children
were neglected, while, in fact, the parents
owned the property in which they lived,
the children wanted nothing to eat, wear,
orsleepon, andone of them earned in Mc-
Shane’s foundry $3.00 a week and another
$1.50. Thecase came before Justice Eu-
gene Grannan ofthe Central Police Sta-
tion, and he wisely dismissed it upon both
occasions, urging that he was opposed to
the breaking up of families unless gross
neglect and abuse is posirively proven.
Now, the two older girls of this family
were learning how to work and earning
something, which they would not be do-
ing in an institution, if what Philip W.
Avyers sayvsis true: “Children brought
up in institutions did not learn the
ordinary affairs of life. They could not
even scratch a match. Even their games
were prescribed for them and the result
was that they grew up helpless to a
certain extent. The parents of such
children degenerated when they were
relieved of the responsibility of support-
ing their offspriag. *“Mr. Ayers is Asst.
Secretary of the Charity Ald Organiza-
tion of New York, and the above is
extracted from a speech of his quoted
from in the N. Y. Times of March 30th.

But Mr. Ayeris only one of a large
number of persons thorcughly convers-
ant with institutional methods who has
set about decrying them. The oflicial
organ of the Charity Organization
Society of New York contains many
simliar utterances; but it has been re-
seryed for Rev. Jas. H. Dennis, president
of the Rochester Society for the Pre-
vention of Crueity to Children, to
volumiously enter upon the subject in
4 paper read before the American
Humane Association. This valuable
paper has been published cntire in the

tochester Post Expressof March 14th
last, and is entitled *The Child’s Birth-
right.” It was endorsed and sent to me
by the well known Bolton Hall, of New
York, and it so fully covered the ground
that 1 wrote a letter to the Post Express
expressing my appreciation and suggest-
ing that some of its wealthy and humane-
ly inclined admirers have it repriated in
pamphlet form aud sent to all the police
justices of the country. The I’ost Ex-
press published my letter on Apiil 4th
accompanying it with a quotation from
my pen in the Baltimore News and
supplementing it with a highly eu-
logistic editorial. I opined that Mr.
Dennis’ paper would at once educate
the police magistrates up to the necessity
o LR BRCHEo homes the
thousands of children  wrongfully
ferreted out by the agents for their com-
mittments. It should be a sad thing for
any farmer to think that he was alding
in depriving any child of its original
hhome and its parents. As Mr. Dennis
pathetically says, be it ever so humble,
foul and impoverished—*there is no
place like home.”

Let me quote a few random sentences
from Mr. Dennis: “Whatever we do
for the betterment of the indigent child
must be {in alignment with nature.
Nature is stronger than bad air, bad
food and bad example. The condition
of these children is not so bad as it
appears to the zealous manager of a pet
home. Every child born into the world
bas a natural right to his own mother’s
milk—to his own home nest. Whence
comes the right of any amateur philan-
thropist, or manager of humane societics
or any theorist bent on the betterment
of a child’s condition to condemn that
child to be throwa out of the home nest
because that nest is filthy or crowded?
The number of institutions thet meddle
with the poor in pity’s name are rapidly
increasing in this state (N. Y.); they are
crowded with children harbored away
from their own pacents, and yet they are
Imingry for more. What has been done
in England can be done in this State by
forcing their parentsto do their duty,
instead of taking their children
and clothing and feeding them. To this
end the curriculum of the public school
should be overhauled and the children
taught simple iessons of home life, thrift
and economy. The creation of News-
boys’ Homes, Junior Republics, Boys or
Girls’ Ciubs, or any organizations where
children can be harbored away from
their own homes, should be discouraced.
Hold forthe child his natuial and divine
birthright, for upon his assured possess-
fon of that right the stability of Soclety
depends.

1f the Henry Watson Society can say
that it has harbored none but abandoned
waifs, without known homes and
parents, well and good, let it so
continue; but if {its doors are open
to receive any and all who may
be torn from homes at the Instance of
Mr. Parker, let it be admonished by Mr.
Dennis. Mr. Gerry is for New York
what Mr. Parker is for Baltimore—both
are agents of societies tor the protection
of children. Who would think that such
agents assumed the roles of autocrats?
Yet the State Board of Charities of New
York and the papers and citizens, en
nuasse, are so branding Mr. Gerry. The
Evening Post recently said, in part:
“Were he one of the most judicial and
fair-minded of men—which he is far
from being—he should not be allowed to
excercise powers like those he asks over
the children of the poor, with no check
or supervision of any kind. He would
be a dangercus man in the community
under the best of conditlons, for no one
man can be trusted to exercise such
thoroughly autocratic powers as he
demands. His methods have for a long
time been severely criticized by the best
authorities we have in charitable work
and it it {s the unanimous opinion of
these that a restralning hand should be
placed upon him and his soclety.” But
why are these sgents end these socleties
so omniverous? As a Chicago paper re-
cently said, the half of what they obtain
from the public goes to the paying of
thelr  salarics. Let us have charity
where necessary, but not & promiscuous
home-ghattering under that kindly name;
otherwise we will have to shortly ex-
claim, O charity, how many are the
crimes committed In thy name!

Physicians Inspoct Springfield Asylum,

Two hundred or more of the physicians
in attendance upon the celebration of
the centennial anniversary of the Medi-
cal and Chirurgical Soclety of Maryland,
Friday last visited and inspected Spring-
field, the second State Hospital for the
Insane, near Sykesville. A special train
over the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad,
leaving Camden Station a few minutes
after 10 o’clock in the morning, con-
veyed the physiclans to Sykesville. In
the party were quite a number of ladies,
while Goverpor Lowndes and State
Treasurer Shryock honored the occasion
with their presence.

The question as to the conveyance of
the visitors from Sykesvilie to tne hos-
pital had been solved in some inexplica-
ble way. The transportation of so many
persons isby no means an e¢asy one in the
country, but C. Lowndes Beunett, to
whom this part of the arrangements was
intrusted, was equal to the emergency.
Barouches and hay wagons and an un-
broken line of intermediate vehicles were
on hand to meet the guests. Grave and
learned M. D.’s mounted lumbering,
springless wheelers and sat upon’ the
unplaned board seats without betraying
any more discomfort than they wouid
bave shown driving behind their own
teams Everybody was in the best of
spirits, and the two miles to the hospital
were covered in a cloud of dust, butin
fine humor.

The superintendent, Dr. J. C. Clarke,
accompanied the guests from Baltimore,
but there were on hand to receive them
Drs. Charles J. Carey,and John Norfolk
Mo;rls, together with others of the house
stafl.

Governor Lowndes, accompaning Mrs.
Clark, lead a procession of inspection of
the cottages composing the institution.
The medicos were much interested in
this, the first “open-door” hospital for
the insane in Maryland. The humane
methods employed in the treatment of
the inmates, the excellent sanitary ar-
rangements and the scrupulous cleanli-
ness were the subjects of much favorable
comment.

Some of the guests strolled over to the
historic manor house, now the superin-
tendent’s residence, snd were entertained
with the story of how the wilful “Betty”
Patterson one night, after her father had
gone to bed, had let herself out by a
window, and, mounting a horse, with a
negro slave upon another horse, carry-
ing her dress, rode to Baltimore to at-
tend a ball, where she met here fate in
young Jerome DBonaparte. The old
mansion was thoroughly explored by this
contipgent. Thereturnto Baltimore was
made at 2.30 o’clock.
