Rev. Hen-
ry Branch, D. D, father of the cancdidate
for ordination, oifered the prayer of or-
dination, closing with “the laying on of
the hands of the Presbytery, according
to the apostolic example.” Iev. Geo. L.
Curtis, of Patk Church, Baltimore, gave
“q solemn charge, in the name of God,
to the newly ordained Bishop.”

The sermon by Dr. Babcock was from
the text, “ W herefore henceforthknow we
no man after the tlesh: yea, though we
have known Christ after the flesh, yet
now henceforth know we him no more,”
1 Cor. 5:16. Dr. Babcock is 2 most at-
tractive sermonizer and the meaning of
of his text was brought out in his usual
clear and forceful manner, engaging the
close attention of every one in the large
audience. k

est as all the utterences were most di-
rect and applied with equal distinctness
to the newly ordained minister and the
people who had assembled to see and to
hear.

Speclal Schools for Special Children,

At the third annual meeting of the Ma-
ryland Public Health Association at the
Medical and Chirurgical Faculty Hall,
Baltimore, last Friday, Dr. 8. J. Fort, of
Font Hill Private Institution for the
Feeble-Minded, read an iuteresting paper
on the subject of “Special Bchools for
Special Children.” His paper covered
every class and condition of the present
situation, and showed a vast experience
in such matters. He said that there was,
unfortunately, no definition forthe word
“‘feeble-minded,” and therefore an eflec-
tive remedy could not be applied. He
continued with the statement that many
children were hopeslessly beyond discip-
linarv training, and that there were fully
100,000 feeble-minded children in this
country. He also suggested that teach-
ers be specially qualified. of neat person-
al appearance, well grounded in manual
training, to have some knowledge of
nursing, and be able to walk Tun and
jump, so they could set the example for
the pupils.

The second hymn
was “Rock of Ages, Cleft for Me,” and
asg the procession solemnly moved down
the alsleand out of the cnurch, at the
conclusion of the service, the choir sang
that beautiful hymn, *“Hark, Hark, My
Soul!”

A Horse Attacked With Rables.

From the Baltimore Sun we learn that
one of two horses owned by Schlosser &
Steinacker, lumber and coal dealers, 915
Frederick avenue extended, which were
bitten April 29 by 8 mad dog which ran
from above Ellicott City to Mt. Olivet
Cemetery, Frederick road, had an attack
of rabies early Monday morning and had
to be killed. Theanimal showed the tirst
symptoms of the disease on Sunday night.
Early Monday morning, when thestable-
man went to feed the horse, he found f{t
shivering violently. As the day wore on
the animal became restless, threw itself
on the ground and seemed to be suffering
the most intense agony. Dr.J. M. Hea-
gerty, a veterinary surgeon, said the
horse was undoubtedly suffering from
hydrophobia and that it was impossible
todo anything to save its life. The ani-
mal, which was valued at $150, was then
knocked on the head. The other horse
has shown no signs of the disease thus
far.
Cows Thought to Have Had Hydrophobia,

Arthur Williams, a prominent farmer
in Poolesville district, Montgomery
county, kas within the past 10 days lost
six fine steers and valuable cow of a pe-
culiar ailment. The animals were at-
tacked with spasms and foaming at the
mouth, the attack seizing them suddenly.
One or two of them died within a few
hours after being taken sick, while the
others lived several days. Some of the
farmers in that neighborhood attribute
the cause to hydrophobia, but it is not
thought that any mad dog has recently
been in that neighborhood. Veterinarian
Owen, of Gaithersburg, took the brain
and spinal column of one of the animals
to Washington for examination, but as
yet nothing has been heard as to the re-
sult of the analysis.

S8CHOOLS, CATHOLICS, “SAM” JONES,
NEGROES, OLD VIRGINIA,
EpI1TOR Ti)MES:

The Boston Pilot of May 13th felicitates
iteelf in showlug that Catholics are not
the only ones who oppose the public
8chools. Itcalls attention to the articleof
Mrs.Lew Wallacein the February Ladies’
Home Journal on “The Murder of the
Modern Innocents,” andto that of IRebec-
ca Harding Davisin the MayNorth Amer-
ican Review on *“The Curse in Educa-
tion.” It might also have called atten-
tion to a still more brilllant article by
one “Emelius” in a recent Chicago Sun-
day Chronicle, as well as a sermon by
Dr. Talmage given in Tue TiMes of
April 22n0d, under the heading of *‘Dr.
Talmage Protests Against Our School
System.” Yes, the Catholics can well
say that not one of the fourabove writers
are in rellgious sympathy with them,
yet they have been compelled, upon see-
ing the “murders” of the public schools
to cry aloud against them.

