Met Death in a Well.

A stone-walled well, ftifty-three feet
deep, on the place of Mr. Jas. B. Young,
on the B. & O. R. R, at Glenartney, three
miles Southwest from Catonsville, caved
in shortly after five o’clock Friday after-
noon while C. H. Cogbi!l, an employe of
Mr. Young, was at the bottom of the
well cleaning and repairing the pump.
The unfortunate man was buried beneath
tons of stone and dirt. Deputy Game
Warden Oscar Young was assisting Cog-
bill in the work. Cogbill had been low-
ered into the well by arope. While at
work several stones near the bottom gave
way and fell upon him. lle called for help
and Oscer Young started to descend to
his assistance. When the young man
was about twenty feet down he heard the
lower portion of the stone wall cave in
aud called to his father to pull bim out
Just as he reacbed the top the entire
stone wall gave way and fell witha
crach, & number of the stones striking
Young upon the feet as he wasbeing lift-
ed.

Cogbill’s body was gotten out bya
gang of workmen shortly after three
o’clock Saturday morning. He was still
alive at 2.30 o’clock, tor the workmen en-

aved in removing the stone from the
well heard his groans for help. lis
body was found in a halisitting position,
with a large stone pressing heavily on
his neck and another against his chest.
No bones had been broken and only a
few bruises were visible on his face and
body. Coroner William T. Gregs, of St.
Denis, viewed the remains and deemed
an inquest unnecessary. llis remains
were sent to Manchester, Va , for burial.

Pronounced Out of Dianger.

Mr. Clarence EL. Oldtield, of this city,
who was bitten by the mad dog that ter-
rorized people along the Frederick road
on April 29 last, completed his course of
treatment at the Pasteur department of
the City Hospital, Baltimore, Sunday,
and Dr. N. G. Kierle, who has charge of
the department, stated that Mr. Oldfield
was entirely free from anything like hy-
drophobia = There is no question but
that the dog which bit Mr. Oldfield had
rabies in & bad form, as three rabbits in-
jected with virus from the dog’s head all
died from hvdrophobia.

Mr. Oldficld would not have been bit-
ten by the dog had it not been for his ef-
forts to kil! the animal while notifying
people along the Frederick road to be-
wware of it. He had an interesting chase
after the dog, and had two or three en-
counters with the animal before he suc-
ceeded in killing {t. In one of these en-
counters Mr. Oldfield was bitten on the
finger. Mr. Oldfield did not fear hydro-
phobia, and at first declined to take the
treatment at the City Hospital. He was
persuaded into so doing by Collector
William F. Stone. Through the heroism
of Mr. Oldfield no one else was bitten by
the dog. Two horses that were bitten
have since died from hydrophobia.

Memorial Day Services at Savage and
Laurel.

Memorial Day of the Junior Order
American Mechanics was observed in
Laurel and Savage on Sunday. In the
morning, at Savage, American Star Coun-
cil attended services at the M. E. Church
South, and listened to a sermon by the
Rev. A. M. Courtenay, pastor of the M.
. Church there. After the services st
the church, the graves of deceased
members in Savage Cemetery were dec-
orated and memorial addressesdelivered.
In Laurel in the afternoon the members
of Beacon Councll, headed by the Laurel
military Band, marched from their hall
to the First Baptist Church where a ser-
mon was delivered by the Rev. J. R. Til-
lety, pastor of Trinity M. E. Church
South. Then the order marched to the
cemeteries, the band playing a dirge,and
strewed flowers on the graves of deceas-
ed members. At each grave a short eu-
logy was pronounced. Bdany of the mem-
bers of Beacon Council went to Savage
in the morning and io the afternoon a
large number of the American Star mem-
bers joined in the exercises at Laurel.

Electric Itoad to Relay.

Residentsof the vicinity of Halethorpe,
St. Denis, and the Relay are again ac-
tively agitating the construction of the
Baltimore and Halethorpe Electric Rail-
way. Some time ago a charter for this
line, which is to extend from the bridge
over Gwynns Falls and Wilkens avenue
five and one-half miles to the Relay, with
a contemplated extension to Elkridge
Landing, and the right of way for its
construction was obtained.

A subscription paper is about to be cir-
culated among the property-holdersalong
the proposed line, and it isexpected that
not less than $20,000 can be secured in
this way. A practical survey of the new
line has been made and the estimate of
the cost of construction for the five and
one-half miles is $55,000, or about $10,-
000 per mile. It isthought if one-third
of the cost is ralsed and a tender of it
made to the United Rallways Company,
together with the right of way, the lat-
ter will at once proceed with the building
of the line.

Death of Mr. John S, Cummings,

Mr. Johu S.Cummings, a well-known
and popular young lawyer of Baltimore
and nominee for Congress on the Demo-
cratic ticket last yearin the Fifth con-
gresslonal district, died suddenly Friday
morning last at 12 30 o’clock at the home
of his father, Mr. John Cummings, near
Catonsville. He had only been sick
since the previous Saturday. Dcath was
caused by jaundice. On Thursday he
seemed to better and satout on the piazza
for a while.

Mr. Cummings was born in Baltimore
and was in the thirty-fourth year of his
age. He studied at Loyola College and
later graduated from the Unlversity of
Maryland Law School and was admitted
to practice at the Baltimore bar. For
the past eight years Mr. Cummings had
taken an active part in polit:cs, and
until 1898 was spoken of for various
minor oftices, but declined them all. In
1898 he announced himself a candidate
for Congress from the Fifth district, and
at the district convention, held Septem-
ber 14, 1898, at Laurel, was nominated
on the tirst ballott. le was a staunch
Democrat and had many friends in Balti-
more city and throughout the State.
