BurNiNG oF THe Raix Bow.—On the
moraing of the.21st ult., the steamer Rain
Bow, on her way from New Orleans to
Louisville, with a full cargo of sugar and
coffee, and with about 150 passengers on
‘board, was discorered to be on fire, and the
officer of the deck at once gave the order
to run her on shore— which was immedi-
.ately done; but.by that time the entire boat
.was enveloped in flame. Those of the pas-
sengers and crew that were on tbe forward
part of the boat escaped without difficulty;
those on the stern were cut off from any
means of escape except by jumping into
.the water—and although it was only a few
vards to the shore, but few escaped that got
oto the water, and many were burnt as
.they lay in their berths—some were over-
«ome with fright and knew not which way
.to move and thus were lost.

The books and papers being burnt it is im-

possible to ascertain fully the names of the
jost—but it is feared that Hon. Mr. San-
didge, says a despatch from New Oileans,

ERIPTION OF A VOLCANO.

Two THousaNDp Eicit Hunorep PeorLe
DesTrRoYED.—M. A. Percey piesented to
the Fiench Academy of ecience, a few
days siuce, an interesting account of this
terrific phenomenoOn, as witnessed in the
larger of the 8anguir Islands situated near
the Celebes Islands, not far from Borneo,
by Mr. A. F. Jansen, the Dutcn resident al
Manado, who has sent an official account
ol it to his government. For several years
past the volcano Awoe had given no signs
of an approaching eruption, except a slight
shock ol earthquake occasionally; the in-
habitants had therefore come to the conclu-
sion that there was nothing more to be fear-
ed, and had extended their rice fields to the
very slopes of the mountain. Oan the night
of the 2d of March, however, a violent de-
tonalion announced an impending eruption
and immediately afterwards torrentsol lava
came rolling down the steeps, destroving
everything in their way, and causing the
waters of the sea to boil wherever they
touched them. Springs of hot water broke
out in several places, scorching and des-
troying whatever the lava had spared.

Agitated as iC by a subinarine earthquake,
the waves of the sea rose to an enormous
height, and at length overstepping the
shore, partly quenched the flames occasion-
ed by the lava. Meanwhile violent claps
of thunder rent the sky; a black column of
stones and ashes was vomited from the cra-
ter, and fell in a dense shower on the side
ot the mountain. The darkness was im-
penetrable, save when broken by vivid
tlashes of lightniflg. The dwellings and
crops that had escaped the flames were bu-
ried under the stones and ashes, while the
lava, arrested here and there by local ob-
stacles, spread itself out in laker ol fire, un-
til, breaking through the natural damns
which opposed its progress, it continued its
work of devastation with renewed impetus.
Alter a few hours this tumult of the ele-
ments subsided, but only to be renewed on
the [ollowing day, when the shower of
ashes became so dense as to be impeneltra-
ble even to the ravs of the sun. Axhes
and slones were carried over by a violent
south-west hurricane to the island of Min-
danao, a distance of two degrees (138 miles.)

About a fortnight after, on the 17th, a
fresh eruption took place, causing further
damage on another side, and tve volcano
then subsided. The villages of Taroena
and Kandhar escaped with comparatively
little damage, owing to a series ot eminen-
ces that formed a barrier to the lava; but
the village of Kalougan was completely de-
stroyed, and the riccil plantations and (or-
ests extending along the slope of the Awoe,
running between Taroena and Kaadhar,
have been turned into s desert, covered
with stones and ashes, and intersected with
seven large sireams of lava. Ilad the in-
habitants of those two villages slayed in
their homes their lives would have been
spared; as it was, most of them; seized with
panic, had fled to the gardens and fields,
thinking themselves safer there, but the
lava soon eacircled them, or overtook those
who attempted to flee, and destroying eve-
ry soul. The number of dead belonging to
the Taroena was 722 men, women and
children; to Kandhar 45; to Taboekan 2,
039. Total of the three provinces, 2,806
men women and children. Of the fugitives
most of those who did not lose their lives
