Under the influence of policy a greal
change has taken place in the relative pop-
ulation of the two Shores; and this has had
a powerful influence in producing a new
system of representation, by which the DO~
litical power of the Eastern Shore Las been
greally reduced. Whatever is calculated
to delay orobstruct still further the devel-
opment of the weaker portion,is unjost in
it<ell and will naturally be regarded” as an
tnjury inflizted by the stroneer for its own
Lenefit.
