Mr. Editor:—Knowing that you and a
number of your readers take a great inter-
estin the progress of this section of coun-
try, as well as in that of the Eastern Shore
with which its interests are so intimalely
connected, [ thought that a line from an old
iriend and subscriber would find a place in
vour columns and would be read with some
little pleasure by our friends at home.

The spirit of improvement which started
here some four years ago with the com-
mencement of the Delaware Rail Road has
been steadily on the increase ever since,
and the people of this little State think now
that the building of a Rail Road is not such
an awful undertaking as it scems 1o be con-
sidered in Talbot; especially in & county
where one can be constructed with such a
small outlay of means as in ours.

probably passing through the liver, and
was taken (rom under the skin of the oppo-
sile side, having traversed the enlire abdo-
men; the others produced, we are told, only
flesh-wounds.

After Newcomb fired, both the men tarn-
ed and walked toward the Cross-Roads, a
distance ol twenly or thirly paces, when
Cook fell; he was taken up and conveyed
into his house, where he died in Giteen or
Ilwenty minutes.

Newcomb made noattempt to escape, but
plea of self-delence
and there can be no doubt but the killing
of Cook was Lhe only lhinF that prevented
him (Cook)_{rom being in fact, what he was
atheart, 3 murderer. Every unprejudiced
man, so far as we have heard, fally
exhonerates Newcomb from blame, and so,
we doubt not, will the jmg° who may (ry
the case, if a bill should found against
him.
