Buraing the Dead-—How to De It.

A book has lately been published in Lon-
don, which seeks to show the advantage of

they a'tain their most fatal power."

came to the door and ordered her to come
out, and bring her litlle girl. She said ‘no.’

Her husband was absent—and, by the
way, he was the only man on that road who

escaped. They said that if she did not
come out they would shool her. She de-
clined, and after some deliberation, they
determined to set the house on fire. The
house was directly eaveloped in flames:
and the cheif, who watched her through a
little window, told me that he saw her go
tothe glass and arrange her hair, then take
a seatin the middle of the room, fold her
little girl in her arms, and wait calmly un-
til the roof fell in, and they perished in the
flames together. And the statement was
confirmed by the people who found their

remains lying together in the middle of the
house.

THE NEW ORLEANS VIGILANTS—

AGRICULTURAL.

Curming aNxp Curixe Crover Hay.—
Editors Genesee Farmer:—A ccording to the
thirly years of close observation made by
the writer of this article, here is but one
method of curing clover hay which pays
well for the labor, and that I shall describe
shortly.

_Observation has taught me thaf the best
fime for cutling clover is when two-thirde
of the blooms begin to tarn brown. At
this stage it makes tke best hay, and is not
fappy enough to reduce much in the curing
process.

When the clover is in the above staze,
cut it as rapidly as possible; but never cut
when there is dew or rain water on the
clover. Let the green clover be put in
small thocks as fast as cut down, so that
the sun might not wilt it. When enouch
is cut and shocked for a large stack, haul
up and stack as fast as possible. The stack
should be some 14 or 15 feet at the base
and 16 or 18 feet high, so put up as to
make it the shape of a cone. With a hav
fork, let one hand throw op the green clo-
ver, whiie two hands stack and trample it,
s0 as lo make 1t as near air tight as possible.
Every foot in height should have about
one quart of salt sprinkled regularly over
it.  This will require about 75 pounds to
the stack. Ia finishing, top it off and rake
it down 0 as to turn rain. In ten or twelve
days it will become wet and hot, and smoke
like & coal kiln, 50 as to have all appearan-
ces of rolling; but in ten or fifteen daye
more, it will cool off and be found dry,
bright, sweet bay. _

This process precerves all the
leaves of the clover, 0 certain to be lost
by any other process; and it also preserves
all the volatile constituents of clover, which
are sure to be lost when it is cured in the
sunshine or open air.

The whole management may be summed
upin a few words. Cut and stack free
from moisture, in the perfectly free state;
salt it well, and make the stack as near sir
tight as hard tramping can makeit. H.G.

Care of FruiT Trees.—~There are so
many [ruit trees planlted in uncongenial
soils that the cultivator would do well to
sludy their natures and their specific tood.
I'he roots of tiees will appropriate to them-
selves an elaborate food from many coarse
substances that are buried beneath the
surface ol the ground, when those substan.
ces left upon the surface would afford no
more nourishment than o many rocks.—
For instance, we have seen the soots of
trees send their feeders into apparently
solid bones, thus seeking for phosphate of
lime. Now, were these bones pulverized,
how much easier the tree could be fed.—
They may be pulverized by grinding, or
put into a liquid state, by the use of oil of
vitriol, or a strong solution of potash.—
When it is remembered that food taken up
by ftrees must be ina liquid state, it .is
malter ol surprise that cultivators .do ot
study to apply that specific liquid Jood
which the most readily develops the frurt
or loliage of the tree. Everything that the
tree feeds upon must be in a perfect slate
of decomposition. Hence, a quart of pu-
