This is the proper scason for making un.
derdrains, draining swamps, &c., &c., and
the carth taken from low deposits may be
placed with advantage i1oto your hog-pens,
compost heaps, &c., &c. Weeds should
now be removed to the hog pens, that the
hogs may perform the¢ir shareof their labor
in rooling them—throw into the hog-xen
all potato tops, turf, ditch-scraping, &c.,
&c., and occasionally a handiul of whole
corn, to obtain which the hogs will keep the
whole mass of rubbish in continuous mo-
tion. On removiog the contents of the hog
pens to the compost heap, mix one bushel
of refuse salt to every cord, and this quan.
tity will prevent those sceds from geimina-
ting which may not have beca eaten by the
ho gs.

It the surface of your barn-yard is uot
<o shaped as tosave all the liquid drainage,
you may consider that you have 2 hole in
your pocket, or at least a waste which will
prove cqually destruclive.

If your potatoes be dug early enough to
spare five days before putting 1o turnips or
other late crops, then top-dress the potato
ground with six busliels of fine salt to the
