In a receat issue of this paper, we refer-
red to the present condition of our national
finances, and expressed the conviction, that
the next Congress would be compelled so
to modify the tarnitf, with a view to increas-
ing the revenue, as virtually to atiord pro-
tection to our industrial interests. Ve at-
tempted, further, to prove what seemed to
have been the full purpose of the fathers of
the Constitution in framning the clause in-
vesting the Federal Government with ex-
clusive control over the commercial affairs
of the nation; and cited the recorded opin-
ion of hin who is regarded as the cheel au-
thor of that instrument, in tavor of the
Constitutional power to levy atariff for pro-
tection. We might have added other ex-
tracts, which we have at hand, tromm the
writingzs of Washington, Jefferson, Monroe
and Jackson, equally conclusive in favor of
the position assumed. Indeed, we cannot
perceive how any one familiar with the
ditlreolties vuder which the country labored
during the existence of the Articles of Con
lederation, and the avowed object ot those
who advocated the adoption of a Constitu-
tion conferring upon the General Govern-
men! enlarged powers over the whole sys-
tem of imposts, can, for a moment doubt
that it- was their settled purpose, in part,
vo prolect and foster”—in the language of
Mr. Madison—*the manufactuning inter-
ests of the country.” Assuming, therefore,
that the power 1s clearly given, we propose
to consider the exercisc of it as a question
of policy. It must be manilest that any
country Wwhich exports largely of its raw
products, and ‘is dependent upon imports
chiefly for its supplies of maaulaclured ar-
ticles, pays in some form or other—either
in an excessive exportation of its specie, the
active capilal of the country~or 1o the sac-
rifice of its home industry, orin both—the
cost of transportation snd fabrication.

‘'his is a clear proposition, within the
comprehension of everybody. If we im-
port more than we export—which is the in-
evitable effectol a low tanfi the balance of
trade is against us, and must be met by ap
cxpottation of our circulating medium.—
This position 1s forcibly illustrated by Ad-
am Smith, in bis “Wealth of Nations,”
(book 4. chap.9.) wherein he says: *The
revenue of a trading and commercial coun-
try must, other things being equal, always
be greater than .that of eme withoul trade
and manujactures, By means of trade and
manulactures a greater quantity of subsis-
tence can be imported into a particulat
country than what its own lands, 1n the ac-
(ual state of their cultivation, could afford.
