Resolved, That although this convention
has not sufficiently considered the premi-
ses to enable them to recommend any par-
ticular plan to the action of the next Gen-
eral Assembly, yet they are satisfied that
public seniiment is prepared for and de-
sires relief from the evirl under which we
are now laboring, which relief, in the opin-
ion of this body, can only be obtained by a
general expression of (eeling from the peo-
ple of the State in general convention as-
sembled.

Resolved, Thal in view of the abore, the
members ol this body, citizens of the Eas.
