LETTER NO. I1.

WHAT IS CHARITY?
The etymology of this term has been a

subject of debate among able and distin-
guished linguists. The one parly conlen-
ding that the Greek term should be frans-
lated charify and the other contending that
it should be translated /ore. Recent com.
mentators have adopted the latter transla.
tion and think that the word charity in 1 Cor:
13 ch: does not convey the full meaning
of the author and therefore better be sub-
stituted by the word Love—supreme love
to God and universal good will to men.—
With this etvmological criticism I have
nothing now to do. _

Chanty in its comprehensive sense sig-
nifies that disposition of heart which in.
clines men to love God supremely and their
neighbor as themselves. HRutin a particu-
lar sense it signifies *liberality to the poor,
consisting in almsgiving or benelactlions, or
in giatuitous services to relieve them in
distress.”

This looks absurd to us, who are accuss
tomed to think so lightly of such birds as a
table delicacy. But a pie of that kind was,
indeed, at the age relerred to, a dish fitto
‘‘set before the king,” and a dish that com.
mon people could not indulge in. The ap-
positeness of the nursery rhyme, therefore,
1s apparent and striking.

This simple fact, illustrative of the changs
of taste and dinner-table opinion among the
same people, almost, in the lapse of cen'u-
ries, may teach us many a useful lesson on
other subjects. Oriental nations, generally,
detested pork, and we consume it in great
quantities. Poultry, with us, is a common
and a favorite dish among those who can
atford to purchase the luxury, although, as
we see, there werc times which even went
so faras tointerdict it. And could we con-
sult the carle of that ancient gourmand, A-
picius, no doubt we should discover hity
other articies of food which the epicure
once looked upon as worthy of digestioa,
but which we, probably, would be likely to
distrust, if not set down as abominable.—
We eat the cow, for instance, but taboo the
horse. We relish the pig, and shudder at
the thought of devouring the dogs. Weare
fond of rabbit, but are shocked at the no-
tion of eating a cat. And so of a whole
catalogue of living creatures, pronounced
worthy of the most exalted cuisine in one
parl of the globe, whiie treated in another
as ucfit for human stomachs. Alter all,
then, we may see exaclly bow much pre-
judice, as well as reason, bas to do with
the viands we eat. And when we feel dis-
posed to ridicule the food of olhers, we may
as well pause to reflect how ridiculous, per-
haps, is our own taste in the judgmentof
those we favor with a laugh.

The Indian Rice.

In the existing mania for foreign seeds we
must be careful notto overlook the valuable
indigenous productions of our own soil.—
Especially should egard be had to such
plants as contribute to the stock of nutri-
tive material for an increasing population,
or, at least, aternate with certain articles
of vegetable dist, which, in particular local-
ities, are in some danger of becoming ‘per-
niciously exclusive. The following essay
therefore, extracted from a late number of
the “ Counfry Genftleman,'’ published at Al-
bany, will interest not only the intelligent
agriculturist, but the general reader. It is
{rom the pen of the dislinguished Presicent
of the Polytechnic college of Pennsylvania,
a gentleman not more widely known for bis
varied and profound scientific acquirements
than the important practical uses to which
his knowledge is devoted. -

Man is omniverous, and hence must have
an extended variety from which to select
his proper sliment. The unhealthfuiness
of any one article of food, used in its seper--
ate form, has been clearly established by
the experiments of eminent Physiologists;
and their results have been confirmed by
whole countries and communtties. The
report of a commission of the French In-
stitute (1848) demonstrates that oot only
do animals fed exclusively on such nutn-
tive arlicles as sugar, starch, butter, &c.,
die with all the symptoms of extreme slar-
vation, but that the same fatal consequence
will take place when pure Fibrin or Albu.
men or Gelatine ix employed—death occur-
ring, In such cases, in as short a lime as
{rom entire abstinence. These experiments
are of great practical value, and the refer-
ence to the baleful effects growing out of
the exclusive cultivation, for food, of any
single vegetable, therefore is of the utmost
limportance. Is not some alternale for lo-
'dian corn demanded in portions of the mid-
dle states bordering on the seaboaid, where
the negro and even a part of the white pop-
ulation subsist, from year to year, 3lmost
exclusively on corn bread and corn-fed
portk? On some of our water-courses, as
the Choptank, subject to fresh water inua-
dations to a limited extent, the expenment
of the growth of the Indian Rice might be
If successlul, it
would certainly afford a valuahle addition
to our list of vegetable esculents.
