THE MEETING OF CONGRESS AND

THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.<The :ec-
ond session of the Thirty-Fifth Congress
assembled at noon on Monday last. A
quorum being present in both Houses they
immediately orzanized, when the usual com-
mittees were appointed to wait on the Pres-
ydent to inforin him of the organization,
and at halfl past one o'clock of that day, the
message was delivered to Congress by the
private secrctary ol the President. Owing
to the great length of the document, we are
unable to publish it in full, but give below
& Synopsis:
- It commences by congratulating the
counlry, and says we have much reason to
be grateful, when we compare the condition
of the country at the present day with
what it was one year ago, at the meeting
of Congress.  Much Lad been done by the
legislation of the last session to allay the
sectional strife on the subject of :lavery,
which was fostered by the application of
Kansas for adimisacn.

It was a well established position, that

all American citizens have an equal rizght
{o take into the territories whatever is Leld
as property, and to hold such property un-
der the guardianship of the federal constj-
tution; and the proceedings of the last ses-
sion alone wantins to give it efiect.  Lefl
fo manage its own alfairs, all resistance to
the federal government Las been finally a-
bandoned. Had the citizens been obedient
to lawful authoiilv, it would have contain-
ed a larger addttional population.

‘I'he refusal to vote for delezates to the
Constitutional Convention was the fruitful
source of all the c¢vils that followed. A
wiser spinit pievailed on the Ist Monday of
January last, and a large majority of mem-
bers who were elected belonzed to the par-
ty which had previously refu-ed to vote.

The anti-slavery power, thus in the as-
cendant, if the State had admitted the Le-
compton Constitution, the Legislature could
have submitted the question of amending
the constitution to the people, and the Kan.
#as question would thus have been finally
settled.  His recommendation for the im-
mediate admission, having failed, he ¢or-
dially acquiesced in the English Bill. In
accordance with this bill it s not probable
that a third constitution can be lawfully
presented to Congress before the popula-

Our relations with Franee and Russia,
as well as all other governments on the con-
tinent of Europe, except that of Spain, con-
tinue to be of the most friendly characler.
The Spanish officials having insulted our
llag and inflicted njuries on our citizens,
and all attempts to obtain redress having
been baffled and defeated, it was a_ great
sricvance that our Government were obli-
ged to apply to Madrid for the settlement
of these questions, when they are immedi-
ately reterrced back to Cuba. Cuba was a
constant source of injury and annoyance to
Americans, and as long as it remains open
as 2 markel for the slave trade, there could
be no hope for the civilization ol benighted
AMunca. The Island of Cuba commands the
Mississippi, and with that Island uoder the
dominion ol a distant [oreign power, our
trade 1s exposed to the danger of being de-
stroyed in time of war.

Whilst important to us, the value of this
[sland to Spain is comparatively unimpor-
tant. The publicity of former negotiations,
and the large appropnation required ‘o ef-
lectthe purpose, render 1t expedient to lay
the whole subjcct before Congress.  As it
might become indispensable to success that
he should be trusted with the means ol ma-
king an advance to the Spanish Govern-
mnent, alter making the signing of a treaty,
and before the ratification by the Senate, he
repeats the recommendation made 1n rela-
tion to the Armistad case. As an appro-
priation for this purpose could not fail to ex-
ert a favorable influence in our relations
with the independent States 1n South aad
North Amecrica as they are peculiar.

Mexico has been in a constant state of
revolution, and it would be ruin to attempt
(o force the pavment of claims ol American
ciizens. Abundant cause now existed for
a resort to hLostilitiecs against the govern-
meatl holding possession of the Capital, and
<hould they succeed in subduing the con-
stitutional furces, all hope of a peacefil set-
tlement ol our difficuities will have expired;
on the other hand, should the constitution-
al parly prevail, there is reason to hope for
speedy redress, but for this he would have
recommended that Congress graat the ne-
cessary power to take possession ol this se-
mote terntory.
