en—which is 14 by 16 (eet—and placed a
tentilator over il, in the shape of an inver-
ted funnel, to the upper end of which was
attached an eight-inch pipe, that entered
the flue above the stove-pipe. My stove
and ventilator still remain there, and we are
never troubled with smoke or steam—all is
instantly carried away.

This ventilator is of my owa planning,

and made of sheet wron. The eight-inch
pipe has a circular elbow, coanecling it with
the flue, and both it and the stove-pipe are
below the ceiling. The fAue is 12 by 16
inches inside, and is therefore capable of
carrying off a good deal of smcke and air.

The rim, or widesl part of the ventilator,

is thuty inches in diameler, and is suspen-
ded four feel above the top of the stove.—
There is a damper in the ventilator pipe,
that enables me to shul it entirely, if I de-
sire to start the fire quick, by increasing the
draught. It soon becomes necessary to o-

pen it, however, as the draught in my
chimney is too great, and burns the wood
too fast. Many people have seen il, and
think it worth $10 a year to any kitchen.
A hole can be made easily in the flue, or
the pipe may be carried through the ceiling,
and enter the flue above, especially if the
kitchen is one story, and an open garrel a-
boveit. More room 1s obtaiaed by the lal-
ter method. It will also do equally well if
the pipe is carried through the roof or side

of the house. It is not like a slovepipe,

and there is no danger from fire. It is ea-

sily and cheaply made, and may be oblain-
ed from any tin-plate or sheetl-iron store.—
