All possible means have been emploved
to repress the attempt to revive the slave
trade, and nvestigation has proved only the

imporlation of the cargo of the Wanderer.
A review of the history of the =lave trade
i1s entered upon, as it existed vnder the
law=« ol this country, and its tetal extinction
by Congress recognized and approved. To
allox the present construction of the clauce
in the ronstitution, on which 1l i< attempe.
ted to guestion the power of Congress 1o
prohibit the slave trade, the Pre<ident de-
clares would be 10 make the clau<e itself an
absvlute nullity, and all that has< been done
under it a mere usarpation.

The effects of the re<toration of the slave
trade are reviewed at length, and its con«e-
quences tomaster and slave regarded as e-
qually deplorable. The inhuman and ex-
haustinsexactions ol labor from the <lave
in Cuba are pointed out as the natural con-
~equence- ol the abilily to ~supply his place
at a low fgure. The obligation upon us to
consider the effect upon Africa 1s pre<ented,
and the utter extinction ol all hopes of Af-
rican civilization is predicted as the reopen-
ing the slave trade. By abolishing every
market for African slaves consists the main
hope for the gradual improvement ol Af.
rica.

The wisdom of the course pursued by this
government lowards China has been vindi
cated, says the President, by the event.—
The course of Mr. Ward is approved, in re-
fusing the humiliating conditions of etiquette
demanded, and the result is spoken of as
highly satisfactory, The treaty has been
concluded and ratified under favorable cir-
cumstances, and no doubt exists that *he
subsequent conventions 1t was necessary 1o
hold will also he ratified.
