The probable demands upon the (reasury
in the current fiscal vear, in the sggregate
are estimated st £974,694. This statement
included only the regular expenses ol the
State government, no margin being allow-
ed for extra or special appropnalions.

The receipts from the direct tax in the
fiscal year were $247,863 17, beingan in-
crease of $2,647 18 as compared with the
receipts from the same course in 1858. Of
the reccipts on this account for 1839, the
sum of £99,269 37 was derived from the
amount levied in that year; and $148.593
80 accrued 1n previous years.

The attention of the Legislature isrespect-
fully called to the propriety and justice of
providing at its present session for a new
assessment of property in the counties.—
The increase shown by the late assessment
of the city ot Baltimore gives satisfaclory
assurance of the beneficial result of such a
measure for the State at large.

Corn for Pork.

According to the result of a series of ex-
gcrimcnls tried by a Kentucky farmer, 2
ushel of dry corn fed to hogs made five
pounds and ten ounces of pork, and a bush.
el of ground corn, boiled in one iastance,
made sixteen pounds seven ounces, and in
another nearly eighteen pounds of pork.—
According to our usual rates for corn and
tor pork, calling the one 60 cents per bush.
el and the other 6 cents per pound, the
bushel of dry corn was worth 34 cents,
whilst the boiled corn was worth 87 cents.
This would seem to indicate that 27 cents
was left over and above the market price
of the corn for boiling and leeding, and
these fizures thow the economy of steaming
or cooking food for swine. Again when
corn is cooked for swine thereis an im-
mense amount of stuff, such as small pota-
toes. turnips, and roots of other kinds that
can be used with the greatest profit.

It will be noted that there has been off-
ered by the State Sociely a premivm for
the best and most economical steaming ap-
paratus for caltle and hog feed. We hope
to see something of this kind there.—MicA-

igan Farmer.
