life and death, DBut a powerful constitution, united
with a mest extranordinary muscular development,
Lafled the messeoger of death, and for three months

and twealy days the unequal struggle weat on.
Nafl, ordinarily « man weighing above 180 pounds,
was reduced in that time to considerably under 100
pounds. The jury ot inquest rendered the following
verdict:  “That the jury, judging from the evidence,
find that the deceased, Franklin 1. Naff, came to

his death by a ball discharged from a weapon in the
hands of Wesley Woodward; and the jury also find
that Robert Miller was accessory to the same.’

DEATH OF TIE HON. WM. COST JOIINSON.
—The Hon. Wm. Cost Johnson, of Maryland, died
ia Washingtoa city on Sunday last, in the 54th
year of his age. The deceased was a native of Fred-
erick county, a well known lawyer, and distinguish-
