the Governor, as the subject 1s not likely to be of
very great duration; but the latter is quite reas-
onable inasmuch as his Excellency must have
koown there was more than one person in the
State who, like you, would consider it a labor of
love to trouble themselves about his business,
and whose communications he would have to
respond to in the same manner. Considerin
““the engrossing nature of his official duties,”” 1t
was, to say the least of it, creditable to his in-
ventive faculties to prepare for all such amiable
importunities by the agency of a printer, and not
dispose of them as other people might have con-
sidered they deserve to be, by the summary pro-
cess of lighting his candle with them.

With your impenous demand that the Gover-
nor should consult you with regard to the pro-
priety of convening the islature, and not
trust to his own convictions ol his duty, you re-
quire him to give a list of the “‘official duties that
engross Lim,’’ in order to satisfy your mind that
he 1s doing something besides *‘pardoning con-
victs.”

‘That, is a sort
of knowledge which may be of considerable ser-
vice 10 those who seek and possess it. DBut
were a neighbor of mine to evince a disposition
to acquire it, I would close my window-shutters
at sundown, and have the keys of the corn house
in before dark.

The Governor has never said, nor implied by
anything he has said, that there is not ““more
wisdom, and equal patriotism in the rest of the
State combined than in the Executive chaiwr,”—
Dut he has implied both by word and deed, that
he thinks there is ““more wisdom'’ on the part of
that great majority of the people who are oppos-
ed to a call of the Legislature, than there is in
those who might have prevented, if they did not
actually bnng, these evils upon us, and now
clamor for a remedy. The ‘Executive chair”
1s not the only source of wisdom upon which he
depends; nor 1s it the only one whence wisdom
1s dispensed to the people. The Governor is
strengthened in his position by many of the a-
blest men of the State, and by the best conserva-
tive men of the nation; and although courtesy
would forbid my detracting one jot trom your
own exalted conception of yourself as the Gov-
ernor’s counsellor and castigator, yet in defense
of bim I am obliged to point to those in every
section of the Siate who have signified their
wishes in opposition to your own, and upon
whose opinion he relies with more confidence
than he can upon yours.

Of your perversion of the several items of the
Governor’s reply | shall take little notice. The
first objection howerer, to a call of the Legisla-
ture as rendered by you, is certainly not without
s significance, that is, “‘that some elections
would bave to be held in cold weather.””

Anderson, with careful cau-
tiousness as well a3 to secure a communication with
Washington, in reply states that he had determined
to defer his intention of prohibiting the passage of
vessels in and out of the harbor until he cou!d ot~
lain instrucuons from his Government, and’ reques-
ted facilities for the passage of bis messenger through
Charleston. The request was granted Ly Gor, Pick-
ens, and Lieut. Talbot, Maj. Anderson’s messcnger,
