A CONFEDERATE PRIVATEER CAP-
TURED.—The schooner Savanah, Midshipman
McCook commanding, from Charleston, 4 days,
arnved at New York on Saturday eveningz, hav-
ing the Stars and Stripes flying over the Seces-

|sion flag. The schooner was captured by the

United States brig Perry, about 60 miles outside
Charleston barbor. She was formerly a pilot-

boat at that port, is schooner rigged, of 54 tons
burden, and has an eighteen-pounder pivot gun
amidships. She had been out from Charleston
about 30 hours previous to her capture. Dur.
ing her cruise she had captured the brig Joseph,
of Rockland, which was sentinto Georgetown,
S. C. The Savannah was brought to thus port
by Midshipman MeCook and prize crew of U-
nited States ship Minnesota. Her crew, about
30 1n number, were putin irons on board the

Minnesota. The Savannah will anchor off the
Battery.

Official Account of the Engagemont at

Vienna, Virginia.

The following was received at a late hour

on Tuesday nmight last :
“To Liewt. Gen. Scoll :—We left camp with

six hundred and sixty-eight, rank and file; twen-
ty-nine field and company oflicers, in pursuance

of Gen. McDowell's orders, to go upon this ex-
pediuon, with the available force oIPO one of my
regiments. The regiment selected being the first
Ohio volunteers. We left Companies | and K,
with an aggregate ol one hundred and thirty-five
men, at the crossing of the road. Lieut. Col.
Parrot, with two companies of one hundred and
seventeen men, to go to Falls Chureh, and to
patrol the roads in that direction. Stationed two
companies (D) and I, one hundred and thirty
five men,) 1 guard the railroad and bridge be-
tween the crossing and Vieona. We proceeded
slowly 10 Vienna with four companiey; Compa-
ny E, Captain Paddock; Company C, Lieuten-
ant Woodward, afterwards joined by Captain
Pease, by Company G, Captain Bailey, Com-
pany H, Captain Hazlett, being a total of two
hundred and seventy-five men.

*On turning the curve slowly within a quar-
ter of a mile of Vienna we were fired upon by
raking, maskad batteries of, I think, three guns,
with shell, round shotand grape, killing and
wounding the men on the platform and in the
cars before the train conld be stopped.

“When the train stopped, the engineer could
not, on account of dawage 1o some part of the
running machinery, draw the train out of the
fire.  The engine being in the rear, we left the
cars and retired to the nght and left of the train
through the woods.

“Finding that the enemy’s batteries were sus-
tained by what appeared 10 be a regiment of in-
fantry and by cavalry, which force we have
since understood to have been some 1500 South
(Carolinians, we fell back along the railroad.
throwing out skirmishers on both flanks. This
was about 7 P. M. Thus we retired slowly,
bearing of our wounded, for five miles to this
point, which we reached at 10 o’clock.
