Fifteen Hundred Rebels Killed—000 Union JMen

Rilled—Retreatl of Ex-Gor. 1} ise.

Licutenant R. . Bromwell, of Company F

LATER BY TELEGRAPH.

Pritnaperriis, July 31.—The New York pa-
pers received here contain a despatch from
Clarksburg, Western Virginia,of a rurnored fight
between Colonel Tyler, with a force of three
thousand Virginia (Union) Volunteers and Fx-
Govemor Wise at the head of 7,000 Confederate
troops. at Bellston. Six hundred Federal and
filteen hundred Contederate troops were killed
and wounded, and Gen. Wise was retreating.
