The Apathy of the People.
When we look around upon all that consti-

tutes the greatness of the nation, and find its u-
nity endangered by the unscrupulous boldness of
ambitious men, we are sometines constrained to
think that if it should be overthrown in the pres-
ent crisis, it will deserve no sympathy, either
from gods or men. Like the stupor which some-

times with the sick precedes death, a degree of
apathy is complained of, everywhere, out of

which it seems impossible to arouse the people,
even by the approach of the inost appalling evils.
The remedy at the South is ““impressment;”” at
the North, “bounties;”’—each, it is to be pre-
sumed, dealinz in that commodity which 1t can
most easily make available, or which is most in

consonance with the poliey of the chief actors in
the crisis upon us.

The truth would seem 1o be, in both cascs,
that the people have not faith in those who have
constituted themselves, by the machinery of par-
ty politics, their rulers. Asto the South, the ca-
reer of the two most prominent men there has
been such that the most ardent and fiery crusa-
der m the support of so-called “Southern Rights”
can extend to thém only that qualified support
extorted by the irresistible demand of eircum-
stances; and this is shown by the harsh strictures
of the Southiern press which we gave a week or
two since. The intelligent portion of the people
there know full well that in all that occurred in
the inception of this resort to arms under pre-
tence of righting public grievances, the present
Administration had not then had a chance to
commit a single act hostile 1o Southern nights.—
They know that, as in many other cases where
attempts are wade 1n this country against public
order, the chiefl actors are those who have been

‘The charge was most gallant and
ternble, several of the rebels being found wih
their heads cloven entirely through.,
