On Wednesday last, at 20’clock P. M., the

.day appointed for Mr. Bradford, the Union Can.
ddate for Gorernor, to address the people of
Talbot, large numbers of our citizens proceeded

thrive upon the plan ol universal suffrage., This
yearning for a change in the form of govern-
ment was clearly foreshadowed by Mr. Calhoun
many years ago in a conversauon with Commo-
dore Stewart and which was described in a pub-
lished letter of the venerable Commodore only a
short time since. [n that conversation Mr. Cal-
houn distinctly admitted that so long as South-
ern men would be allowed to control the destiny
ol the Republic they would be content to remain
in the Union, but whenever the time arrived
when they would no longer be able 10 control the
Gorernment they would resort 1o revolution.
