On Saturday, four boats, with armed seamen,
were despatehed from the gunboats Hercules and
Reliance, lying m Pocomoke DBay, under the
charge of Licutenants Tompkins and Gawmbnll,
of the Rehance, and Lieut. Hall, and Quarter-

lmaster Berry, of the Hercules, 10 Syke’s Island,

in that bay, near the main land of Aeconac coun-
ty, and of which possession was taken For-
werly  there were about 110 inhabitants on the
Island, but on account of the apprehensions en-
tertained that they would be impressed into the
Rebel serviece, all but 30 had left.  These glady
