allowed for a Captain is Sixty dollars, four ra-
tions (or ea‘i.oof per moath and one servant.—
O!f First Lieutenant is Fifty dollars, four rations,
per month and oone servant. Of Second Lieu-
tenaat 1s Forty-five dollars, four rations per
moath, and one servant. Cadet, Tweaty-four
dollars per month. First Sergeant, Twenty dol-
lars per month. nt, Serenteen dollars per
moath. Corporal, Fifieen dollars per month.—
Those officers who have no rations mentioned a-
bove in their pay, are allowed one ration, or nine
dollars per moath for beard, and three dollars per
moath for clothing. The same allowances are
al<o made to Pnvates. .

Each soldier is entitled 10 a2 bounty of One
Hundred dollars when discharged from service.
