CONDITION OF THE REBEL ARMY.

Drunkenness of the Officers and Demor-
lhization of the Army.

From the Richinond Examiner of Thursday, Jan. 2.

Tue Cosmimos or ovr Army.—The present,

condition of vur army 1£ a cause of severe and
painful anxiety. T'he courage ol our troops is
not abated; the eazerness for the fray 15 not re-
laxed, and vet demoralization is creeping in, we
really believe, froem the insane and reckless neg-
lect of the Government to sustain and to cultuivate
the spint of our solders,

There 1s too much drunkenness among the of-
ficers on the Potomae, and too much vacant idl-
inz among the men. We arenformed, as a
posiive fact, that 1o the majonty of the army
on the Potomac the practice of regumnental dnlls
has fallen into complete disuse. This alone
would be suflicient to demoralize any army 1o
circumstances such as ours. "T'he dnllis noton-
ly essential for schiooling the <oldicr;itfulfils other
vastly naportant and essential purposes. It de-
velopes and elucates the J,hysiqnc. fortfies  the
soldwr against disease; and, what 1s perhaps the
most important woral consderation of all gives
hun occupation for a portion o!f his time each
day, and protects him, at least measurably, a-
cainst that canker-wounin of the army, ennin.—
What cao be predicted but utter demoralization
for an army whose condition 1s that of tens of
thousands of maen, hiviogin utter idleness, grovel-
ing in their tents, with no other occupanion than
what 1s allorded by the greasy pack of cards that
ts the inevitable immate of every tent, or the yel-
low-covered novel, whose wretehsd and perhaps
llllli}' en'eriainment has more thanoace gone the
rouuds ol the company.

We caunot shut cur eyes to the faet that the
army 18 becomming a name of terror and dread 10
the unnds of our ciszens. The newspapers are
sull illed waith advertisements ol bonusses for
“substitutes,”” althouzh the War Department has
adopted a rule restneting the nuinber of substitu
tions to once in each comipany. The rates pand
tor substitutes are enormous.  We are infortied
that they average from two hundred to two hun-
dred and fifiy dollars; and we have been 1wld of
a recent instance where fitteen hundred dollars
was paid for the prompt procureinent of a sub-
stitute to take the place ot a private suddenly
constrained 10 kave the anny.  Evidences stare
us 1n the face of the unwillingness of wen 10 ac-
cept the Lise or famine, dirt and vacant idleness
in the anmy. Richmond s filled with soldiers
who have come out ol hospitals, or who have
got hiere on suiue protence or other, applying lor
discharges, and striving and wriggling in all
sorts of wavs to get .out of the army. It was
but a few days ago thata soldier, discharzed
froma one of the hospitals here, comnutted suicide
rather than be constrained to return to the anny.

There 1s no willingness among our young men
10 serve theircountry.  Thereare thousands who
would willingly go with their lives on their sleeves
to baitle with the enemy, and to attest a devoted
and courageous patnotism, but who dread 10 be-
take themnselves o the wretched, bhalf-fed lite of
aut, vacancy and wdleness 1n the camp. This s
the restraint upon \'nhl!llﬁ'ling. The Govern
ment will 1n vain essay to remove it by a bounty
law for re-enlistments—the provision ot which,
by the way, for company reorgamization, has al-
ready, we understand, proved a fruitful source
of intrigue and demonalization in our army—
without other measures that will reach to the
root of the evil. The authornities at Richmond
may assure themselves that, as long as the health
ol the army 1s negleeted, and 1t is maintamed in
its dirty, sluggard condition, the drilis neglected,
the half rations of commissaries winked at, the
rowdysim of oflicers passed over. and the vacan-
