TIMORE. '

We here give a portion of the speech of Gov.
Johason ol Tennessee, drlircfed in Baltimore on
the 18th inst. Owing to its leogth we have
thought 1t best to divide it,—the remainder will

Fellow-citizens of the State of Maryland, |
feel like congratulating you upon the present oc-
casion. You know it was announced at an ear-
