would inlergst commoa readers and be of use

No fish is more valued or more valuable than
the shad; yet but few of its habits of lite are
'known. The books are sileni, and angling
!gives no information. It was fora loog time a
commonly received opiolon, that the shad
spent the Wiater in the Gulfof Mexico, and
then 1a the Spring advanced and the snow ceas-
ed ruoning, came along the ceast and entered the
rivers in successwon. Il this were true, there
would be no uniformity, year after year, in the
run of shad 10 each river. The very distinet
vanieties would all hecome intermingled. But
each nver bhas its own varitety. Those of
Connecticut nver have long been known as
possessing supenor sizeand flavor. The rvari-
ety that seeks the Hudson as a sweeping ground
is easily disunguished from ours. The fact of
the distinciness of tué vaneties in each river
tends 10 the belief that shad go on further than
the mouth ofthe stream in which they are
hatched.

Itis hatched in the
early Summer; decends the tirearns as soon
as large enough; feeds and fatiens in the Winter
at the mouth of the stream; ascends in the
Spring 10 deposit 1ts spawos; and decends to
die at the bottom of theocean. Thislactacecounts
for the upilormity in the size ofthe fish. A
Connecticut nver shad seldom goes beyond
sevec pounds and the variation in size is
comparatively shght, The bass, on the other
hand, which 1s known to live maoy years, vanes
from bhalf a pound 10 weight to fifiy even in our
nver. It hasa loog time to grow, and show
a much greater diversily ofsize. These consid-
erat ons have Jed to the conclusion, that one year
was the duration of a shad’s lite. Wha: was
ouly a matier of conjeciure and interence, has
oaly lately provided by artificial fish-breeders.—
Somnewhere in the State of New York, one ol
these raisers of fish from spawo, which he fed
in early life with crumoled crackers strewn
upon the pond where they are kept, has proved
their short hold on existence. le raised them
for the purpose ol supplyiog the very large Bish
he had in his tanks and ponds with lood. As
the scieace of breeding fish is wmore known,
the habits of the different species will be more
casily desenbed.—Hartford Courand.
