Itis more
castly mescible with water when mixed with
prepared chalk, hence itis preferable thus 1o

imix 1. Itmay be scented with a few drops ol
the oil of cinnammon. Atthe expense of a few

cenls as much good tooth powder can thus be
prepared bj any person as those preparations ol
tooth powder which sell at the rate of twenty-
five cents for a small box full.
