Gen. Sher:nan, who was despatched by Gen.
Grant, immediately after the surrender of Vicks-
burg, across the DBig Black in .pursuit of Joe
Johinston has pot only eoncountered the great
Commander-in-chief of the Rebel armies, bul
has routed him in battle, capturing two thousand
more prisoaers. This is glorious news, and is
another laurel for the viclorious army ol the
Mississippr.

Despatches op to a late hour on Tuesday
night represent the riot in New York as having

ressed throughout the day with more vio-
E:ge than on Mooday. ‘The police and military
were firing on the modp, and numbers of them
had been down in the street.  Col. O'Brien
who was captured by the rioters, was beaten to
a jelly and his body hung to a lamp post. The mil-
itary were out in good torces and the police were
being awded jn their work by organized badies
ol citizens.