All the above writers bave some slight
hope that the schools can be reformed,
but vain is the hope, as they have reach-
ed that stage in which abolitlon is the
only remedy. As murderers are not
allowed to publicly disport themselves
in the hope of their reformation, so the
schools that are equally murdering the
However,
all Cathollcs are not of the same mind
on the subject, as Rev. Father O. Keefe,
now editor of the Baltimore Catholic
Minor, has acknowledged that, as Super-
intendent of Parochlal schools, it has
been his earnest aim to make them a
duplicate of the public schools. But it
has remained for Rev. “Sam” Jones and
Richard Grant White to come out in
unequivocal condemnation of theSchools.
If “Sam’ has any authority among
Methodists, we certainly ought to see
that sect abslaining from further
patronage of the public schools.

“Sam” gays: The State has no more
right to educate our chkildren than it has
to feed, clothe, spank them and put them
to bed.” Bless “Sam’s” soul, the State
is called upon in many sections to do
just all these—asan usherer in of Social-
1sm, by the by. But to those who pre-
fer the authorlity of scholars, let me
quote Mr. White on “The Pubiic School
Fajlure” in the North American Review
of some years ago: “If Government isto
agsume a parental and formative func-
tion, and_to attempt the making of good
citizens, it may with much more reason
and propriety establish public farms,
and public workshops, and train in
them its future citizens to get their own
living honestly and respectably, than it
may establish and compel aitendance
upon schools on a system the result of
which, according to the experience of
half acentury, is deterioration in purity
of morals, in decency of life, in thrift,
andinall that goesto make good citizens,
accompanied by a steadily increasing
fallure in the acquirement of the very
elements of useful knowledge.”

My friendly *Old Dominjon” may see
from the above that gentlemen quite as
scholarly as Hon. John Q. Rogers take
an opposite view of the schools. Mr.
Rogers’ eloquence on behalf of the
schools would have tbrilled people 40 to
50 years ago very well ; but to those who
are well informed on the current litera-
ture of this day he can only draw the
quiet smile. However, holding as he
does a view opposite to my own, 1 hope
I will not be found guilty of the mis-
demeanor of 80 many of ThHtE TIMES cor-
respondents and send in my indignant
and strenuous protests against TuHE
TiMEs giving him any further space in
its columns. I always ask for my op-
ponents all possible publication. Nordo
I believe that BMr. Rogers, nor I, will
privately “think dam” of each other.
Let the correspondents imitate the law-
yers—fight their hobbies for all they are
worth, but hold to no personal animosity
subsequently.

Yes, I agree with “Old Dominion” in
that the white people seem to be more
capable of ruling the South than the
negro,and I think that when the Southern
man was left alone with his rule the ne-
gro was a happier man than he is now.

BALTIMORE’S TRADE CARNIVAL.

Arrangements have been completed for
a Trade Carnival and Peace Jubilee to be
held in Baltimore, May 22-27. The ex-
hibition was projected by the Retailers’
Association, and will consist of a mag-
nificent Trades’ Display and Carnival of
entertainments at Electric Park. The
enterprise is being entered into with
great zest by the business men of Balti-
rmore, and it is hoped by this means to es-
tablish closer relations between the city
and the people of the State.

Indians from Al-
aska and Canada will be seen side by side
with Flatheads from Montana and Co-
manches from their reservation, CIiff
Dwellers from New Mexico, Vaueros
from Mexico and Gauchos from South
America go to make up this remarkable
group of Aboriginees. Cow-Boys and
Rancheros will be present and the thrill-
ing scenes of the Mountain Meadow Mas-
sacre will be enacted each afternoon.
Besides these living pictures of aborigi-
nal American life, there will be shown a
troop of Hindoo Fakirs from India, some
Arablan tumblers from Turkey and
Boomerang throwers from Australia

In the evening military display and
fireworks will occupy the field, the in-
comparable Paln giving a vivid repres-
entation of the famous battle of San
Juan Hill, with accompanying artillery
of bombs and set-pleces In which his soul
delights.
